SUPREME COURT-
Conclusion of Several Import-

ant eases.

One of the oases which excited the most
interest was that of MoOrner vs. Vasoo P.
Abbott, a brief outline of whioh was given
in our last week's issue. MoGrner alleged
fraud and a misrepresentation^on the part
of Mr. Abbutt/ln ra business transaction.
Mr. Abbott was defendud by L. P. Hale
aud Watson M. Rogers. THe defense de-
nied all the allegations of the plaintiff und
showed that the case, was simply an ordi-
nary business Transaction in which the
plaintiff took, nothing mom than the
ordinary risks. The jury concluded .thai
Mr. Abbott was without blame in the'
matter and bxought in a verdict of no
cause of action.

Tho case of William 0»r«y vs. Henry K.
Baldwin and others was an action to re-
cover for two oarloada of hay. The plain-
tiff is a hay dealer with headquurters' in
1897' at Helena, and the defendants are in;
trade in' Potsdam, Fliintiff claims that he
sold defendants three carloads of hay at
an agreed price', and that he fnraiahed on<
carload which was received and paid for
without protest, but;.tha.t then_thQ..defends
ants began to try to stave oft delivery of

'The cunrt
held that the statute gave a' right of action
for a penalty, in case the hay was not so'
marked, but that it did not take away a
right of action for*, the purchase price,
aud the defense proceeded to introduce a
