Chief Mataafa
was disqualified.

The .consul^ of the United States and
Great Britain ttti the captains of the
German warship Falke and the British
Warshin PorpolHe met the German con-
sul, wlfo refused to recogn|ae Malietoa
TanW and declined to co-operate In
the dispersal' of" the Somqans, who
thereupon assembled in large numbers
at Mulinu,. armed themselves and sur-
rounded the municipality. Malietoa
Tanus.and Taniaaese mustered about
2,000"-men, well armed, but 'supplied
with defective ammunltlqn. The Brtt-
leh and American consuls endeavored
to avert hostilities, but they commenc-
ed on Jan . 1. MalietQft Tanus and
Tamasese fougfht bravely, but 500 of
their followers were captured. Then,
disheartened and outnumbered, the two
ohiefa. nought^refuse on the British
warship, and ' their followers sought
protection under the suns of the Por-
poise. ••'li-

Mataafa's loss' was 61 men killed and
wounded, and Malietoa Tanue lost 12
men killed and wounded. —•

The foreign residents were placed un-
der the protection of a detachment of
men belonging to the British ship, and
Chief Justice Chamber* and his'family'
went on board Of her.

The followers of Mataafa looted and
burned Apia, destroyed the plantations
and pillaged considerably In the coun-
try.

The consuls later decided to-recog-
nize Mataafa and his chiefs as a pro-
visional government pending* the ' re-
ceipt of instructions from the powers..

Afterward Dr. Rafael and the Ger-
tnan^consul closed the supreme court,
declaring that the power was vested'Tn
them. The British and American con-

8,.then appealed to the captain of the
British warship Porpoise, who landed'a
force of\ bluejackets, and Chief Justice
Chambers, under their guard, took his
.seat.

Jtfataafa held aloof from these last
developments. The excitement con-
tinues.

Orders have been sent \from the navy
department to have the cruiser NewsCMf'
start with dispatches from New York
navy yard for the Pacific station via the
straits of Magellan. The Newark la* a
powerful protected cruiser of about the
snme type and power as the Philadel-
phia, whose place she will tal^e on the
station, the Philadelphia going to Sa-
moa.

These iuolods the col-
Inl'ait bbmpartments. between the inner
and outer skins of thesWp, known tooh-
nicnlly as the "double bottom,"and
other places that separate tbe magazines
and various built np Btruotures within
tbe ship from the outer skin.

Tbese narrow compartments are espe-
cially susceptible to tlam-pnesH and rust,
and in order that those who have the
care of them may do their duty well
and BO prevent the decay of the ship a
system of inspection has been devimd,
and the inspectors most be, under the
naval regulations, commissioned offl-
:'ers. A permanent board, of inspection
is formed upon eooh ship, whioh must
consist of one engineer and two line of-
lloers. The duty of this'board is period-
ically to make personal inspections of
all the parts of the ship, examine every-
thing, critically, suggest remedies for
any evils that may be ftntnd to exist
und to report to the commanding offi-
cer, for transmission to the navy de-
partment, the condition ot the Teasel in
detail. _ .

OniformB"»Ke discarded while mat*
ing these inspections, and clad in sea-
men's ordinary working enits these offi-
cers orawl upon all fours tbrongbout the
length of the bottom of the ship, wrig-
gle b'nnkolike through narrow openings
and examine with their own lyes every
inch of the surface of the thin steel
plates., The paint of these compart-
ments, softener! by dampness in 'some
places and by heat and the steam laden
air of tbe boiler rooms in others,mba
off upon tbe working suits,- and an
hour's crawling transforms the neat
officer into n very sorry spectacle. In
some niodern navies this duty is per-
formed-by the enlisted men, the officers'
being exontod from' it, hut in our navy
the feeling7 exists that an enlisted man
should not be asked to go where an offi-
cer is not willing to lead. The result is
that "things always work" with the1

Americans and the efficiency of the fleet
is assured. «i

Numerous precautions must be taken
to avoid the risk of losing life while
performing this duty, for it is attended
with no little danger. Tbe atmosphere
of confined spaces entirely or partly
closed for a considerable length of ttme
becomes robbed of its oxygen in the
formation of rnst and is soon made unfit
to sustain life. If possible, such com-"
partments are blown out with pnre air
led tbrongb a hose from a blower duct
and all manhole plates removed before
being entered. A lighted candle is al-
ways oarried by the inspecting offider
upon his crawling tour. If the candle
bnrns dimly or seems npon the point of
being extinguished, there ia a deficiency
of oxygen, and be will immediately
seek tbe nearest opening leading from
the compartment and leave it at once.
Men are stationed at places as near as
possible to him, so that tlioyAiay hear
his voice and render immediate assist-
ance iu case of need. No one is allowed
to enter any confined space on board
ship "without an uncovered. light, al-
though 4u addition a portable electric-
light ia curried frequently to render the
inspection more thorough.' . ,<

It not infrequently happens that offi-
cers and men become so wedged between
bulkheads and beams while performing,
this duty as to make it extremely .diffi-
cult to remove them, and more than one
officer of-the navy is upon the retired
list today because of permanent injury
to Ms health contracted while perform-'
ing thisVrrtuous labor. Because of the
care exercised it is rare that a lite is
lost in this eervice, but in one ease at
least the rashness of a man proved fatal
to him. One 'of the main boilers of the
crriiEer Newark, while flagship of the
south Atlantic* station, having been
tightly closed for a month, while empty,
in order to preserve it from deteriora-
tion, the coppersmith of that vessel, an
energetic, faithful man, thought its .in-
terior should -4ie examined and, al-
tbongh warned repeatedly never to en-"
ter such a boiler without an open light,
removed an npper manhole plate and
crawled in npon tbe braoes with an
eleotrio ljght. He told no one that he
was going into the boiler, and no one
was stationed to assist him in case of
need. His dead body was found half oat
and half ia the boiler manhole with tbe
electrio light etill burning brightly
-witiiiu the boiler. He had eviclently
crawJorl in upon the braces, felt a faint-
ness oreeping over him and had en-
deavored to regain the open air, bnt lost
consciousness, just "as:life"h»y •within
his rench, and so died of asphyxiation.

The air iu the boiler bad been entire--
ly robbed of its oxygen by tbe iron of
the shell in the formation of rnst, and
tbe residnum was unfit to breathe. -A
lighted candle was snuffed out immedi-
ately npou being tbruat into the boiler,
and this condition prevailed until a
lower manhole plate was removed, wben
the heavy gas ran out' as water might,
ami, the air within toon came to be
quite pure. No more vivid illustration
of the dangers to bo.encountered in tbe
care of ships afloat and the precautions
necomary to be taken in this duty could
be given than this ' incident, which
shows that shot and shell and bursting
steam piped are not the only dangers
that confront tbe offioers and men of
Uncle Sam'g navy.—New York Snn.
