ENTRANCE TO HIVE.S,

The Wil) lo lUnnitffe It For t h e Com-
fort of Ileeo.In Winter.

Be.es should havo .tho benefit of every
convenience- in passing in and ont of
tbeir hivoH in winter.. The front yurd-

. of eaob bive shonid be thoroughly olean-
ed' np of all grass or woods, and the
earth banked up to a level of the bottom
KSaTd'Of the hives. Wben hives are thus
tet.on the ground—and tbey should not
be set anywhere else—tbe grouiiSiihould
be spaded up and raised higher where
the hive iHset, and thus, have the JtoesaJ
li t t le atrovffebe level of the ground. In
tbis manner- 4he water is carried, off
and prevents dampness quonfr tbe hives.
So says A. H. Duff in Texas'Farm and
Bunch, aud bis further remarks about
tbe entrance to hives are as fol lows:

The entrance to the hives has much
to do with tbe comfort o f tbe bees, not
only iu winter, bnt in summer also, I t
is necessary at all t imes to have the
ground sloped up to tbe top of the bot-
tom board, that the bues when dropping
in front of tbcMiive can reach tbe en-
trance by crawling and'withont agpiu
taking wing. When the weather i s cool,,
tbey frequently come horns in a be-
numbed condition and. nre unable to
take' wing the second time, and the re-
sult is they die near their own home in
large numbers thus. .Bees coming in
loaded .with boney shonid be provided
with this convenience as well..

The greatest damage is done during
the winter, and it does not take mnoh.
loss of bees in this manuer tp greutly
weaken the colony at thin tiro* of year
when they are at their lowest number.
BOOB frequently olean house in winter
on days that are pretty oool and so oold'
that uo bees wil l appear on the outside.
They wi l l thus carry dead bees from
tbe buck part of tbe hives and deposit
them in front and near the entrance, in
doiugtb is work they often clog tbe ou :

trance with dead bees so 'tightly that
tbey are unable to get outwheu a warm
day comes, aud in such oases it i s nec-
essary to open up.the entrance for them.
Tbis must be carefully .looked after on
tbe approach of fine days when they are
liable to fly ont.
- Tbe ordiunry eutranoes to hives as
nsed in summer, wbiob are about three-
eighths of au inch wide and 10 or 13
inches long, should be contracted up to
the limit of \% inches. So colony is so
strong tbat it needs tho full entrance in
winter, whether mild or otherwise, and
the eutrance is better tbus contracted
from October until Hay.
