Some' Sensible ConiriTancen For F«-

nse a common cream thermometer to
aid in getting the water to the right
temperature. It Bhonld be about 100
degreei. If the. lugs are heavy, I nee a
device for raising them, which is illus-
trated here. - .

The body of the' stool iB 14 inohes
square, .the. legs 6 feet long, and tbe
swivel on the stool 8 inobes square, with
a bolt in the bottom that should go
part way through the stool. A groove
is cut in tbe top of the swivel blook for
the pole to rest in, with a bolt through
it to hold it in place. When tbe pole ia
off, ttne man can, pick the stool up and
carry it anywhere.

The bauiB and
shoulders should be taken out of the
brine in about six weeks and smoked,
then by the 1st of Maroh they will be
ready for the table.

Work of the Burran of Animal In*
duatry.

The following are among items of
work accomplished, reported by .Pi. D.
B. Salmon, chief of the bnrean of ani-
mal industry, to tbo secretary of agri-
onltnro for the fiscal year ended Jnne
80, 1808:

The number of animals inspected be-
fore slaughter, tftther in the stookyarda
or at the abattoirs, numbered 61,835,
S98. Of this number 9,228,337 were
cattle, 10,088,287 sheep, 468,190
calves and 31,610,675 hogs, showing
a gain ovw 1897 of 1,178,212 cattle,
1,992,932 sheep,. 19,216 calves nnd
6,043,931 hogs, a total gain of 9,025,-
291 animals.

At the time of Elanghter 81,116,833.
animals-wore inspected a'ud 63,662 wees
rejeoted; 91,608 carcasses and 48,180
parts of carcasses were condemned.

The preparation of tuberculin and
mallein by tbe biooheraio divisioa conr
tinhes steadily, bnring the wintw*nd
spring tnberculin sufficient to inject
abont 5,000 animals ie sent cot each
month, A smaller quantity iaiaad dur-
ing the rammer.

The experiments upon bog obolora
and swine plagne have been BO gratify-"
ing that they will be continnedV .

The demand for blackleg vaccine has
greatly increased. More than 855,000
doses have been distributed, and the-
louses from blackleg have been reduced
from an averagaul from 10 to 20 per
cent to less than I per cent..

Digging vegetables ont of pita on cold
day! when the ground is frozen ii not
agreeable work and ia often done with
great risk to health ;so a New, York oor-
reipondent of the Ohio Farmer hai
•hrewdly planned to'avoid all this in go
far as possible. H«e are aonie of big
methods;

I have in the oellar a' lot of boxes
filled with oolety, *liioh was pnt up in
tbe following way: Abont Nov. 1 we
drew a lob of .boxes to tbe field where
tfae celery grew and pnt Rbont two
inohes of soil in the bottom of each box,
then lifted the oelory with the spading
fork, leaving a little soil on the roots,
and set the plants upright in the boxes,
paoking tbe soil around the roots aa it
w,a« pnt in. When the boxes were filled,
we drew them to the cellar and watered
tbe celery in the boxes by setting a tnbe
In the box with a. fnnnel on the upper
end to oonvey the water to the roota of
tbe celery without wetting the leaves
omtalkB, for this will cause them to
decay. Two or 'three weeks befoxe...X
wanted to blanch the oelery I oovered
tbe boxes witsb clotb, for all tbat is re-
quired to blanoh celery is to oanse it to
grow in a dark plaoo. Tbe average size
ot the boxes ii 2 by 8 feet, and they
bold from 25 to 50 plants. When mar-
keting, we place a few boxes in tbo
wagon, and if the weather is cold oover
tbe boxes with blankets to keep tbe cel-
ery from freezing. Some of our onstoxn-
ers will take several bunches, as tbey
can place the roots in soil in the cellar
and keep it several (lays, and eomo will
take a whole box to pot in tbe cellar for
Winter use. This plan of marketing I|
think will satisfy my customers and
save much disagreeable work in trim-
ming' and handling oelory in cold
weather.

My boxeB in which I packed the qel-
ery were piaked np at tbe' stores mid
cost about 5 cents each. -1 have also a
quantity Ot oelery-stored 'in the collar,
which I shall put tip for marketing in
cold weather as follows: I will trim it
ready for nse, then wrap it in paper,
making bnnches of different size, to eell
for 5, 10 nujd 26 cents. 'These will be
packed in baskets holding abont six
dozen plants

Other vegetables which I market in
winter are usually cabbages, onions,
squaBbos, turnips, etc. Tbe cabbages
and turnips are scored in pits and
trenches outdoors, and on warm days
n tbe winter we try to get .ont asup-,

ply to last (several weeks aud store them
in tbe oellar. Tbe most profitable oab-
bage for me to grow for fall and winter
use is tbe Early Winningstadt. The
bends are not so large as some of the
Dnimbead varieties, bnt \ they are of
better quality and are veW solid. As
tbey have less loose leaves\l can grow
abuut one-third more on \the same
ground and get more tons per aore.
There are so many people grpvnng cab-
bages near me that during the fall and
winter tbey are often slow to sell, but
mine keep well in tbe trenobek until
spring, when tba cabbages are mostly
out of the market, and tbey bring good
priceB. •' , \

Onions and squashes are stored in tbe
cellar in the fall and are handled witb
lees work than tbe other •vegetables,
mentioned. Onions pay the best here in
September, when~±hare-is a demand for
them from people wbo are making
pickles, and then late in the winter,
when the most of the orop baB been dis-
posed-of.

In my looality if one cangrowa good
:rop of Hubbard squashes lie oan mnke

money, for they often retail for 5 cents
per pound. A profitable combination of
crops whioh l\ suggest is early sweet
corn nnd Hnbbard squashes on tbe same
ground, and I wonJd advise patting in
well rotted nmnnre in the bids where*
the squashes are planted.

.WINTER MARKETW.

Bacterial
Very good authorities seem to1 agTee

that as there is no remedy known for
cabbage rnt preventive mensnres ninst
be relied on in combating the disease.
These measures are as follows: Avoid
planting in land on which infected

lantB have been grown. Several years
may be necessary to rid the land of tbe
germs. Do not use manure containing
decayed cabbage leaves or stalks, either
in the seed bed or field. Wet land should
be avoided, as it favors tbe develop-
ment of tbe disease. Keep tbe plants as
free from insects as possible. Bemove
and destroy all diseased plants or por-
tions of the plant as soon as diseased
condition is noticed.
