The Berry resolution for the
discussion of the treaty in open session
was voted down.

The senate on "Wednesday In execu-
tive session agreed to a vote on . the
peace treaty at 2 o'clock Feb. 6. Senator
Hale In the open session announced
that he would bring,u.P for considera-
tion as soon as possible the navy per
sonnel bill. Senator Chandler Intro
duced a bill temporarily--Treating .the
rank of admiral. In the house the de-
bate on the army reorganisation bill
was resumed. Mr. Johnson (Rep.) of
Indiana spoke in strong opposition to
the measure and Mr. Dolliver (Rep.) of
Iowa replied to him.

The debate on the army reorganize
tton bill was continued In the hpuee on
Thursday. Addresses were nyide by Mr.
Grosvenor, Mr. Marsh and others. The
senate had the pension appropriation
bill "tinder discussion, and Mr. Butler
offered his amendment providing for
pens'onB to Confederate soldiers, which,
however, he afterward withdrew. Mr.
Mallnry spoke in support of the Vest
antipole nlal resolution.
