Every- -term of court therp
ware a large number of indictments againat
offenders, and as many of them wore ir-
responsible, the eoBt of defending as. well
0,9 prosecuting them had to be burnt* by
the town. Every -year there wus n large
bill of oxpenses for attorneys fees, witness,
feus, etc. and in addition to that it tttus s'o
difficultto secure conviotions that vibls-
tiona of the law were encouraged by the
failure uf the courts to punish offfcutiera.
Under the present law however this has
nil been changed. The penalties foiv
violntiunH are very severe, anfl,convictions
utmost invariably follow ^rbsecutious.
