stranger in -wildest despair resolved to
commit suicide that night if' I could
not help him, nays Professor Jttunater-
bprg in The Atlantic. Ho had been a
physician, but had given up his prac-
tice because hie brother, on the other
side of the ocean, hated him and had
him under his telepathic influence,
troubling him from over the eea with
voices which mocked him and with im-
pulses to foolish ^actions.

A number of - Apiarists say that they
pay no attention to the spot occupied by,
the bees when removed, and4jhat •when
they take them out. in the spring it does
not matter much where they are placed,
whether on the exact spot they occupied
before winter«or in the place ofj one anr
other. Once or twice we had consider-
able trouble from." changing the location
uf hives, and have positively, ascertain-
ed that many, of the bees Temeniber
their former location, after three months
of wintering, so we - take particular'

pains to mark each hive's stand. To do
this without trouble, we leave the cap
or -cover with the roof over it in the ex-
act spot occupied by the hive and- re-
move only the brood chamber to the
cellar. In this manner the hives occupy
a much smaller space, mill i t is easier to
give them good, ventilation, which is
absolutely necessary t« ke«p the combs
from molding, if the cellar is at all
damp.

We pi le-thei ives in the cellar, two
.or three or even four tiers high, usually
putting the lower tier on timbers^
raised a foo"t or so from the ground. '•W.e-
have always noticed" Ula^ the colonies
nearest, the ground were the ones ..that
suffered, if any did. Q.

After the hives are in, darkness, quiet-
nesR, a proper temperature and a suf-
ficient amount\of ventilation are all
that are necessary. For these hives, as
well as for [those" that ore"out' in- cold
days, it is a great point to have every-
thing perfectly Quiet. The man who
will disturb fa* bees every other day,
gust to see whether they are still alive,
will be unsijccessftil, if the circum-
stances are at all unfavorably, for i t is
very easy to kill the bees with.' too much
kindness of this sort. •

To give air without light to our bee
cellar we have devised a sort of blind,
a picture of- which is here shown, taken
'from ' 'Xiangstroth Revised.''

The time of removal of the bees in
the spring is of utmost importance t<)
consider. If they are taken .out too
early, they may not have occasion to
•fly mnch, and their power of endurance
during a late cold seems to have been
taken awny" from them by their pro-
longed stay in the cellar. They are very
much lrke a horse that is kept in a
warm barn. He is more apt to be fret-
fail of the cold and to suffer than one
that stays all winter in a coH stable.
Yet our sympathies are all in the direc-
tion of the softer treatment. Wi th the
bees there was on our part, Us in -the_
•fall, a tendency to be too. much afraid
of a long confinement. I believe it was
Dr. Miller who snid the bestt ime to re-
move the bees from ' the cellar was in
March or April, at the opening of the
first buds of soft maple bloom. This is
a very good criterion.

Bnt, above all things, a warm day
must, be selected to remove the bees
from their confinement. If yon take
them out on u cold day, their anxious
desire to take a flight will induce them
to venture when the temperature is too
low for their safety, and many uf them
will perish. If the day is warm and

pleasant, they will take a, cleansing
flight within a very few minutes after
they have been brought ont, and are
thereafter ready for their habitual du-
ties. .

I have often been asked whether i t is
advisable to take the bees ont on a
warm day during the winter for a good
flight and put thnu back again. I have
never tried this, bnt from all that I
ever hoard Id<> not believe such a
course is suc<'ex*fiil. The bees after
their .flight begin to rear some brood
and remain lcs» quiet than if they had
been kept indaoî H all winter...- '

The French Turmoil.
The latest agitation in French affairs

has been furnished ̂ y M.'de Beaure-
paire, president of the civil chamber of
the'eourde cassation, who has suddenly
deolared that his colleagues of the court
are determined to show gross partiality
for -Dreyfus. This unsuspected and ri-
diculous episode, which has made all the
rest of tho world laugh, has only creat-
ed a fresh breeze of excitement in Paris.
It is asserted boldly that M. de Beaure-
paire has been bought up body and sou),
by the Orleanists. But this incident is
only one of many that show the perilous
Condition, of French I affairs. The Eng-
lish papers with one accord are predict-
ing, a coup d'etat. Tiio sober Spectator
of London declares that all the chief in-
fluences in France are setting in the
direction of an overthrow of the republic
and the substitution of tt dictatorship.
Tho Daily Telegraph believes that
France is on the eve of a revival of the
Napoleonic regime. The Paris corre-
spondents of the New York Herald and
Times inform ns that the life of Napo-
leon is being sold on the streets, and
there is a sudden revival of Napoleonic
plays' at the theaters. Meanwhile the
.unsettled and portentous sfcate, o'f affairs
is simply killing business in Paris. The
complaints are reaching the representa-
tive French houses in this country, and
hosts of Americans who usually spend
the winter in the gay capital are now
wintering- in London. The American
colony in the British metropolis is said
to be this winter double its usual size.

It has hitherto been supposed that in

Egypt the practice of embalming the
bodies of the dead and forming them
into mummies was the most ancient1

method of sepulture, bn t Professor
Flinders Petrie, the well known Egyp"
tologist, has by recent excavations
thrown quite a new light upon this
question of the ancient method of dis-
posing of "^for^dead. At Deshasheh, a
place about. So miles south of Cairo, he
has discovered a series of tombs, in the
cofiins of which he has fuund complete
skel'#ous from which the flesh has been
carefully directed, evidpntly previous
to burial. The coffins are of admirable
workmanship, are made of sycamore
and are in perfect preservation not-
withstanding their n,0l)O years' burial
in tlu> sand. It remains to be proved by
further excavations whether the mutila-
tion of the bodies was performed as a
ceremonial rite or whether this removal
of flesh from the bones points to canni-
balism on the part of the ancient peo-
ple. —-Chambers' Journal.
