. New York, Febi 6.—A dispatch to the
Now York Herald from' Albany sa^s
tha t Agoncillo, representative of the
Filipino Junta in this country,- RSPI
through that city last night en route for
Canada. *

According:^ to information received by
the correspondent of "Tlie Herald, the
United States government has no Inten-
tion of malting an arrest of Agoncillo
and will allow him to proceed across
the Canadian line.
,. Agoncillo says that he has been una>
ble to communicate with Aguinaldo,
owing to the strict censorship exercised
by the T-Tnlted States authorities, and
thinks that it is his duty under the cir-
cumstances to plage himself beyond its
jurisdiction, so that he will be able to
communicate with his home people.

He says he knows nothing of a battle
having occurred and thinks it possible
that"no such event has taken place. Ho
condemns the act lop of the I'nlted
States government In refusing tn allow
him to communicate with his home,
guvcnuncnt. He says he is not golnfc
lo Canada for the purpose of avoiding
arrest. ' He sui-med, according to the
forrespitwdcnt of The Herald, to be
nervous and anxious to place himself
beyond the confines of this country as
soon as possible.

The Qnratton of Taxutton.
The question of taxation has been

brought to the front by several bills,
•licit nne aiming to remedy some spe-
cific thing in the system. One of these-
luis been Introduced by Senator Ford of
NMW York city whVh proposes to tax
transportation corporations* franchises
In- the listed real estate. Senator Ford
thinks this could be done and thus com-
ipel the payment of taxes on large prop-
erties that are not now available for the
assessor. Governor Roosevelt has- con-
ferred with many members of the legls-
lnturo on this subject during the last
two or three weeks, but has not said
that he favors any of the bills thus far
produced. There Is a feeling that piece-
meal legislation is no't the thing, but if
any law is to be enacted It should be of

CONGRESS IN BRIEF.

The senat(e; devoted both its open and
its executive'session "on Tuesday to the
consideration of the ppace treaty. The
house.passed the army reorganization
bin. with, several important amend-
ments, arifl. in committee of the whole
took up .the river and harbor appropria-
tion bill,

The house entered upon the comdaV
eratlon of the river and harbor bill
Wednesday and made rapid progess,
The senate committee on foreign rela-
tions discussed the various declaratory
resolutions before the senate In connec-
tion wi.th the treaty of .peace and decid-
ed no longer to oppose the taking of a
vote'on any. of them. In the afternoon
it seemed likely that a vote Imi^ht be
tPken on one or more of 'them*, but ob-
jection made the'effort a f allured In ex-
ecutive session Senators Hoa* and Tel-
ler made speeches on the treaty. Sena-
tor Teller declared that the conduct of
Agulnaldo of itself proved the unntness
of the Filipinos, for self government..

Mil'. Spouner ('Rep'.) of "Wisconsin ad-
dressed the senate Thursday in oppo-
sition to the Vest antlexpanslon reso-
lu.tlon. He declared himself against the
admission of the Philippines as states
of the Union a t any time, but favored
the ratification of the"treaty of Paris.
A lively .debate occurred during his
speech between himself, Mr. Tlllmftn,
Mr. Hoar and others.. The house passed
the river and harbor appropriation bill,
appropriating: more than $30,000,000.

In the senate executive session Fri-
day opponents of the peace" treaty
changed their tactics and refused to
consent to a vote upon*' the modifying
resolutions. Mr. Money (Demi.) of Mis-
sissippi and Mr. Daniel (Dem.) of Vir-
ginia addressed the senate during the
open session in opposition to expansion.
Both chambers adopted the conference
peport upon the diplomatic and consular
appropriation bill. The house interstate,
and foreign - commerce committee HI-
rected a favorable report upon: the Hep-
burn Nicaragua canal bill, which it sub-
stitutes bodily for the senate bill. The
Hepburn bill difEeF*Hradically from the
Morgan measure in' that It authorizes
the president to buy land and build the
canal. It also reduces the appropria-
tion from $140,000,000 to $115,000,000. The
house judiciary committee agreed to re-
port that General Wheeler and other
representatives who* had accepted army
commissions had thereby vacated their
seats in congress, - . .

In the senate executive session on
Saturday the opponents to the peace
treaty again refused to consent to -»
vote on the pending resolutions, and
Mr. Morgan made an argument for rat-
ification. In open session Mr. Wolcott
urged ratification of the treaty and Mr.
Chilton spoke against it. In the house
the Military academy appropriation bill
was passed and statues of Thomas H.
Benton and Frank P. Blair were pre-
sented by the state of Missouri.
