In speaking of the closing of; the term's
work it is especially appropriate to men-
tion the art department. There is noth-
ing which particularly calls attention to
the work done here except the annual ei-
ibition in June. All the rest of the yfear

the students work away unnoticed, ' in-
deed it-ig almost forgotten that they are
usy upon that whioh has such an elevat-

ing iniluenoe as art work. ' -
"I came here just six years ago," said

Prof. Norse to a representative of the.
Courier & Freeman, "and found things
chaotic. Beyond a little drawing in"
drawing books—the pupils copying every-
thing—aud'some fatileattempts at draw-
ing from models, there was practically
nothing being done. There was no J
scribed, curriculum,, and no tools with
which to work properly. I bent all my
mergies-to the establishment of syutein

and method • in this department, und
gradually I have been supplied, with, the
necessary tools. We have now an abund-
ance of models, drawing hoards and tools

"for mechanical drawing. I have intro
dnoed into the curriculum, Meohanloal
drawing, Geometrical drawing,- design
and color work.

During the1 first term we prepare the
pupils for their faturo work by drilling
them in principles and terms used and the
pplloation of them. You. may think it

strauge, but it is a positive fact that we
have pupils enter the school who do not
know what you meatj by a right angle, an
acute angle, • an ellipse, etc. The first
thing, then, is to teach them what these
things are and' how to draw them and
where they see them when looking at
form. We wind up the first term's work
with free hand drawing, and tne~re8ult,
based on this method, isaitonishlng. We
get elementwry drawings as their first
efforts* which vary but little from being

eorreo-t; : ^-^-—~
'The second term is devoted -to

geometrical drawing and design. Last
year was our first attempt at the latter,
aud 1 confess that I was myself astonished
at our success. This work,, as all who
saw it will remember, was the chief
feature of our exhibition, and I am sure it
was that which won .for it the place of
honor assigned it when I sent it to the
State Teaohers Convention at Bochester in
July, There it attracted great attention,
and I have heard from it a number'of
times from all over, the state. Bat that
was nothing to that which I will be , able
to show next summer. Our winter claw
has'produced work far exceeding that of
iast year;'and 1 expect the spring class-to
do better yet. What surprises me mori
than anything else is the great interest
the boys have shown . in the work, and
soine-of their d63igns"eqaal those made by
the girls. It is very interesting to' see a
great healthy fellow, all moist with per-
speratinn from .the suppressed vitality
which only gets iiito fnll swing when he
can wrestle for the honors in a game of
football, bending over his work with fear
and trembling, sometimes s polling several
sheets of paper; but in 'the end producing
something exceedingly creditable.

Daring'bh'iB term the pupils are required:
to work for forty minutes every night
after school until they have made six ac-
cepted drawings. * This* class is free, also,
to any who choose to enter it and many
avail themselves of the privilege. ' I have
counted aa many as seventyfive in the
room at one time doing after school work
I am assisted in conducting this class by
volunteers from among the advanced
pupils and nothing shows more conclusive-
ly the spirit of the pnpils than the rnsh
they make for me every term to be allo%-\
ed to fill these positions. They are Al-
ways ready for work.

The thirdylass devotes its whole Unit
to the study of 'perspective.. This is car-
ried farther and made more thorough,
am assured by those who ought to know,
than in any other school in the state. The
work speaks for itself, but a person must
understand perspective to he able io ap-'
predate it.

"The advanced work^.for, whiuh there is.
no" time in the regular school ourriiMilum,
(or»yon~, oharcoal and wuCer color painting;
is tangjht in private classes to those wh<
study to become special teachers. Thesa
olaases are well filled and are growing all
the.time.

" I think, comparing what we have now
with what was done when I ca'me here,
that yon will 'admit that there Has been
great stride forward in the art^-depart
nient."
