Simple nnd ProfltuM? W»y« of Dol
; It In tlie Field.

! Aspara-gns is commonly forced by
*i>fanuplanting mature roots to some
warm place, as in hotbeds or under
greenhouse benches. Strong plants 4 or
,ti years old are removed from the field
Ute in the fall with as little damage to
them as possible and stored, in a cola
place until wanted for forcing, when
they are Bet close together in the beds
prepared f,or them and covered wltli"
several inches of soil. In 'about two
weeks cuttings can be made, and the
plants will continue to yield for about
six weeks. Since forced plants do not
grow by becoming rooted in the soil,
but are produced from material stored
ip in tho roots tha previous summer,
,'lien this reserve material is exhausted
lie roots must be thrown away and re-
ilaced by others. Commenting upon
his method as a rather wastefnl and
ixpensive one of forcing asparagus, a

A HEALTHY POTATO PLANT.

rieri far less plant food than the average
soils, yet without any contmercial fer-
tilizers or barn manures crops have
b«»'ji grown which are far above the

rage of the state. The secret of the
uniformly good results, if there is any
secret, seems to lie in tillage. The soil,
which is gravelly; is most thoroughly
prepared before the potatoes are plant'
ed. The seed is deeply covered, and
then intensive culture is , practiced.
Bordeaux mixture and paris green are
freely used, and the foliage is preserved
from attacks of the beetles and blight.

The most important lesson which has
tfteu derived from the experiments so
far is that complete and thorough' prep-
aration of tlie soil before planting the
crop is of the utmost importance. No
after tillage or spraying can make
amends Tor a lack of proper preparation.
The figure, from the paper mentioned,
shows how a healthy potato plant
should grow and how the tubers form in
the soil when it is perfectly fitted.
Wide,, deep furrows were-made-and-the
seed pieces were dropped in by hand.

Making a Hotbed.
The Ainerjtfan Cultivator tells that

the right w#y in preparing a hotbed is
to njake a stunt frame of heavy plank
and sink this into the ground a foot or
more deep. All the part below the sur-
face should be filled with horse manure
and soil, to the depth of five, or
inches should cover this. The frame
nhunld front to the south, and its rear
side should be six inches Higher than
its front. It is likely that for a time
tho horse manure will inake the soil
above it too hot to grow good plants.
But after it has cooled down . the( hot-
bed made now will give much better
satisfaction than one hurriedly put np
only two or three weeks before it is
needed for use.
