Clay Casting:,
A new process of clay casting, or,

••porcelain products, termed'*Tbouguss,''
has been introducrd in Geimany, says
The NeuesteErfiudungeu. Itseems that
in this case 'the mass is not, as hereto-
*ore, worked cold upon tbe potter's
lathe or fresKed into a mold, but ia fine-
ly grouad after careful drying, then
mi'ltt-rf at a prescribed heat iu an elrc-
;rfo furnaco and poured into a heated,
fireproof cat-ting mold. Glazing becomes
necessary in most cases if the walls uf
tho mold aro puffleioutly smooth, other-
wise it is allowed to cool off after the
solidification of the,cost to a Certain
temperature, and finely powdered glass
is thrown on iu a uniform, thin layer. ,

Tho advantage of the new process, as
set forth, cnusRts—aside from a consid-
erably reduced cast—in im almost com-
plete prevention of the unforeseen
shrinking uf the mass on cooling, and
thus it follows that henceforth instru-
ments of precision and accurately divid-
ed lueasuriug vessels o( every descrip-
tion can also be made from poicelain.
By means of a still undeveloped process
—vi«, tbo admixture of a suitable snb-
itauce to tho melted clay—it is expected
to render tho cooled mass pliable—mal-
1,'able—ami also to make the operation
of a remelting considerably more diffi-
•nlt.

THE IDAHO PEA.
Secdn Are Said to I'oaaeNa Hlrtti

Fee0M>ir Value.
The Idah<\ pea is being tnlked of

lately as h nevr. forage plant, and its
cultivation has been.highly recommend-
ed in the west on account of the value
of its seeds for horse feed and as a sub-
stitute for coffee. From the forage
plant investigations of the department
if agriculture it is learned that gram,

Idaho pea or chick pea (Cicerjirieti-
nuin) has beon in cultivation in eastern
countries longer than any other legu-
minous crop. It is estimated that there

are now in India 5,000,000 acres de--
voted to its cultivation either alone or
as a byerjjp with wheat. Next to the
cereals gram forma tbe lurgeat part of
the food nspd in India and in portions
of northern Africa,* Spain and other

a tries'1 bordering on* the Mediter-
ranean. _

This plant ia ft branching annual,
with many upright stems from tbe
same root. The leaves resemble those of

vetch, having seven pairs of Hiuall
leaflets... These are oblung, soft, hairy all
over, nne-balf inch long or leas, and.
sharply tmjthed on tho margins. The
flowers are borne singly in tbo axils of
the leaves oh" short stalks about one-
half inch long. The pods are bladdery,
inflated, from one-half to three-fourths
of an inch long and finely pubescent*
with glandular hairs. Each pod con-
tains^om^jjr very rarely two, large

s,' which are wrinkled and bear a
fanrifnl rHsmnblance to a ram's born,
whence tbo Latin name arietinum. The

s are a little larger than those of
tbe coimnun garden pea, to which they
are quite similar.

Tbe Idaho pea was cultivated in 1H95
and lHttft at the Colorado experiment
station. Prufi'ssor Cnoko states that i t
"has demonstrated its ability to make
a large growth with plenty of water
and a fair growth with a very limited
supply." It belongs to the poa family,
und is grown in rows 80 inches .apart,
and the plants 00 to 13 inches apart in
the rows. Its growth indicates that i t
can be raised for about 1 cent a pound;

About 30 to fiO poundsjof_segd-ijire
used per acre, dependiHg''tfpon whether
it is sown in drilla or broadcast. All
.authorities agree that it is better suited
to arid and semiarid regions than to
humid ones, the crop apparently re-
quiring a great many sunny days dur-
ing its1 season of growth. Better-results
are. obtained in growing it with .irriga-
tion than without, although it makes a
fair yield on comparatively'dry soils.
If continued experiments with this
plant in tho west prove that its average
yield is as high ns baa been claimed, it
will undoubtedly prove a valuable ad-
dition to thu list .of forage plants suit-
able, tn seim'urid regions.

The grain plant is very yi-nsitive to
cold. The fwed, .shoirld be sawn not ear-
lier than May'l ">. or. at tho higher alti-
tudes, abont "t'lm lnfe~oir-"aritJT f̂"Jan(l if
some of the short season varieties are
procured there will be lfjss danger oi
their b e i i ^ caught by early frusta.
Grain is sown in India as a winter crop.
It is said to be adapted to almost any
soil from light sandy to heavy clay or
loam, apparently preferring the latter.
It might prove of .soine value in parts
of tbo K.mthern states art a winter crop
and soil (rover on liinda whichA are nu-
suited to the vetches and- the crimson
clover. It requires only moderate
amounts of moisture and is said to" be
injured by prolonged cloudy weather or
abundant rainsr-which cause ifr to flow
•r prematurely and thus materially af-

"Thoae lines which are drawn through
places with an equal average of temper-
ature are called isotherms.

"Isotherms are lines connecting
places having the same mean tempera-
ture for particular periods, as the whole
f the year, the winter or snmmor

months, etc.
"I f upon a map all places having

he same mean temperature are con-
nected by. lines,, such lines are called
isothermal lines or simple isotherms."

These definitions are part of the
>ruth, but not the whole of it. It may
iot be a great calamity, hut the fact is
that most boys aid girls leave school
with a misconception aa to'what an
sotherm is, and they rarely find ont in
later years.

They all know that two elements,
latitude ,and altitude, are the main fao-
tors in-determining the mean temper-
tnro of a place: that the farther a

place is from the-equator and the higher
it stands above sea level the cooler its
;limato is. Bnt they do not know that
taitliermic maps tako into account only
me of these elements, and that is lati-
tude. They oliniinato the influence^
iltitude. The isotherm passing over tfie
Sop of Pike's peak does not show the
mean, temperature at the Bummitof the

ountain, bnt what the raejyn.temper-
tnr'e would be in that immediate* neigh-,
wrhood if the land, instead of rising
igh above the sea. stood at the. level of
'oney Island.
Do yon seethe reason for this? It

nay be easily explained. Most of the
ind does not rise so highjabove the sea

;hat the temperature is greatly affected
y altitude. To the majority of man-
nd latitude is a far more important
limatic element than altitude. Now.
ie effects on temperature1 of both lati-

;ude and altitude cannot well be shown
m one man, and iaothermic maps were
leviaed to show the effects of latitude
md some other element, such as posi-
oh near the sea or in the far interior.
Anisothermic linertherefore, does not

how tjrtj actual mean temperatnre of a
jlacej on i t , unless that place is at sea
level. Bn* it is easy to deduce from the
isotherm 'the actual mean temperature

a place, if we know its elevation
ihove the sea. How this is done is very
ilearly explained by Dr. H. R. Mill,
ihe British geographer, aB follows -. •

"Tho air grows pooler by 1 degree F.
or every 270 • feet of elevation above

sea level, bnt isothermic lines show the
ea level temperature. In using isother-

mic maps we ninst therefore remember
that places 000 feot above the sea level
have a temperatnre 2 degrees lower
han the isotherms indicate; places

0,000 feet above the sea, ,'i'i degrees
sr those 13,000 feet above the sea.
