The Insurgents at Pnteros, ten miles
southeast of Manila, surrendered last
W&dneHday, hut the place was not oc-
cupied by "ur troops. Since their sur-
render the Filipinos have been flying-
flags ot truce, indieathiff thoir submis-
sion* but yesterday afternoon they open-
ed fire upon some detached troops of the
First California mfantry stationed near-
ly north of the' town. The. Californiana
replied with a hot fire, 'driving the rebels
out of the town. "They moved to the
south, where they made a'stand, and a
brisk engagement followed, continuing
until dark. The CaHfornlans In the
meantime were re-enforced by compa-
nies- from the First Washington and
First Idaho Infantry and the Utah light
Artillery. The former Spanish river gun-,
botit tnguna de Bay is now on her way
to shell the enemy's rear.

A body of rebels Tuesday afternoon
having fired fr.om houses bearing white
.(lags on the American outposts, Colonel
Smith, with Companies L, D and M ot
the California volunteers, proceeded to
clean out the enemy along his front.
The rebels opposed him from the brush,
and several skirmishes occurred, dur
ingr which nine of the Californianfl were
slightly wounded before the rebels were
driven out.

The enemy around Manila has ap-
parently realized the hopelessness of at-
tacking thfi American position and are
occupied chiefly In occasional sharp-
shooting from the jungle whenever feas-
ible. Fortunately their, lfjnorance of the
USP of sights^ minimizes the effect of
thpir guerrilla' tactics.

The retirement of General King's ad-
vance posts upon San Pedro Macatl has
evidently been' construed by the rebels
as a aiffn nf weakness, as they pressed
forward along both-_ sides <jf the river,
persistently harassing the occupants of
tlu* town. . ,

Sunday night the rebels poured'volley
after volley into San Pedro Macatl from
tho brush on the adjacent ridge, but
fortuhtrt.t% without effect. General
King's headquarters in the c&nter of the
town was the target for scores of Rem-
ington and Mguser gullets'. The rebels
areJ using smokeless powder, and it Is
extremely dlfllcuH to locate Individual
marksmen.

A MILLION DOLLAR FIRE.

Tli* Ilrooklyn Navy Ynnl Hi
Annual Conflimrrullon.

- Over a million dollars* worth of gov-
ernment property was destroyed by
fire which started in the large ma-
chine sho]i of the Brooklyn navy yard,
known as machine shop No. 2S, Wednes-
day night, and the workings of the
navy yard have received a serious set-
back. Many fine models and. pat terns
of battleships, .their parts and plans,
have" been destroyed, and some of them
cannot be obtained again except by"go
Ing over the work mapped out in the
beginning. A great number of the mod
els were simply copies of plans, draw
ings and specifications now In the store
rooms of the department at Washing
ton, and these can be replaced at any
time. The steam engineering depart-
ment of the Brooklyn yard is practical
ly wiped out, and. the work done in
that buIMlng will have to b-e thrown
temporarily upon the department
yards and docks and of "construct ion

FELJX FAUKE DEAD.
FRENCH , PRESIDENT A VICTIM

HEART DISEASE.

M. Francois Felix Paure, president
of France, died at 10 o'clock .Friday
night after an illness of throe hours.
It had been known, for some time that
his heart was weak, but the first inti-
mation that he wa£usick-was given at
ha.lf past 6 In the afternoon, when a
message was dispatched to the premier,
M. Dupuy, announcing that the presi-
dent was 111.

M. Dupuy went Immediately to 'the
Elysee, ant( four doctors were called.

The doctors soon-recognized that the
casfe was hopeless, put It was not ujitll
nearly 8 o'clock that the members of the
family were informed of the real statQ
of.a'ffaira. ^They then came to the sofa
where.'the president lay upon a-hastily
improvised' bed, Soorv^af ter he began
to lose consciousness "and despite- all
efforts expired at 10 o'clock In the pres-
ence of the family and M. Dupuy.

The ilag over the Elysee palace was
immediately lowered to half mast, and
the news was dispatched to all the onV
clals and the .members of the.cabinet.

President Faure's body lay in state at
the Elysee over Sunday. Messages ot
condolence have been received from all
the monarchs of Europe and from Pres-
ident McKinley. The national assembly
met Saturday afternoon and elected M.
Loubet president to succeed M. Faure.

M. de.JSlowltz, the correspondent G£
the London Times, says:
