DIED IK HUSBAMD'S ARMS.
THE TRASie PATE OP A

POUMEK POTSDAM
- S1RL.

THE SHIP FOUNDERED

And the Crew Suffered In-
tensely for Three Days.

The death of Maggie Shea, formerly of
Potsdam, wife of Capt. B. H. Darling, of
the flguooner Jamea E, Bayles, was briefly
announced in the Courier & Freeman last
week, The particulars have sinoo been
learned and make the coSfono of the sad-
dest tragedies of the tfea. Mra. Darling
was a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. > Patrick
Shea of Potsdam. Her terrible fate is told
in the following telegram:

NORFOLK, VA. , Feb. 20.—The crew of
schooner Jamea E. Bayles, pi-evionsly re
ported abandoned at sea, arrived here this
morning on the schooner Monnt Hope,

'hioh rescued them after they had under-
gone Intense suffering and after the death
from exposure of the wife of Capt. E. H.
Darling. The Bayles sailed from Vera
iruz, Mexico, for New York on Jan. 23,
rith a cargo of cedar aud mahogany. Sbe
vasadouole-decked three-masted schooner
if 872 tons net register.

On Satnrday,-'Feb. 11, when off the
)elaware Gapes and some ninety irfiles out
it 8eil, the storm atrtiok her. On Monday
he schooner sprung a leak, and on Tnes-
lay her pumps broke down and sho filled
:ast. By nightfall -she was n wash, the
raves swept over fier, and tho crew, who

were lashed to- the rail, suffered intensely
from the culd. Mrs. Darling, the Cap-

in'B wife, a resident of Hiintiington, L.
, who. had been for hours held by her

mshand iu his anus, succumbed to the
old and " died^ during the night. For
tours afterward Oapt. Barling held her
lody so that the waves should not sweep
t away.

The. boats and taifrail were carried
iway on Tuesday, and in order to lighten
ihe vessel the masts were cut away. For
ihree days the crew, without food o
vater, remained lashed to the rail, th<

,vos washing over them* almost continu-
usly. Three steamers passed and one
;opped wheri some fivo miles away; bnt
irolmbly concluded that the wreck had
teen abandoned by the crew and so pass-

ed on. Those aboard the Bayles had
neither fire nor flag with which to signal
her. She- was a big passenger .linir,
bonnd prubably fur New York.
