LIMING THE SOIL.
Top DrcHHlnv Vemn» Harrowing ! •

Before H<H<<llnjr<

Amon*i? niaii,*! qnestiona that have
come t» the Rhodu Inland station,
which has fur some time been carrying
on thorough investigations in regard to
liming the soil, the "most-frequently
asked ia "Will the results not be just
as good by top dressing my graBS land
with liino as by harrowing it into the
soil boforo seeding?" Th^s, question
conies chiefly from those who have
either postponed or not thought of using
lime unti l the>keeding was iiccomplishr
ed. The reaponne, as given in bulletin
No. 49 of the station, is: •>

It has bw'Ju stated that the best plan
was to thoroughly work the lime into
the H»il, the-sneoeas from its use de-
pending in a large measure, upon the
thuroughneuMwith which this is accom-
plished. In order to test the question
in «- practical way three sections, each
80 by 80 feet, were laiETout. TheyVere
plowed Nityt. 38, 1HU7, and manured
and needed twodayn later with timothy
ut'theratH uf three peeks of seed per
acre. Tho following manures were ap-
plied to each plot jnat before seeding,
per acre.: 1-10 pounds' nitrate ot soda,
200 punndx double trnperpTi^sphate, 150

UKIK nmriatu of potash. Lime was
applied to nectiuim a imd 8 Ut the rate
if 3*000 pounds per aore. In the case
ii' section l3 it was weighed out and put

aside until March 29, 189H, when i t
wan applied an a top dressing. Upon
section 8, however, it was applied to
tho Hurfiu'o ufter plowing and thorough-
ly worked into the soil. Section 1 was
not treated with lime in any manner.

During tlm autumn otjiBO'J the grass
nppn tho section where ''the limn was
worked into tho soil appeared green and
vigoruns,' while little or no jrra»n was to

seen upon eithpr of they other spiv
tiuiin. SSTith tho advance of the spring of
1H9H. i t was observable that a little
grass-,AVUH .'prftumt ' npun the section
"which was tup dressed with lime, while
that where no lime was applied seimied
almost.free from grass. Where thnliiue
was worked into tho Roil the preceding
autumn, huwovor, the young grass look-
ed vigorous and made a reasonable
growth considering the fact that 110
further manures were applied in th
spring.

On July 30 tho grass was cut. Upon
the section where the lime, was worked
into the mil boforo Heeding, lfi pounds
if undried material were .obtained.

This consisted almost entirely of tim-
othy and contained very few weeds.
Where the lime was applied as as*top
dressing in the spring, 17 ponr. Is of ma-
terial were cut, consisting almost whol-
ly of wei'dn, ill which, however, 11 little
timothy was discernible. Upon the plot
which WHS not limed it was practically
impossible to observe any timothy, only
seven jriunts having been found upon
the entire section. In this case 4ho
weeds weighed ii. 1 pounds, so that com-
paring this with the top drusaed section
it wan evident Hint where lime had been
applied- to the surface the growth (if
weeds was much increased. Where lime,
was worked into the soil at the proper
lime the grass obtained'such a foothold
;hat i t pushed ahead of the weeds in
•.he early spring and thus practically
tept them from appearing, even though
.imp under other circumstances in bene-
icial to them. '

From these results it seems that the
•ecouunendation to lime laud before

ing is one that shnnld be adhered to
f ^the best results* are to he obtained.

There is no time when plants are so
susceptible to injury by unfavorable
ioil conditions as in the early period of
,hpir growth, nnd consequently the
nnd should be put in a proper eondi-
ion at thu start ' in order that aa
many as possible of the young plants
may develop and a'gnoxl, compact sod
lie formed. . ' x_ *

GAR-DEN LETTUC^. \
Confnslon of Nainen-Two Varletl«»

- of UiinKual Merit.

A most valuable and interesting'fea-
ture of the second,par_t of the tenth an-
nual report of the fihode iBland station
is a classification and description of the
varieties of garden lettuce. Descriptive
lists of the varieties of lettuce have al-
ready been published, but it is believed.
,that there has been no recent classifica-
tion based entirely on botanical char-
actorB. The kinds have been grouped
as spring, summer and winter, and as-
cabbage, cutting and Cox lettuces, and
then the names arranged in alphabetic-
al order. But with this disposal any
change in a name of variety is sure to*
lead to confusion. In this new classifi-
ation the position of a kind of letttice\

is approximately determined by certain'
butanical characters irrespective of the-
name. The descriptions of kinds which
closely resemble each other are placed,
close together so that thay can he read-
ily compared and the minor differences!

From the 09 varieties described and
accompanied, by 37 fine illustrations
mention is hero made of two attructive
kinds:

California Cream Butter. —Leaves .
glossy green, blotched with red and
shaded with red at least after, light
frosts, thick, elevations and depressions
of the laininu. ltirge and rounded, or
those of the inn^r leaves pressed into
folds, edges with conspicuous points on
the sides and ininnte*points* where the
veins terminate at the end. Plants
large, 13 to lo inches across, usually
forming firm heads about four months
after the "seed is-planted. A distinct
variety, particularly good for private
gardens. The leaves have a stronger
flavor than those nf thf* nioYe delicate
kinds, but to many tastes this is not
objectionable—in fact, the leaves funn-
ing the heads are not usually excessive-
ly bitter. The vigorous constitution of
the plants enables them to grow luxu-
riantly-in soil that is not the best and
in an atmosphere that is uncongenial.
The form of the plant is like that pf the

varieties appear to be nearly related,

How Cnnli'n \>nelableN Keep Bout.
Nearly all mir garden vegetables will

keep best in the winter by being whern
the temperature is nearly down to the
freezing point, remarks The American
Cultivator, but cabbages, parsnips and
onions keep well if frozen solid and put
in a dark pluce or covered from the
sunlight until the frost is "out uf them.
They should not be hnnd>d while
frozen. Turnips, also, are n<>t injured by
being frozen and must also he thawed
out i,n the dark before lutmlling, but- it
pfivep to them a sweeter taste and milder
flavor, Which is a recommendation to
some tastes and liy others may be
thought a fault, We have tak^u tur-
nips, cahbngi-H aiid onions and thawed
them out in cold water for immediate
-rooking and thought they were no
worse for the freezing.

EXTRA EARLY TOMATOES.
|w«r r florin Stftrteil Under C.IMI In

K Jitnnary nnd February.

The idea of utilizing tomato varieties
of the dwarf champion type for the
purpose of raising extra, early tomatoes
ia considered by T. Greiner in The Farm
and Fireside. He finds tho two moat
promising aorta among these to he Ford-
hook Fancy, with purplish fruit, and
another new kind, the Ideal, which has
red fruit. Plants of either may be start-
ed very early under glass, and if given
half a chance will make good, stiff,
strong plants that con be transplanted
to open groundl at the regular season
while f in bloom or -eijen fruit with-
out'suffering the least check in growth.
He Bays: *'This year (1809) I shall sow
the se'ed in flats some time in January,
and for a later lot some time in Febru-
ary. I hope to be able to have ripe to-
matoes in June; have had them year
after year aa early as July A, and
plenty of them in the latter part of that
month.",

From the originator of the Fordhook
Fancy Mr. Greiner has received an in-
teresting letter, in which the following
occurs: "Sometime during the past
year I wrote you that I intended to try
your plan of raising early tomatoes—
namely, ,by using tho dwarf kinds and
growing them under gloss as long as
possible, thinking that the dwarfs would
grow to a much greater age with leas
trouble than the large kinds. The plan
succeeded much to my satisfaction and
profit. I started my plants early in
March, and they did not draw or get
leggy by the time for' setting out) about
the middle of May to the 1st of Jun.e. I
picked my first ripe tomatoes July 8,
and commenced selling the 18th. For
about a month I had the control of
this email market, or until. Aug. 15,
and up to that time my tomatoes sold
for 8 cents a pound, or $1.50 a bushel.
Then'.they topped to 50 cents, and
finally got down to 25 cents. My profit
came from my early- tomatoes. My
plants produced abundantly in the lat-
ter part of the season. It seems as if
those that produced the earliest fruit
gave also the most late fruit.

" I used dwarf Fordhook Fancy. .It.
appear^ to me to have several points
ahead of the old Dwarf Champion. The'
fruit is larger and of better shape. The.
plants are more compact and are more
upright, and seemed'to be slow to throw
out laterals, so that the first frnit set
gets the whole strength of the plant. It
sets frnit under circumstances that the
Dwarf Champion will- not, as this does
not seem to produce enough pollen to
fertilize- itself until it gets to growing
thriftily. This I believe to be an im-
portant point with an early tomato.

"I have aeon a new dwarf which
might be called a Dwarf Early Advance.
Like the Early Advance, it grows its
fruit in clusters tind seems to set its
frfftt'un4«uihnost all circumstances. I
tried the Ideal yon sent me last spring
and find it a very fine red dwarf, one
of the best I have ever seen, and am
certain it' will be of value where such a
tomato is desired." * "
