Brussels, Feb. 27.—The Due d'Orleans,
who came to Brussels six days ago to
watt'h events in Paris, has left for Tu-
rin, confessing that he had no chance
against the republic.

He allowed an Interview, in which he
n»serted that M. Deroulede had not act-
ed on the i-aya.U3t account, but on the
contrary hud blundered terribly and de-
stroyed the royalist chances.

During the whole of-the duke's stay in
Brussels, where he led a quiet, unevent-
ful life," he* has been watched and fol-
lowed step by step by French detect-
ives, some in disguise, some riding bicy-
cles and some on loot.

One succeeded In passing himself off
a a Parisian monarchical journalist

and interviewed the duke,- -who-coti-
fided his hopes to him.

Prince Victor Napoleon Is cons^ered
here a much more serious pretender,
because loss impatient, more, dignified
and absolutely silent. He also is watch-
ed by French detectives.

They learned that he often drives an
automobile and sometimes even ven-
tures a few miles Into French territory,
BO Ihey got a.n autumohrle" from Paris to
follow him in case of need.

One notable feature of the stay of the
Due d'Orleans is that although he went
to the royal palace of the..,Count of
Flanders he was neither received by the
king nor the king's brother.

He only received the visit of the Duke
of Vendome, and it is believed that the
king discreetly advised him through the
latter to prolong his stay in Belgium
as little as possible.

party. The prefect communicated tlie
result of his inquiries tn..\l- Dupuy, pre-
mier and minister of the interior, with
the result that the minister decided up-
on vigorous action.

M. Oochefort. chief of jhe secret po-
lice, was summoned to Tlie prefectun
'anil directed to prepare 17 confidentia
letters and 17 warrants, which wen
handed to 17 police commissaries, au-
thorizing a search nf *tlie''residences
suspects, particularly M. Gueriri, man-
ager of the 'newspaper Antl-J,uef; MM
Buffet, Be Vaux. "Robert de'Chaviliy.
Thlebaud, D& Mnnicourt, secretary to
the Due d'Orleans; Dubue,' president o
the Young Anti-Semites, and Comte Sa
bran de Ponteves. The confidential let-
ters indicated .that the warrants aimed
to discover the existence of any political
action on the part of the Anti-Semitic
league or its relations with the hnya'JAst
and Ronnpartist committees or with, the
•ithf-r leajrup-s.

Quantities "f propagandist \pamphlets
and portraits of the Due d'Orleans. a list
of mr-mlu'i-n of the Royalist committee
and voluminous cm^espondence were
seized at the headquarters of the Royal-
ist committee. In the Faubourg St. Hon-
ore, and at the residence of Comte Sa-
bran de,ponteves. The commissary who
visited M. 'de Monicourt surprised him
just as he had'returned from Brussels
with letters from the Due d'Orleans ad-
dressed tn Royalist personages and in-
structions from the pretender' to his
supporters. All these were seized. .
