The. Due d'Orleans Has Aban-

doned Hope.

BfJirsels, Ft-'b. 27.—The Due d'Grleans,
who came to Urussels six days ago to
watch events In I'arts, has left" for Tu-
rin, tonlessing, that he had no chance
against the republic.

He allowed an interview, in which he
asserted that M. Deroulede had not act-
ed un the royalist aceount, but on the
contrary had blundered terribly and de-
stroyed the royalist chances.

During the whole pf the duKe's stay in
Brussels, where he led applet, tinevent-
ful life, he lias been watched and folr
lowed step by step by French detect-
ives, some In disguise, some riding bicy-
cles and some on foot.

One succeeded In passing himself off
as a Parisian monarchical journalist
and interviewed the duke, who con-
fided, his hnpes to him.

Prince Victor Napoleon Is considered
here a much more serious pretender,
because less .impatient, more dignilU'd
and absolutely silent. He also is watch-
ed by French detectives. -

They learned that he often drives an
automobile and sometimes even ven-
tures a few miles Into French territory.
BO they got an automobile from' Paris to
follow him in case, of need.

One notable feature of the stay of the
Dne d'Orieans is that although he went
to the royal •• palace u!1' the Count of
Flanders he was neitlier received by the
king nor the king's brother.

He only received the visit of the Duke
af Vendome, and It is believed that the
king discreetly advised him through the
latter to prolong his sliiV in Belgium
as little as possible.

PaVis, Feb. 27.—Owing to the placavd-
ingof the city with the speeches of the
Due d'Orleans. the Orleans pretender,
recently delivered at San Remn, and the
seizure of scarf pins and medals bearing
the pretender's portrait the prefect of
police was ordered by the government
to make a strict investigation Into the.
recent proceedings of the Monarchist
party. The prefect communicated the
esult of his inquiries to M. Dupuy, pre-

mier and minister of the Interior, with
the result that the minister decided up-
on vigorous action.

M. Coehefort. chief of^he -secret po-
lice, was summoned to tlie prefecture
and directed to prepare 17 confidential
letters and 17 warrants, which were
handed to 17 police commissaries, au-
thorizing a search of the residences of
suspects, particularly M. Guerin. man-
ager of the "newspaper Anti-Juef; MM.
