blizzard in Kansas. The eccentricities of
onr weather and the agility of the ther-
mometer are subjects of half the humor
and nearly all the complaint of the ten-
derfoot who hasn't anything else to
think abont, and hosts of onr wealthy
men nnd women flyito the Mediterrane-
an every year to escape the severities of
their native heath. But Mr. Oswald
now shows that while our climate is the
severest in the world it is also the
healthieat. ' He points ont that nature
did not intend to coddle tho people of
this continent as she does those of Eu-
rope, where she has bnilt protecting
walls of mountains running east and
west that sh-nt off the northern blast
[n this country the mountain ranges
ran north and south and down their
great alleyways pbnr the frosty blasts
of tho north pole. "It is to these recur-
rent blasts that we. owe our hardihood,
onr liberty, onr intelligence and our
longevity Mr. Oswald culls these
changes of temperature "microbe kill-
ers" and he speaks with the loftiest ad-
miration of the once abused blizzard
and even Jooks kindly with prospective
eye npun the cloudburst 'and the sand
storm, for they are toughening and pre- -
mring a race that is destined to douii-

nntethe world. Whut a pity it is that
we cunnot enjoy this process so thor
oughly as o'ur posterity willt

Trade Union Success.
Some very edifying figures are fur-

niulied by the report which has been is-
ued, in England „ by the labor depart-

ment of the board of trade. This report
peaks well for organized labor' and

shows a very hopeful gain, not only'in-
dustrially. but morally In 1802 the
otal trade nnion membership was

•1,500.4.11 , Itdwlined steadily to 1,404,-
808 in 1805. and it rose since then to
1,600.909 in 1807 Ont of thi,s last total
no fewer than 1,050,609 members be-
long to 100 principal unions The rest
belong to 1.187 organizations, many of
them very small. The total income of
the 100 leadirij? unions was in 1892 £1,-
455.885. and they now have a total re-'
serve fund of over £3.500.000 These fig-
ures are tho more satisfactory in that
the period covers two of the severest
and costliest labor conflicts on record,
that of the Miners' Federation and that
of the Amalgamated Engineers
