Toulon, France, March 6.—The naval
powder magazine at La Goubran, be-
tween Le Seyne und Toulon, in the de-
partment of Var, soutiiern France^jex-
])loded yesterday, All of the soldiers
on duty at the magazine were killed,
anil a numbei1 of-inhabitants of the sur-
rounding district ulsn fell victims. Fort,
ty corpses have already been recovered.
Fifty thousand kilograms of black pow-
der exploded. It looks as. though a
volcanic eruption had occurred, the
country beliiR swept alniust bare with-
in-a radius tif two miles, houses de-
stroyeii, .trees overturned and distorted,
fields devastated and cuvi'ivd with
Htoties and inipalpnhlf blark dust.

All the bodies round or recovered are
terribly mutilated. Pixtf.'ii were found
in tbe rocks iwnr the whore, ami It is
fi-are'il that riiiu-rs were precipitated in-
to the .sea.

N Adopt N Anticxpsinaion
R««olntion.

At a caucus of the Democratic mem-
bers-ofT the house "of representatives
held In the hall of the house the follow-
ing declaration." of policy and resolutions
as to the Philippines were adopted: •

"We hold that the constitution of the
United States was ordained and estab-
lished for an Intelligent, liberty loving
and self governing people and cannot
be successfully applied to Ja people of
different virtues and conditions. We
therefore hold that a colonial policy Is
contrary to the theory of our govern-
ment and subversive of those gijeat
principles of civil liberty which we have
been taught to cherish. We believe,
with the Declaration of Independence,
that all governments derive their just
powers from the consent of the govern-
ed, "and we are unalterably opposed to
the* establishment of any government
by the United States without the con-
pent of the people to be governed, and
In conformity with these principles we
instruct the minority members of the
foreign affairs committee to introduce
and urge the following resolution:

"Resolved, That the United States
hereby disclaim any disposition or in-
teniinn- to exercise permanent sover-
eignt>\,jurisdiction or control over the
Philippine Islands and assert their de-
termination when an independent' gov-
ernment shall have been erected-there-
in to transfer to said government upon
terms which shall be reasonable and
just all rights secured under the cession
by Spain and thereupon to leave the
government and control of the ISlamls
to their people."

Another resolution hy Mr. Criggs of
Georgia was adopted, as follows:

"We, the Democratic members of the
house of representatives In caucus as-
sembled, commend the signal loyalty
•and valor nf our soldiers and sailors in
the performance of every military duty
to which they have been assigned by
propw author!tj;, however much we
may deplore the policy of the adminis-
tration now directing their movements,
and we pledge to them our hearty sup-
port and sympathy under all circum-
stances wherever enga'ged."
