As exam-
ples he appointed Gilbert W. Minor,
who was a clerk in the Arnold law of-
flceto a sppc'al guardian '252 time*, for
which the taxpayers paid him 113,311.
He appointed his aon Reginald special
guardian 72 times, for which the father
allowed the son $2,9S0 In fees. The sur-
rogate also appointed Mr. Minor p
pralser on tax transfers more than 500
times and allowed him fees of $55,009
for thla.

This scandalous use of patronage was
more than the surrogate could face. In
addition to this abuse of his power he
neglected the work for which he was
chosen, as it was shown there are canes
five years old still hanging fire in MB
office.

Neglect of public duty and scandalous
abuse of power BO clearly shown, Mr.
Arnold stepped down and out. Even
Tammany Hall had not the aiidacity to
make a stand for him. Maybe he had
neglected to contribute a sufficient pat*
of bin $15,000 salary to the Wlswam'n
corruption fund, fof in the thick of hl
trouble Mr.-Cfroker was appealed to, and
Pimply replied If Arnold had not the
sense to resign he must face the music.
