A n d t h e L e a g u e of A m e r i c a n

W h e e l m e n .

ipl'uvisjfln.H of the L. A. W. Side
Path Bill,, introduced by Senator T. E.
Ellaworth (&enate Bill Nu. 10) have been
misstated and consequently misunder-
tood. Thia bill WAH-drawn, pursuant to a
resolution unanimoiwly ndopfcflfl at the
annual meeting of the Board of Officers of
the New York State Division, L. A. W.
held in Rochester, Decepibor 17th 18U8, by
tho Chairman of the Side Path Committee
of the New York State Division, t . A. W-.
Mr.'John D. Chism Jr., of Albany oaaiBted
by the friends uf tbe side path movement
who iflve been most autive in the. eon-
atraction and maintainance of cycle paths
unftw the County Laws in foroe, and is
based on the experience of the past two
years in Niagara County and the past year
in Albany and Monroe Counties. ~

The L. A\ TV. Sid^ Path Bill is-drawn on
liberal lines; it permit* tiny county to
organize a commission, to raise funds for
building these patlia, bat does, not.oompel
this work. It ie designed to enable
cyclists to uousfcruot nido (cycle) paths
through country districts where the
Wagon ways are uniit for oyuling, and to
preserve such side paths from encroach-
ment by heavy vehicles by imponing severe
penalty for such encroachment.

A touring cytJist who prefers to ride on
the wagonway may do HO without paying
for a Bide path licenae-and without fear of
hindrance or delay,' except such as the
ruts and mud of ihe wagonway may im-
pose,

A touring cyclist who prefers to use the
side putlis will need but une liconet* (which
cau be obtained from any county having

side path commission) and such license
will enable liim to ride upon tho side paths
of uny county in the state without inter-
ference.

The cost of a license to ride upon the
cycle paths will not be more than one dol-
lar in any case and may be aa low as fifty
cents (except in the case of llouroa County
which ia exempt - from the provisions nf
thiu bill, and whmt the eost-of a license is
o'nly twentyfivij cents.)

,A cyclist residing in any «onnty where
. Side Path Commission hus been organ-

ized will be required (in case he makes we
nf the side patbs) to obtain a liuense from
the Commissioners in his own county. A
touring cyclist residing in another state or
in any county in this state in whiuh a
Commission has not been organized may
obtain his license from the Commissioners
of any county where such Commiaaian
exists.

The whole intent of the Bill is to pro-
vide smooth, pleiiMunt and safe cydu paths
where touring wheelmen may ride with-
out fear of -common and .without en-
countering the n»ud, dust, sand and writer
which are often found in the wagonway of
the country road. In the pursuit of this

mt, thy Ellsworth Bill mukea » very
sensible and just provision that cyclists
who use these paths shall not do.feo at the
>xpenrte of other cyclists who uoutribtifo
the money for constructing and maintain-
ing them. In other'words, tho Bill ainiH
to provide^enefita for all and to distribute
the exjwiw of then benaflta *Tenlj
among them oyaUrts by whom they mm
enjoyed,

Speoial Laws providing for Side Puth
Commissions in several counties are now
on onr Statute-Books und these lawn in t)f-
fect will require a cyclist using the paths
in these counties to obtain several licenses
unless tho Ellsworth Bill should become a
hiw, in which cane the entire' state will bei
subject to one general provision'and tho
requirements will be greutly simplified
und ma'le uniform.-

While advocating the passage of the
Side Path Bill the L. A. W. has not ceased
n its efforts for "Goud Eoads." From-
ihe time of its orgauizatioii (he League has
pent many thousands of dollars- to ad- .

vdnce the cause uf ruad improy«uieiife, and
has printed and circulated over two mil-
ions of pamphlets and magazines devoted

tô  this subject.

may be made to sostuin^o each other. It

a declaration of independence whioh,
for the time being, lifts the bicycle oat of
the rand and puts the wheelman on a
firmer ground of argument for good rbadir,
take's from hin critics tho charge that the
cyclist's warfare, is a Hellish one. and »up-
.plies to every traveler an impressive ex-
hibition of the virtue of a good wlieelway.

And so, till the day of good 'roads shall
come, I believe that uyolo paths anould be
laid, and I believe the League of American
Wheelmen, in the pursuit of itn consti-
tutional objects "to promote th« general ,.
interests of cycling" aud "I t facilitate
touring" is bound to exert its upltmdid
energies to quicken, to regulate and to „
•systematize the'makiuy und to govern the
proper use of these paths.

I do not for a moment udiuit that''this
work for cycle paths can be substituted
for the wheelman's agitation for better
rouds, but rather do I regard it UB av&lnod
auxiliary for the greater, cause, which
seems to have taken new impetus in those
sections where cycle paths, have been pnfc
down. "Good rouds for all" is the ulti-
mate end of league work. It is the mutto
whioh yeurs ago WUH nailed upon the top-
most rampart of the League citad«l, and
there I hope it may remain till the end of .
'tiiue."
