Ever since the police Interference with
the demonstration in "honor"of General
Maximu Oomea the pnllfenu'ii hav« been
unpopular with the people, who jeer .-at
them'ami dfdartf thorn inu(]1i'Ient. Cer-
tain newspapers let no opportunity es-
cape to criticise ttte force, denouncing
the arrests as unfair and charging the
police with "trampling up'nn tht! rights
of a free people." The police are vir-
tually In the position oX men who have
to inake.the people fear them in order
to. secure obedience, as they have no
record to fall hack upon fur example.

The trouble on Saturday nigrht occur-
red at a public mulatto ball in San Juse
street. Many Cufian officers, colonels
and captains among them, attended the
ball. A policeman ori duty in -that
street, following! onlt-rM to prevent a
crowd collecting in •front of the build-
ing where the -ball was in progress^
asked a group ot men tu go in or dis-
perse.. His request wns unheeded, and,
after repeating it, hr was attacked by
the group, whereupon many issued
from the building, aut upon him, took
away his club and revolver a,nd handled
him rouprhly.

The policeman immediately notified"
headquarters, and 20 reserves -were or-
dered to the acime of the trouble. The
crowd had" prepared for their arrival.
It is said they opened with a revplver
flre upon the police, which the latter
returned, the shooting being. kept up
until, the ammunition was exhausted.
The rioters acted with determination in
the affray. Many who were in the
building mounted to the rtf6f and' fired

jupon the police from that point. They
'were apparently well armed, and this
fact, together with, the resolution with
which they fought, seems to confirm

.the belief that the attacking party was
mostly made up of Cuban officers, as
oidinary civilians would have fled from
the revolversjsf the, police..

American troop's were called 'to the
scene when the trouble was over, and
numerous arrests war's made.
