HAW THE GREAT FIRE.

A Colton Boy Witnessed the
Holocaust.

j The most terrible fire of recent "years
I was the bnrnhfg' of t£e historic Windsor
f hotel in New York oity' last Friday, A
•former Colton boy G. Walter Rosenberg,
now at, 20 West.58d St. New York city,
was in the vicinity and WTitea as follows:

I was a witnetM of the Are from 8:15
to 5:30 o'clock andean givt in detail a few
of the many iricideuta which happened
during that time. I was standing at the
corner of /J3rd St. and 5th Ave. patiently
waiting for the grand St. Patrick's parade
which was about to take place. Fifth Ave.
was thronged with a dense, crowd of peo-
ple OH either side and the burly policemen
were vainly endeavoring to keep.the street
clear. The advancing columns of the
parade'had just passed by when there was
a cry of Fire ! Fire! and a email oloud of
Bnioke was seen* to issne from the south
west corner of the hotel at 40th St. on 5th
Ave. I started at once and in hm thai
ten minutes the building was a mass ol
flames between 46th and 49th streets tin
5th Ave. The scenes witnessed wtjre terri-
ble One mail jumped from the fifth
story and landed on thu pavement. Two
women were seen in a window, on the same
floor and were palling loudly fur help. Be-
fore the firemen could asfitit them they
both jumped .One struck the pavement
and the other landed on the balcony and
was taken down on a ladder. A nurse
came to a window and t nvw four mnull
children to the street. A woman weighing
about U00 pounds was rescued from the
fonrth story by a fireman on a scaling
ladder. He prevented her from jumping
until a more Hubtttantiul ladder wtis rained.
An old lady could be meen on thu '47th St
aide in a fourth story window with the
flames all around her, bnt she clung to her
position until rescued by the fireman".

During this time which was only a few
minutes, alarms "were being sent to all the
surrounding .fire companies and hospitals
for engines, ami ambulances. Chief of
police Devery called nil the rotterveti to the
scene, to preserve order and keep the mob
of peoj-le from getting in danger. One
woman jumped from the fourth story
landing in a nremanfr net but was injured
internally and sdied ia a short time.
Another woman landud in the net and re-
ceived only a slight injury to her arm.
Another was rescued by firmen after hav-
both hands and arms burned badly to the
elbows. A fireman-jumped from the hotel
roof to a building opposite, thirty feet
away and one story lower than the hotel
and'was slightly injured.

At 4:15 the walto of the north west side
were seen to move outwardly aud came
down with a mighty crash. Oae fireinau
had a very miraculous escape. The bricks
and rookB fell all around him to the depth
of 12 or 18 inches bnt he was not injured
in the leaet. Many other narrow escapes.
were witnessed.

The Goodwill of Europe.
On April 2Gthe Preaident stated .thaP-

the •United Statoa, though not a aigner,
wuuld adliore to the agreement of Paris,
and permit no privateers. The wisdom
of this prompt and righteous declaration
was seen at onefrin the approval which it
received abroad, and in the embaraiw-
raont which it caused to Spain, where
hopes were entertained that, all nooUl and
national efficiency^ eiug dead", something
might still be done by legalised piracy.
International opinion was still farther
conciliated by our giving thirty days to
all Spanish ships to leave our ports.
Thus, while Congress was voting money
and preparing a bill for wur revenne,
while the call for volunteers waa going
through the land, while camps were being
formed, men mustered in, the. retfalara
brought together from all parts ol the
country and . mobolizud at Tampa, we
were settling rapidly and judiciously our
relations with the other power* or the
•,earth. There was never a moment when
any En. ropean power could or would
havediredto interfere with us, although
columns of speculations, prediction*, and
mysterious warnings filled the news-
papers on this subject. And 41s there was
no danger that any one power would in-
terfere, so after Manila there wae no peril
to be apprehended from any uombin»tiun
of powers. That was the crisis, and when,..
England refused to join the concert of
Europe iu interfering with u&*"in the
Philippinea—au act not to be forgotten
by Americans—all possible danger of
interference from, any quarter was at an
end. Nevertheless, as we udjnsted our
relations to the rest ot the world wisely
and quickly when we caught Spain by the
throat, so the rest of the world made
haste to define their relations, both to n»
and to our antagonist.— From "The
SpaniBh-American War," by Henry Cibot
Liodge, in Harper's Maguzine for April.
