MEXI'CAN JUNE CORN.

UlvnntnKen From ltd Wonderful Ae-
rial Root HyMtem.

The Mexican, June is-an interesting
variety of corn and The Bnral New
Vorlcer (Jives an instructive storynjwnt
it, in TCluch occnr the following items,
with illustration: '

A second planting was made the lnat
week in Mny. After tho plants were
well np all were destroyed but two.

Liberal dressings of nitrate of soda,
mlphute of potash, wood ashes, bone
Hour and horse manure were made from
time to time. Our object was to find
out how tall this corn could be forced to
grow. During the Heason of 1807 tho
stalks grew to a height of IS feet, and
this in a rather poor soil under ordinary
field cul^nre. • The nodes or leaves aver-
aged seven inches apart, the old leaves,
averaged abon't four feet long (ind four
inches wide. It will be. wen, that-suoh
plants would give an irnjnense amount
of foliage per acre. The following table,
will show approximately the rate of
growth from week to week:

After this it madu a
Kniwth of. perhaps, six inches whra
frost occurred. The tnwels began to-
died their pollen .upon thn silk? of three-
nets, the uppermost of which was 11) ivet
above the soil. Tlie lowest m»t was eight;
feet a hove the soil. There were nine*

«J* of aerial roots, eight of whieb
are shown in thn cut, the highest being'
four feet above the noil. The longest
leaves were five feet in length and four
inches in width.

We have raised this variety of corn
for three seasons, and while aJl other
kinds were mure or less-lodged by high
winds iuit a plant of the. Mexiemi .Tune
was biMifcen or bent from a- perpeudicn-
lar position. This_is readily Rironnted

by its wonderful root, sysiein and"
the elasticity and toonghness of the
stalks, wiiich resembje so many bamboo
.fishing rods. Following are siflnet notes
with which sonle off tmr readers have
favored us, which will show how the
Mexican Juno com conducted itself
tvith them:

•eather the ears now slu wing will
produce, seeds, that will grow."

The lr.nver whorls o'f aerial stems «end
.mt as, many fibrous rootw IIB does-the
main stem ilaelf.'and tlu?se unquestion-
ably absorb nutr iment from the soil.
Hence i t » fair to sirppose that the
Mexican Jiuae corn will thriVein poorer
soils iindt darinB severer droughts than
other varfaKes.

" " POTATO GROWING.

A Pew ConolnKloiiB From ExpcrR-
menti nt the Cornell Station.

The Cornell station of the great po-
tato growing state of New York hnfl
been for Home years conducting experi-
ments looking toward improved methods
in the cnltnre of this tuber. From a
third report op their operations by Pro-
fessors Roberts and Clinton, a few itoma
are n< )teil:

Early in tho growth of the potatoes
aprayintf became necessary. In addi-
tion'to the Colomdo potato'beetle, the
leiif flea beetle early began its depreda-
tions. Bordeaux mixture and Paris.
green used freely served to check both

oetn. Several farmers have informed
UH that bordeaux mixture has failed
with them to check the work of the leaf
flea Ijentln. hut with us, for three years
in auccesnion, it has proved effueiive in
checking, although it\ has not entirely
driven them away.

During July there prevailed a most
we re drought. The amount of mois-
ture- on Home of the experimental plats
was* redticecl to 4 per cent as deter-
mined by samples taken one font deep.
Thi* condition thrwttmjed to swionsly
injure the crop* and no doubt Aid affect
it 'to noimj.t'.xtent. The soil having been
thoroughly prepared, and the potatoes
covered deeply, and the tfurfaco kept
loose, the plants were able to survive
ami proilnce a very satisfactory crop.

The .frequency of droughts enforces
the importance of having a soil well
supplied with hnnius, curly plowing,
deep planting of the potatoes, especially
u ptirons, leachy soiIs, and fre<]uent

Seed tihoTild not be cat for any con-
lerablo period b.efore planting. If it
•comes necessary to delay planting for
me considerable time after potatoes

are cut, the .cut pieces shonld be dusted
with plaster and spread out in a moder-
ately moist, cool place. At least they
should not be allowed to heat, neither
must they be allowed to become dry.

If planting is done-"very early in tho'
spring, the ridges may be permitted to
remain for ten days to two weeks bit-
fore harrowing down. If" planting is
dono Home what late, the ridges should
be harrowed within one week after
planting- In the case of the early plant-
ing there is usually enough nloisturu
present so tlmt the ridging may tem-
porarily prove a benefit by enahling the
soil to become Wilrm. In the can* of

P planting all the moisture should he
conserved, and this is best done by lev-
eling the ridges. Where the soil is nat-
urally too wet the ridges may he bene-
tiYial in that, they hiWen evaporation
and the cnnsonuciit drvimr of the soil.

Tli* Drill For Spring Grain.
A drill' cannot be run among corn-

stalka for putyfttg in- spring grain. A
drill is so constructed that it will not
do the best work nnless the grottnd is
free from trash of all kinds, saya the
Iowa Homestead. We have tried the
drill for putting in oats in the spring
of the year, but it was when the ero,p
was universally good, and we could not
note tht- advantage. The gronnd has to
he plowed, harrowed and put in good
tilth before drilling. There are eeeders
with a spring tooth attachment that
will put in oats fairly well only. As a
rnle, oats shonld he in the ground be-
fore it is sufficiently dry to make pre-
parations for the drill, and any imple-
ment .like the-*disk that will thoroughly
stir the surface noil will be good for
putt ing in the oata crop. There may be
one advantage .in employing the drill in
putting in oats. It is'where clover is to
bo sown in the Hold. • Then the ground
shonld be well plowed, reduced and the
oats drilled in and the clover seed at
the same operation. Drill %l/2 bushels
of oats per acre./ This given the very
"beat kind of seed bed for clover seed
and rarely fails.
