Money on call in Now York, I aee by flie
papers, is five percont;orbetter. Money
is going into the iron industry and into! all
norta uf enterprises b* millions and there
is no telling what the market rutv will be
for six or even threeniontha ahVad. And
yet our merchants lyonltt fix the rate for
years by law and with heavy penalties.
Now, as a matter of fact nearly' all farm
and village properly mortgages'are held
by the debtors neighbor, At least nine
'tenths of thorn are so held. Millionaires
and trust cumpaniew no longer bother
with them. This is as it should be. The
money, both principal and interest, is kept
at homo.' Thin bill would not hit them
but our neighbors. Millionaires deal in
lar^o blocks of securities, with low interest

muiK attached, that gives them no care
or attention.

All the money of the country will soon
be iu use again as it was a few years ago.-
Let the low alone and Mr. Merchant may
rest asaured that all the blessings ho pre
diets will flow from the passage of this
bill will come just at* quickly, perhaps
more quickly than they would otherwise.
They have bet»n ooming'for the pant yW
and ait* still coming. Our money Con-
dition is proof of this.' Pass tin;, bjll and
you may check it, retard it.
