WOMEN LEAP FROM A FIRE.

Three Killed nnd Fifteen Injured fit
nn Oninlin mane.

Fifteen women were imprisoned In the
third stury of ttyn Patteraorf block at
Omaha Tuesday as the result of an ex-
plosion and fire. When it looked aa If
they u-uulil be burned to death, 13
the women jumped to the stnne pave-
ment below. One was Instantly killed,
niie died last night, and all the others
wprf more or less seriously injured. A
number of them are expertetl to die
The plight of the women was witm-ased
by thousands of people who wern un-
able to render aid. Men attempted to
break the falls with outstretched arms,
but tci no avail. The tin-men did not
arrive In time to save-them because the
