Biennial Sessions, '
A recent is'suti of the Watertown Times

contained a letter ou tho Monnial aeesion
question written by a PoTsdam reader and
signed "M." The letter was as follows:

I am surprised at the criticism in which
certain newspapers have indulged of the
course of Senators Malby und Braokett in
referenue to the joint resolutionintroduced
into the"legislaturB railing for the submis-
sion to the people of a - propoafd constitu-
tional amendment changing the sessions
of the legislature from animal sessions to
biennial. It seems to mo that these sena-
tors should be sustained in their opposi
tion, not only for the reason that they
ncted conscientiously, but because they
are repreBeiitingthe real interests' of their
constituents. I can see no reason, why the
resolution ban been pushed except upon
the theory that it would be popular, and
eai'Bfiil examination of the. proposition
shows that it is not only " unwise hut
dangerous.

The biennial proposition ia objectiou-
tble for tha reason • that it diminishes
the power which the peoplehftve in con-
trolling their government. It is a step in
the direction of government by bureaus
and by officers administering public* office.

There are unfortunately people wuo be-
lieve representative government and uni-
versal suffrage are a failure. ''It is doubt-
less true tliat the peuplu and their repre-
sentatives have made mistakeH and will
continue to make mistakes, und that the
servants of the people holding representa-
tive offices are not always actuated by the
highest motives. Jt is true, however, that
men who represent the peoplo of the state
if New York in the legislature' average as

well as the farmers, merchants and pro-
fessional men who tire their constituents.

In the business world the tendency is
ii the direction of trusts, combinations
.nd the control of great business inter-
sts by capital and few men. The peo-%

pie are confronted by an approaching
social condition where the opportunities
once offered, intelligence, thrift and «n-
terpriae will have ceased to exist. It is
beyond question that the great accumu-
lations of capital have ceased to repre-
sent solely tbo business ability and energy k

of tho persons controlling them, but that
subject to economic laws they absorb in-
creased values created by the united
efforts of all' the people. ThiB is & strong
reaBoti why-the -preHtmt- time is most ia.-.
opportune for the people to relinquish a
single particle of their power to protect
their interests.
' .Fo'i' the people of the state of New York
to adopt a system of biennial sessions of
the legislature would lm a step:in the di-
rection nf'turning over their affairs to de-
partments and officers whose duties cover
so largo a field and involve."so much of de-
tail that they rapidly become practically.
irresponsible powers. It it* Aot imany
years since an attempt by the governor -of
the state to dictate to the legislature what
its course should be iu legislation, and by
the use of "the veto power to Control these
repi'euentutive bodies, would have met
with a storm of criticism so severe as to
Insure the politic))! death of that govern-
or. The people feel thin same sentiment
now, and the reason for the receirt re-
tirement from public life of a former
governor of this state mm more the exist-
ence <of potency of thin sentiment than to
any other one thing. The people are
jealous of their rights. There doubtless
are objectionable things done by the rep-
resentatives elected to the. legislature^ but
it is no solution of the difficulty to move
in the direction of mibsfcitution for a real
representative system, however ineffective ,
lind unsatisfactory, any system which nM
a tendency in the direction of government.
by boards and commissions.

It may be that members of the legisla-
ture hesitate to approve this proposition
from a fear that they may be supposed to
be seeking a more continuous service than
they jjjould have under a system of bienni-
al sessions, but this argument should not
be given weight to prevent, them from
doing what they believed to be right for
the people,"and if they oppose tnii meas-
ure on tho true aiid reasonable ground for
opposition, they need not fear that their
eonstisuents will not understand them.

Curiously, it seems to be taken for
granted that this measure i» popular
everywhere, but for some reason or other.
nobody in this county seems to object to
leaving things as they are. Wo are con-
servative here, and, in reason believe in
"old wine, old songs, old frieud«."
