Thf peennd- mate was the only officer
of the Stella who was saved.

Th-- toasting steamer Lynx picked up
four bouts and 40 survivors. Another
steamer pickVd up a boat containing 55
persons, including 20 women. The Great
West PIT. Hall road company's steamer
Vera picked up 40T others Cjf the sur-
vivnrs and landed them at Guernsey.
