PROCLAMATION ISSUED.

DecliircH Onr Intention* to Fllipl»o».<
Well Keci'lu>(l;it Manila.

• The United States Philippine commis-
sion has issued a pnn1' imation to the
people of the Islands. The proclamation
is divided into ten paragraphs, aggre-
gating 1,500 words. The first paragraph
declare? that an historical treaty has
been- ratified . ceding to the .Tnitcd
States the sovereignty of the Phitlp-

proclamatton explains the appointinent
of the commission,-assures the people

,,j?f the American government's good will
and explains the government's aim for
the prosperity and happiness of the
Philippine- people- and their advance-
ment with the Vnost civilized 'peoples.

It further declares that the I'nited
States government stands ready to fur-
nish armies and navies to maintain its
rightful supremacy over thf islands, but
that It Is even more solicitous to spread
peace and protection among the Filipi-
nos, accustoming them to self govern-
ment. It says that it is the expectation
of the commission to v.-isit the people jin
their respective provinces. lenTfttng the
forms of government best adapted/to
their customs aî d traditions. The poli-
cy rtf the commission will lie to consult
the wishes and secure the -novice and
co-operation nf thv Filipinos.

The commission's proclamation has
been widely distributed both in the
Spanish and Tagalo languages, and in
Manila and Malolos it Is attracting
great attention. Representative Fili-
pinos approve the proclamation, but ex-
press their fears that to the masses it
will be inaccessible owing tif its inter-
ception ,by the native leaders. Many,
however, while rWlizhiK the opportune-
ness of the, moment fur issuing the
proclamation, recall the native aversion
and suspicion with whl<-h th*1 formep
prncliinmtion was receive^!.
