BIENNIAL SESSIONS.
S e n a t o r Ma I b y ' s A d d r e s s in

t h e S e n a t e .

When the subject "of Biennial Sessions
was before the lfgiKlature Seuatov Geo.
R. Malby, of St. Lawrence, maile » strong
address in the Senate outlining lii» views,
aa follows:

The subject under consideration has
been BO much discusHcd uwd my pusiti
so well underntood that it might be deem-
ed improper to engage in any "lengthy re-
marks in relation to it this morning. 1
would be somewhat disinclined to indulge
in any were it not for the fact that those
who seem to favor this resolution find no
place in their words, and apparently in
their hearts; to accord, to thus** who differ
with them a sincere mutivu for their
position.

I would remind my colleague**, who
seek to pass this resolution, that for near
ly 125 years this legislature has met in
animal session,—from the adoption of the
first constitution- *n 1777.. We: -ware at
that time a few anc( a poor people having
little of legislation to do and. small inter-
ests to protect. Since that time we have
grown to an enfpire of seven millions of
people,—more people than the United
States of America contained in the war of
1812. Today we possess greater wealth
than all tht* United States of ^.uieriea pos-
sessed in the year 1815. And^ yet, not-
withstanding these facts, notwithstanding
>ur growing wealth and influence und di-

versity of personal anil corporate interests,
we are asked to abandon, after a century
and a quarter of trial, that legislative body
which cam© into the world, tn protect the
lives, property and liberty of the people.
We stndy history, bnt we study it in vain
if we do not profit from the lessons i-f
those who gone before. History records
the fact that six or seven centuries ago
after the beet blood of Britain had Keen
spilled, its country oppressed and treasnr
ies dissipated, there was foully wrung
from a wicked and licentious court that
magnificent e-harter. which guaranteed
unto the people of the world, for the first
time in all its history, protection to life,'
liberty and property; and yet, thr< ex-
pectations of the people were not wholly
fulfilled at that time. It required centur-
ies of struggle and sacrifice of life and
property to firmly establish thet-e grand
principles, ami, so gradual were these in-
herent rights of man accorded, the his-
torian fails to tell us the exact time when
they finally took effect. This great and
beloved country was subsequently govern
ed by the family of Tudors, wlm believed
in an imperial government and who were
absolutely opposed to any form O'f repre-
sentative £ lverrfment; and thny attempted
to govern its subjects without the aid of a
supreme council, or a House of Parliament,
or other body which in any wise reflected
the sentiments, of the people,—and with
what results? Again it WHS deluged In*
blood. Its nobles, its commons, iis
peasants, without the form of trial, with-
out hearing and without cause were in-
cartiurated in dungeons until dentil re-
lieved them; oth'ers were slaughtered like
beasts of the field until the remaining
few, fearful of their absolute exterminj*
tion under despotic, rule, aros^ en masse'
anil demanded a restoration of the prin
oiples guaranteed in the Magna Char;tn,- .

About the year 1586, and during the
reign of Henry the VII, there was an up-
rising of the people demanding the re-
storation of their rightB as guaranteed
under the inagnn ohurta. For want of
proper means to carry on the war, the
King's forces were victorious and tlit
common people were obliged to again sue
for peace.

Thin is by no muans
certain, and in fact, may lie seriously
questioned if the experience of other large
Htuten are any criterion to go by. Penn-
sylvania, Illinois, und Ohio have biennial
sessions of their Ipgislutniv and continue
in session almost twice us long us that of
this state and with muilf** much lens satis-
factory.

If biennial ses-
sions was a good thing for the people of
the state, why not hold our sesHioU8"'oflce
in- four years, or oni'« in eight years I Why
not abolish the legislature altogether?
Why bo troubled with it (' Why b«ar the
expense i These questions suggest their
own answer-, and the history of the world
has amply demonstrated the absolute ne-
cessity of u legislative body hi order that
tho rights of the people may be preserved,
forever. The question is frequently asked,
if then*1 things be true, why not tmbmit
the question to the people and let them
puss upon it. And I unhesitatingly mako
answer to anuh critics that the constitution
iinpoHOH upon myHolf and all other mem-
bers of the Semite a sacred duty to con-
sider and pass upon the propriety of this
and all other resolutions proposing to
amend the fundamental law of the land.
In order that tho constitution might* not
be amended frequently, and to insure sta-
bility, our forefathers carefully guarded
the manner in which it could bo amended.
It provided among- other things, that
whero a proposition wa» made for its
amendment that such amendment should'
be approved by two successive legislatures.
What does this mean ; Iioes it mean that
eii&h member of the legislature may pawn it
without consideration and without his
approvul ? No. It IIU'IUIH just what i t
nays, that it shall be carefully considered,
and if it 'shall not ivi-Hve his approval,
then it becomes bin sworn duty to vote
agaipst it. This is the manner in Which I
hnvo performed uty duty. Fur the re&MHiB '
which I liavehereinbbtore set forth, I havo
not bi-Iioved it tn be for tho bent inte-renta
of the people, to give my approval to this
