ROSWELLG. PETTIBONE

"Death Occurs In Utlco.
Kov. Roswoll G, Pattibone paBBed away

at thu reaidenao of his aon, John B.
Pettibone, No. 1811 Seymour avenue,
Utiwa, N. Y.. at 8:15 o'clock Monday after-
noun. He had been ill as "the result of
an accident for several yeara. Four yeara
ago the deceased while riding a wJieel in
Tuuoina, Wash., whyre he waa a pastor
of tho Presbyterian oharcli, lout control of
hia bicycle while descending a hill, and
waa thrown violently to tho ground,
sustaining a bad wound, from which he
never recovered.

While hf reaided ut the latter place he
attended Union golli'ge, -from which he
was graduated in IM4H. He -was a olass-
mate of the late- President Arthur. He
was a pupil in his younger days at the
I'antuu achool and the old Potsdam
-academy. Hi- was appointed postmaster
in Ogdensburg in 1H01, under President
Lincoln, and held the position until
President Cleveland wont into olliey in
lHyy. After resigning his post-oih'ce sit-
uation he went to Washington, when he
wan ordained. He preached there until
the-accident occurred. His father, Bwho
died in December, 1H76, aged 7(1 years,
wan pastor in a church at Theresa. He
baptized Roawell Pottibone Flower, ex-
governur, who was named after him. His
father was chaplain in Dannemora prison.
The. deceased was at one time connected
with the' Presbyterian Sunday school, as
superintendent, and was a member of
the. local board of tho Potsdam Normal.
He was married to his first wife, Delia
M., Barnes, in ,Juno, 1849. She received
injuries1 in a-runaway which latt-r caused
her death. Besides his son, he leaves bin
Hecond wife of Tucoma, Wash., two
daughters, Mist* Clara Pettibone of Canton
and Mrs. George Hehnle of Nyack; one
sister, Mrs. 0 r L. Ingalla, Texas. Enter-
mt'iit will be at Ogdenaburg.
