' work after their restoration to health
My reasons for advocating such princi
pies are founder! on the. experiences of
nil modern phthisio-therapentists, who
huvti demonstrated that the, hygienic
and dietetic treatment in special sani-
tariums is feasible and successful in
nearly all climates.

I know from personal observation-
tliat cures of pulmonary tuberculosis
etVected in our ordinary home climates,
which are mi the average- not considered
as especially favorable i>»- this class of
s.unVi'ers. have been more, lasting and
more assured than cures obtained in
more genial climes. \'

And. with all due deference to thu
opinions of others, I do not believe
there exists any climatu \vhieh has a
special curative quality for any form of
pulmonary tuberculosis. Climate can
only be considered UH a more or los
valuable adjuvant in the treatment of
consumption, but not a sptriiie. -S. A
