oar company. He became private secre-
tary to the president of the company and
later spent two years in travel In Europe
and Asia. Upon his return he graduated
from Northwestern'University with the
degree of A. B. whloh he received in 1893,
and whioh was followed the next year by
the conferring of the Master's degree.
He took up graduate work in the depart-
ment of Sociology in the University of
Ohioago and in 1895 received the degree of
PhD. During the time of his graduate
work he held the ohair of History and
|Political .Solence In Lawrence University,
Appleton, Wis., and in 1894-5 was Uni-
versity Extension leoturer in Sooiology in
the University of Chioago. • .. i. -> . - >" "

Dr. Raymond was Professor of Sociolo-
gy and Seoretary of the University Ex-
tension Department of the University of
Wisconsin from 1895 to 1897 and was then
elected president of the University o'f
West Virginia.

It was while he was president of this
University that Director Aldrloh of the
Teoh. was a professor in the same institu-
tion.

A deep interest in social and eoonomio
questions has characterized Dr, Raymond1,
career as an ednoator and-hls growing in-
terest in popular adult education and his
faith in the Leotnre-study movement as a
means to this end led him to enter again
this field of work.

His lectures have been heard with in-
terest by thoughtful people wherever de-
livered.

GENERAL tONGSTREET.
Punvral of bead 'Southerner, Who Died

Suddsnly, jB«t For Torriorrow.
Gainesville, Ga., Jan. 4.—The funeral

of General James Longstreet, whose
death occurred here Saturday, will be
held in this dry tomorrow. All the
civil and military organizations of the
city will attend in a body. Comrades
in arms,of the distinguished dead will
act as pallbearers. Over the grave in
Alta Vista cemetery sons of Long-
street's old soldiers will fire a salute.

General Longstreet's death was dne
to an attack of acute pneumonia. He
had been HI two days.

General Longstreet was born in
South Carolina in 1821 and was gradu-
ated from West Point in 1842. He saw
active service in the regular army in
the Mexican war, gaining the rank of
major, lie served in the Confederate
army as brigadier, major and lieuten-
ant general, commanding the FlrstcorpE
of the Army of Northern Virginia,
1862-00 He was wounded by his own
troops lu the Wilderness in May, 1804.

After the war General Longstreet be-
came a Itepubllcan and held several
offices under the federal government,
among them that of minister to Tor
key. Since Nov. 2, 1897, he had been
United States commissioner ,of PadQc
railroads.
