
Interesting Address by Senator Chaun-
cey M. Dopew at the Jumel Man-

sion, Dec. 28, 1903, on tho Oo-
caiion of Its Acquisi-

tion by the City
of New York.

New York is tlie soeond city la the
world. It Is dtetiiiRUiBhtsl for' its blg-
nl'SH. In poniilutluu, coiimiiM'c-f, HIT-
cunrulaU'il wealth, industries nuil U'lmu-
t'lal lKiwi'r it sluuds ni'Xt to London,
nml in soiup (rf thtw respects sni'pussps
that iiK-trop'iHs, It holds the front rank
in its eilm-iitimml system, the iminbor
of students iu its unlvyi'&Uh's, coIlt'tjoH
und srhouls -ami In its charitU'S. It is
unique us compari'd with all cities of
tin- old world, both great and small,
that it lias nresorvi'il. but three monu-
ment* of historic interest. '1'hr delight
of the traveler'who intelliKeujly visits
oilier lands is contact with tin* archl-
tet-tural remains nf former times. The
history of the ages beemnes in these
castles, palaces, statues and fortresses
vividly realistic. These old towns are
all rlfii -in -weH. preserved-structures
wlik-hlillustrnle the story of their origin
and development. At utmost every
street ami square are found chapters
in stone of deep historic Interest But
tills metropolis, towering so magnifi-
cently ahove them all. has only hi its
IinsurH-dmi little bi'skles Kraum-e's tav-
ern. SV Paul's chiuvli and this recently
piuvhuseil .iumel' mansion. l*tit the
treasured relies of the older civilizations
and settlements are mostly remimlers
of tragedies. The Coliseum sp.-aks of
barbarous gladiatorial battles and the
ina-rtymlinn of Clirlstian saints. The
terrible stories of liuman sufferings and
of the sacrifice of human lights are
for nd among tile ruins-of the Koruui
ami the Acropolis, as well as in the
Tower and the Tulleiies. Hut our
three monuments, though hallowed by
wu little antiquity, Uioiigh insignificant
in their architecture, »»U dimensions,
are suggestive of everything brightest
and most hopeful in tlie story of civil
and religious liberty. They are full of
.inspiration as reminders of the heroes
and statesmen whose I'ebievements ere-
atedfrthis republic in. advanced the
world in human rlgl'ts - 'ore than had
been done in all preceding centuries. I t
was fif St. Paul's that the early patriots
of colonial times and Washington, when
president, worshiped. Framice's tavern
witnessed the assemblage of the solid
nitMi of Xew York who organized the
Sons of Liberty and prepared for the
Revolution. There also occurred the
pathetic and memorable farewell of
Washington to the officers of his army.

The story of this Jumel mansion Is
the rninunue- and history of many m-
terestinir'i»eriods in our national life.
It is singularly true that only in recent
years have we valued ..and cherished
and preserved b,y state aid .the relics of
our past history. The revivflt of pa-
triotic spirit by .voluntary'colonial and
revolutionary societies has done, mue-ii.,
to nrouse a general interest in scenic
und historic places. We ull remember
the years of struggle and anxiety be-"
fore the American women, aided by the
eloquence of Edward Everett, could
raise the fund for. the purchase of
Mount Veuion. Wo know-now that nut
I'm- this effort the. nation woijld,; have
lost all the educational and Inspiring
influences of tho home o£ Washington
Congress, state.-legislatures and inuulc
lpwl authorities permitted the destruc
tion of, many priceless treasures be-
cause until the civil war was ended
there was.always a doubt as to the
perpetuity of the republic. The best
men of.each generation believed the
I'ninn could n«t endure half fret1 and
half slave, and they saw no end pj
the contiict except in t\yo confederacies,
it is since the civil' war and_ almost
witjhin the last "deende that there has
been tills lively interest for the preset*
vatioii of the hindmarkM of patriotism

We often express our regret that we
were nut able to meet the great men

—of fnrmer .generations. The imngitm
Tfon pictures the fascination ol listen
ing tn their narration nf their dei-d>
and stories of iheir^coinpatriots. Bui
givnt men rarely and all too brlelly
talk of their achievements. We liavt
had In our own time characters who
will grow greater with the centuries,
ami many nf us have known tluut
well. (Jrant rarely spoke ol' his bat
tips or liN enrotM\ nor -ditt"Lincoln 01

' Sherman or Sheridan. They leave oui
dt* their butiiis the personal details crit
icisms und characterizations Toi which
succeeding generations hunset*. Wash
ington was reticent upon subjects
wltit'li are of absorbing interest to pos
terfty. It is a Bnswell who Ytecps the

'diary and enlightens the future. The
(-niiuiUoiis of greatness are, so isolated
that it is only at St. Helena where a
Hu«wi*ll is possible. But here In tills
iiuMî ion and grounds we havt* a place
wlii. h talks ehn|iiently, nud nil thr
wurlil rjin listen. It speaks mid pur-
t raw pi.-ture^iuely colonial and Revo
Iut1i>inrrr-Hi;i meters mid incidents and
the story of American life j'roin the co-
lonial perM down to our own day. The
spirit and inleiw loyalty to tifeat
Hriinin once pevnieated Us halls and
rouniM. Colonel lingi-r Morris, who had
biMMi wmmdi'd while with Ilraddnck's
army in the fatal liulit at Kort J)u
qiifsn,. and won dUiiuriinu with Wolfe
upon tin1 plain of Abrnlinni in the coil
quest of Quebec, dispensed here foi
niitny years elegant bnvpitnlity. The
odicers of the British gniTKuii. Hie gov
ornor of the province, the uiii?lstintp»
of tl;e city,- the leading citizens and
their wives anil daughters, v^'w all
charnihi'Jity enterjjijwpd. The niMtuiiH
and gallantries of the eighteenth <-en
tury wore as well exhibited here as in
the great house?, of London iiful Paris.

Uomaiicp and history have moved to-
jrctlier alnmt these grounds. The wifi
of Colcinel Morris was that Mary Phi-
lippe who won the heart of Washing
t«s:i and rejected his suit. 0)n his way
to Ko.̂ lnn and again o.i his return th
j.:ill:mt Virginian met defeat at the

tire.<l officer of the British army and
the son of an Kuirlish baronet, espous-
ed the royal cause. At the close c:f the
war he went with his family to Croat
Britain and ivas never permitted to ro- .
turn. This eRtate, which had 1*01113 _'
through the fortune of his wjfe^wus
confiscated. While Washington was
president he recorded In his diary that
with the. vice president, some members
of his cabinet and their ladle--, m re-
turning from a visit to Fort Washing
tou,, they dined at this-'house, which
was then a hotel, and he mentions that
it wan the confiscated property of Colo-
nel Morris. Possibly his early affair
with Mary PhlMpse was In the great
chieftain's mind when he penned this
minute. )Vo ran tnly wonder wliut
vere the emotion* of Mrs. Morris when
ili'e recalled the past and' the present.

She was living at that hour, in Knar-
land in comparative obscurity and pov-
erty, while the Virg:.i a nilonel and
planter, who seemed to her so lacking
in the graces and gallantries of the
British officers who were courtjng and
one of whom married. her, was then
the foremost man in the world, the
Father of* Ilia Country and the subject
uf eulogli'rt'aud admiration among Brit
ish statesmen and writers.

The old lumse. which was closed by
the (light of its owners, wiw reopened
by (icuer.il Washington us his bead-
inarters iumuiu'feil«ly after the disas-

trous battle of Um-A Island. It was
while the British were throwing up a
line of Jiitiviicliineuts a short distance
below, at Ninety -fourth street, that
from this piazza at lUOth street he was
watching the enemy ami preparing for
the battle which was imminent. Here
he gave audience to Nathan Hale prior
to the self sacrinVhig and fatal mis-
sion of thai gallajiit youlh. In this
brief period history once more becomes
•ainatice. Two young men of about the
same njje were constant visitors. -Aaron.
Burr was serving as Washington's sec-
retary, and Alexander Hamilton, by
his skill in command of it battery of ar-
tillery and building of earthworks, had
won the attention of the commander.
They were each about twenty, and the
long buttle between thorn began here,
ending In,the duel which was virtually
the assassination of Hamilton by Burr
twenty-eight years afterward. It was
here that Washington conceived n dis-
trust and dislike uf Burr, which grew
in intensity, and that confidence in
Hamilton, which became greater every
(lay of his life. Burr remained in this
position a few months only. With him
us private secretary and confidant the
story of Washington's career might
have been very different. He was* the

( K t fascinating as well as the most-
unscrupulous man of the period, with
the brains of a" Mnchiavelli and the
principles of Talleyrand. Hamilton, on
the other hand, was the incarnation of
loyalty, truth and honor and ppssesseil
uric<iualed* constructive abllltU'3 ' 'f**r

government. He had not'buly creative
power,- b*ut the talent to convince others
by the resisjless. strength dnd lucidity
of his logic

Washington was compelled to retreat
to Wostehester because of the danger
of a Hank movement which would pre-
vent his crossing the Harlem river.
The defeat at W1iit<j Plains was really
a drawn battle. Washington retired
to New Castle and the .Highland Hulls,
and the British returned to New YnrkT
Tile old house Tells of on iidventure
which might have changed the whole
course of the Revolution Washington,
with (ir-ueral .Greene, (Jeneral Putnam,
General Mercer and others, came here
on a reconnuissance. to see what the
British were doing with their intrench-
ments below.'-. V\mn this piazza at that
moment were gathered almost all there
was of the military brains und experi
erne of the army of the young Reyolu
lion, fur this was in 1770. Kifteen.'min-
utes after Washington bad left for the
Hudson river to return to Kort Lee the
house was occupied by a detachment of
British and Hessians . In Unit quarter of
an hour were-suspended the destinies of
the American republic I''roin the fall
of I77U until the evacuation ot New-
York li> the British army, at the close
ot tin'*'Wai in iYs:>. this house was the
centei of plots ami counterplots, of
campaigns planned and carried out and
camphimis abandoned on the-part of
i In* English commanders. There was
a revival, of its hospitality and bril
limit entertainments. A gay array of
uniforms nud colonial beauties could
be seen often dancing to the musju ol
th<- miHtai? bunds or strolling about
these grounds. With the departure of
l:i> Iit'iti-'h »«d the confiscation nf the

property came* dark days for the man
sion It WJSS a fanner's hnnie aud'H
hotel and under long litigation in the
efforts of Mrs Morris to regain ft as
part of her patrimony when she was
Mary Philipse. Jnhu>.Tacni> Astor had
the courage to purchase her claim for
$1t)(M)()O. a sum at that time suthVient
to make her comparatively wealthy on
the other «it1e.

She was
jimre than a woman of fashion, and

niadivljyr, iipiisn ihn favorite-gath-
ering place of art and letters, of Inw
und distinction nf e.wry kind, in the
•arly part of tiie nineteenth century.
She had a daring ambition, and with
her huslland's fortune anil her mvn
great abilities ami biauty had over-
come the diniciiltle-i of a very humble
and doubtful origin. \\ hen Nnpoleon
was dethroned the .fumels offered him

home for life. This young anil hand-
some American matron had secured a
position at court and anpicquniutanco
with the ' gwal emperor where she
(mild safejy mak.'1 such a stupendous
pn position. New York, however, was
too far from Prance 'for the exile of
Klba to plan his triumphant return,
which ended at Waterloo, and lie de-
clined. After the fall of Napoleon
this remarkable woman began gather-
ing Mies "of thf> empire for her homo
in New* York. Iu this she displayed
the name extraordinary ability which
li:nl marked her rise and career. Chairs
wlil'h Napoleon had.when lirst consul,

When Louis Napoleon arrivid here us

nn exile, he was received by Mad.-ini
Jumel as nn honored guest. She fur-
nished him with money and undoubt-
edly with her soaring and ambitious
spirit encouraged him for the adven-
ture which afterward was so signally
successful. Madam Jumel was n wid-
ow of fifty-seven, blut still possessed of
Ki'eat beauty and Aarm when she fell
under the spell of the fascination of
Aaron Burr. He had become a wau-
derer upon the face of ithe earth after
the duel with Hamilton. He~ had or-
ganized und almost succeeded in es-
tablishing an Independent republic in
the southwest and barely escaped a
conviction for treason. He had return-
ed to New York, almost forgotten, but
his great abilities ns a lawyer secured
him ii living practice.' Though seventy-
eight years of age, ho was7 still almost
hypnotically attractive to wolnen. ''He
stands alone among American historic-
al characters for a long life of illicit
a moil is and intrigues. A mattof" of
business J,ed. fo his call at the Jumel
mansion, and Madam Jumel was im-
mediately impressed by Ids courtly
ways and skill in compliments. She
Invited him to a dinner, giving him the
position of honor, and he won her ad-

. miration by his attention and the re-
mark,' "Madum, I give you my hand;
my tieart bus long been yours.'* She
refused his'offer of marriage, but Burr
knew women as well as he did law.
The next time he came he brought
with him a clergyman, and, after much
indignution at his presumption and lm-
pndenee (and muny protests that she
would never consent, she finally left-
the- room1 to her nged lover and his
clerical companion. When she appear-
ed ngnlh. It was in nil the splendor of
a gown fit 'or a bride. Burr instantly
grasped the situation, and, standing-
with her before the clergyman, the cere-
mony was performed in tlie room "where
nearly threescore years before he had
served as secretary to Washington.

During, hit* long and stormy life
Colonel Burr had suffered many vicis-
situde*. He had often been in extreme
poverty and was now in financial straits.
His friends and admirers thought that,
entering upon eighty as he was, hav-
ing won the affections of this rich and
accomplished woman and- secure in
position, of elegance and comfort for
the rest of his life, he would be con-
tent'. ' But his restless ppIr-H-was bound
by no limitations of age. Tlie wealth
of his wife aroused that appetite for
daring speculation which hail rojietrt-
edly been his unmaking. He abused
her ^confidence. lost a portion of her
fortune, and she summarily dismissed
him within a year. He died three years
afterward in loiieiihess and poverty at
Port Richmond, Staten Island. Madam
Jumel survived him for fifteen years,
during which time she-was always n
conspicuous figure in our eily life by
her charities, her hospitalities and th**
celebrities at honif and fmtn abroad
whom she entertained. She visited
Paris a nd recei veil mn rfcert n t'ten tion
fnun Louis Napoleon alul other mem-
bers of the Bonaparte family. She
died In IWTi.

Nowherp else in our city can be found

More Mian schoolbooks or
history, morn than biographies or li»e-
tiH't1-*. it will tell the story and tench
tin- tes^nn of the colonial struggle
n^nhKt the usurpations of the ministers'
of the ernw'n, of Washington and the
('fiit'iirntal army, nf Hamilton and con-
siiimintiiil liberty/of the fnrmniinn nf
the republic and its first president. The
ari'jii i iiy w'.M extend far und wide; It
will Incmi-c In wealth, majesty,.mid
pmu'i;; H* public buildings and it,* pal-
aces. \t< MWiiiies and Its parks, Its
wiuvhoii'se* iincl its wharfs, will grow
greater In number, appointments und
splendor*, hul one nf Its choicest jewels,
foreveWmainiitbicil in its original aim-
plicily. to iiwph-e pntrlntlim. good citi-
zenship, culture nml democratic spirit,
will he this iiimlest mansion of our
enrly days.

We have ui-own Iu material wealth,
though perhaps not BO rapidly as In
some previous years. There were noted,
particularly in tlie latter half of the
year, an apparent waning in the high
degree of prosperity which marked the r
past drauti'land a tendency toward de-
preciation oi; values and lower wages
without a coi'ivspttiKling decrease in
the cost of living. There was1 an un-
doubted Increase lii the -millibar and
extent of business failures, but these,
resulting largely from ovorcontklenco.
li'ftljjous' capitalization and reckless
speculation, have nut yet to a serious
degree affected, the general prosperity
of the country, "The real sources of
the country's prosperity—the resources
oi' nature and the Industry of mankind
—have lost mine of their fecundity.
The" soil, out of which conies our great-
est wealth, lias been wonderfully fruit-
ful. During the year we produced iu
round numbers—

Industrial Developments of the Year.
Whereas the tendency in the indus-

trial world during the.last few years
has been in the direction of consolida-
tion1 and concentration, developing cor-
porations and trusts of great magul

,tude1 and .influence, .the year Just pa^t
has apparently marked the beginning
of a trend in the opposite direction, oi
at least a movemeut toward lesscnnig
the power and possible attendant c\ ils
of industrial-und liscal combination^

As an outcome of legislatloa of tlit
Fifty-seventh congress, early in tin
year there was put in' operation tht
governmental department of conimi'Rt
and labor, one .of Us most important
functions being to supervise the UHIII
ods and give-publicity to the op'T.i
tions of corporations and trusts, uul.
the view of holding-them within whole-
some bounds. This was the first st.-i
of congress to bring the great industna
eonibinations'of the country under 1<-
gal restraint, and wits shortly'followei,
by the enactment of the Elkhis ami '
rebate law, designed to correct a rr<-
ognized injustice hitherto practiced hj
certain carrying companies in makinu
unfair discriminations in trallic ratt->
This was'stippleuWted by an auiplin
cation .of tlie Sherman antitrust a<-i
and the~Tn"terstate commerce law am..
the voting of an appropriation of $riun,
000 to the department of Justice for thi
prosecution of violations of these stat
utes. The most important litigation ir
this direction has been the action-
brought in the rutted States suprenn
and district courts against the North
ern Securities company attacking tin
legality nf the merger of the Orra-
Northern and Northern Pacllic rail
roads, which action is stnT pending.

Antitrust sentiment was greatly
stimulated by the revelations of tin
United States Shipbuilding company's
investigation, which showed the worsi
and most shameless forms of tlie trus-
evil. The depreciation of. tlie si-em-l
ties of the United States'Steel corpora
tion was a marked feature of the year'!
industrial developments. In line witt
this depreciation and partly as a result
of It there was a derided slump In tin

ma government and now awaits the
pproval of the, United States senate.

In our.purely-domestic political rela-
loua the most importunt development*
iave been the 4uvestigatlons of the
frauds in the postal service and gov-
ernment land bureau, which resulted
n the bringing to light of extensive
leculations extending over a series of

years and .in the criminal' prosecution
of various offenders. The army was
reorganized under the law providing'
for a general staff and a plan adopted
tor the'unifying of the state mllitia.|
and-'placing it under federal control. A
general staff for tho navy has been pro-
posed and will doubtless receive consid-
eration by the present congress.

In the. world at large there was nom-
inal peace during lyotf—at least the dis-
turbances that vexed the powers were
not dignified by the name of war.
ThereKSVUS, however, something akin
to war In European Turkey, where the
Macedonians, aided and abetted by Bul-
garia, sought to throw off the yoke ofi
(Jttoman oppression and misgovern-
nient. An armistice for the winter a\>-
penrs to have been effected, and the
uprising Is expected to break out next
spring with renewed vigor.

Owing to the refusal of Russia ti>
keep faith with the powers in relation
to the "open door" and tlie territorial
integrity of China, the situation hi the
:>rient has been tease during all the
year and now seems likely to develop
into war between Russia and Japan,
whose Interests are most vitally affect-
•d, with Manchuria and Korea as the

•battlegrounds. The greater part of
Russia's, tlect is now said to be in
Chinese waters, while land forces are
being rapidly pushed across Siberia
into northern ('Ulna. The outlook for
the world's peace at thp close of 190(1
is not altogether reassuring.
