Som« /V\u»lng» on th« Life and

Characteristics of Bach.

Just ontalde my window and parallel
with and close to the gluw a spider hu
si.un his hlB web with the art of the wear
•r, the skill of the mechanic and the de-
sign of a oivil engineer. There are spokes
or radii extending from a small circle In the
oenter whera they are seourely attaohed to
the sash ronnd about to whioh* they ate
made fast and taut. Beginning at the'
oenter and extending ontward for some
aix lnohe* are circular or oroia lines ex
tending from each spoke or arm to the
next and completing the clrole. These,
orosa lines are securely attached to the
•pokes and made taat giving the web as a
whole an octagonal appearance. As every
one has seen these webs, and as most ,of
us have deeply wondered many times over
the skill and mechanism Bhown in their
building, I do not need to be more speel
flo In my description of them for the pur-
poses which I have in mind.. Sitting at
my desk I cannot look ont upon the river
and fields and feast my eyes and through

' them by a mysterious agency my con-
^ soiousneu without viewing and watching
^ this ajax at his work. Seeing that he haB

plan, method, ability to adapt means to
his ends, ceasless and eternal vigilance and

. a cruel and murderous impnlse, have
awakened In me a train of thought not
altogether pleasing or beautiful perhaps
yet so.̂ >otent and suggestive aB to put me
into a' deep, meditative mood.

Who taught him how to spin and weave
the web, how to* build the net with so

._ much Bktil and precision in mechanism,
out in space, without ladder or staging, to.
make the threads taut and to tie them to

; the sash and to one another securely!
Do the older spiders' teach their yonng
how to do these things,,as man is required
and onmpelled to teaoh his yonng with
great and tedlourpatienoe! Does nature
or Qod endow them with all these qualities
on creation or do they slowly come to
them as a necessity from their needs, con-
dition and environmental-There aie many
species of spider and many olasseB of e'a'oh

. ...speoie scattered over the world. Did they
all spring from one stem or was there a
Bpeoial creation for each olaas or speoie?
Did Noah take him and hiB BponBe into
the ark!

Though these questions arise to me as I
contemplate this demon at his work, I do
not ask them for the purpose of answering
them for I oannot. &an In his compla-
cency, all importance and self sufficiency
does not see and cannot understand why
they were made at all or what useful
office or purpose they serve in life. He
thinks and not oniy~~th'tnks but .knows
that this pjanet was made for him, and he
oannot make ont why tigers, wolves,
snakes, spiders, flies, mosquitoes, gnats

' etc were sent here to live with, to pester
and annoy him. The ooming of all theBe
animals, especially those that are ferocious

•and a terror to man, greatly perplexed
and troubled all thinking men from the
earliest -times of recorded thought partic-
ularly after Ohriatlanity had gained sway,
and mnoh more ao in those early days than
it has thinking men in more recent times,
thonghit ia still an annoying problem. .

For many oenturles it was stontly main-
tained by the clergy and others that their
ooming, ferocity and poisonous bite were
a direct visitation upon man for his trans-
gressions. John Wesley, the father of
Hethodfom, as late as the sixteenth oen-
tnry affirmed that until the fall of man
the aplder was as innocent and harmless
aa a fly. Science has long slnoe dissipat-
ed all suoh nonsense., ..Spientlno research
and study have in very recent years pretty
securely established the dwtrlne of the
unity of all animal life. Even Count
Tolstoi the great Bnmian philosopher and
religious writer has just Issued a.volnme
supporting the proposition 4o which he
haFaddeditssaoredness. They are here and
by right, since surely the same force or
power whioh brought forth man created
them. The life they bear Is as great a.,
mystery and wonder as Is that of which'
man so proudly boasts. The prtnoiple of
life in the spider Is just aa Insoluble as in
man, just as subtle and mysterious,-and
for aught that I oan see, considering his
abilities, bis life and condnot just about
as gentle and humane.

But why uiiPhe build that mechanical
web so admirably adapted for his uses!
Did he construct it as a home? No, not
at all. He needs shelter as well as man,
at least in this olimate. Watoh him and
you will see his home is in a crevice in
the casing of the window. Thump the
glasB when he Is ont on his "preserve"
and he instantly rushes over the web and
up one of the long arms, never mistaking
the right one, to his shelter, his hiding,
hitf'homo. The web does not adhere to or
tangle his feet no matter how swiftly he
goes over it. Why notl Let any other
inseot try it and there Is a tragedy, Who
designed his feet and what is their jj>e-
culiarity that the web should not stiok to
them as it does to everything else! Do his
feet exude an oil that prevents or is it due
to their construction?

But why the web at the cost of so much
toil and labor. Watoh matters for a little
and we will learn. We cannot see him.
He is back in the oaBlng bnt not sleeptpg.
Whether he watches the web with his eyeB
or holds one of its threads in his hands to
tell him of any distarbance I do not know.
A fly,- fooled- by the glass ivhloh it does
not see and thinking the window an open
Way, sails into the web in its flight. The
instant it touches the wob.it is oaught and,-
weak and puerile as.isit8,tiny brain and
intelligence^ seems to know that it means
murder to him. How he struggles to get
away and the more he straggles the more
he becomes entangled. Quick as a flash
out from his hiding oomeB the black and
oruel demon and with lightening speed
rushes upon him. Fastening his jaws he
quietly holds him till life ebbs slowly
away when he winds him with web (or
fnture consumption. If the fly was a
strong one and did mnoh damage to the
web the spider repairs It before retreating
to his lair. .If not he goes at once to
watch and await another viotlm and thus

i the slaughter of one day follows another
through the warm season when he disap-
pears. What beoomes of him ,or how he
lives through the winter I do not know.
Whether he oan hibernate or whether he

0

salts his vlotlms down as man does pork
lor winter as* I cannot answer.

How we, Hpeotally women, hate him'
The oruel.nMty thing, the Utter cry out u
they rush for * broom with whioh to sweep
him and his web ont of doom. Is our
contempt due to his native ugliness, mur-
derous ilfe, reputation for having a poison-
ous bite or to his web, clean in Itself, yet
in our homes an evidence of laziness and
slotbfulness In the housekeeper since time
began? Probably our hatred of him is dne
to all these, yet how silly and ridiculous,
foolish and absurd for Christian man to
harbor 111 will and feeling toward him on.
account of his living by murder.

The same power or agenoy that endowed
man with hla superior intelligence gave
tiim the apparatus to spin the thread
and the ability to weave the web and for
the express pnrpofte of ensnaring weaker
Inseota—thaVhe-mighlrget a living In this
cold and vqruel world.1 For us to
criticise hla mode of life in to impugn the
great oreative force whioh' we attribute to
nature or to Qod. And since" we cannot
solve or even understand the mystery of
our own life, it sur*ely would be silly and
even contemptuous to oharge that, the
spider's life or way of living is purposeless
or wrong.

No, we oannot do that and for other
reasons than the common origin of the
spider and man. Cruel, pitiless and
merciless warfare seems to have been the
design in the oreation of animal life from
th6 beginning. To live has been and still
is one eternal struggle among them. One
animal .seems to have been designed and
oceated as food for another. About half
of the animal creation is herblverons,
'noncombatlve, weak In self defense,, and
the common prey and food- of their strong-
er and mote voraoionB associates. Why
it is so or Bhould be so we do not
understand. It seems to be and I. am
tempted to say is oruel and wicked heart
less, awful. Why should, one aulmal be
ohased, hounded, killed and eaten by an
other and that other in turn by a superior?
From thejungles of India, Africa, South
America to our own land and times even BB
in the sea also this ferooolousy bitter and
eternal struggle haa been and is still going
on, If it be all to redonnd to man why so
many venomouB and poisonous reptiles,
flies, mosquitoes, jgnats etc. . hat pester
him, fierce and voraciouB animals of which
he 1B afraid, none of which are a food or
of any use to him? Indeed, they kill and
eat other animals that are of use and a
food for man. Until man developed suffi-
oiently to construct traps and invent fire
arms the struggle between him and the
more feroolous-an.lm.ala,must have been
about equal. •

Bnt if thi9 game of warfare be all for
the service of man why were all those an-
imals that were designed for eating by
others, given a nervons system and filled
with a longing to live and look for their
yonng? Why were they not made dull and
B upid so that they wonld not have fear or
conoern at being' eaten? That surely
wonld have been a kindness to them. As
It is'they alllaralhalr yonng, long to live,
dread and fear their enemies most Blnoere-
ly, pathetically and earnestly. For aught
we oan see thes.e qualities in them do not
differ materially from the same qualities
in men except it be in degree and there
may be honeBt. doubt as to that. Seethe
fox or rabbit routed from his retreat by a
Christian and his dog. Is he not afraid?
Does he not' know what it mesns if he is
oaughtl Does he not want to live? How
he runs- and boundBl How swiftly he
turnB as he is about to be oaught! WhaJ
a sight says the hunter 1 His blood is as
hot as the dogs and there la not much, if
any, difference in their feelings. Why
this thirst in the man at least to oatch and
to kill? If it be a rabbit it will be thrown
aside. If a fox, the skin may be taken but
the hunter could have earned twice Its
value at some honest labor.

Nature, after treating one animal to eat
another, seems to have had some remorse
for the act since- she helps nearly all weak-
er animals to hide from their enemies.
The coat of the deer, rabbit and other
animals changes with the seasons to make
them less observable. Here we see nature
trying to help them, to save them from
enemies she haa placed among them
Nevertheless it is an aot of pure pity and
sympathy. She would not after all be en-
tirely oruel and heartless. Perhaps it was
necessary to have all these ferocious animals'
and perhaps, in the adjustment of things,
she could do no more for the weaker ones.

And what shall I say of man along these
lines! Is he too a spider In his murderous
proclivltiesl Does he build a web to en-
snare his associate animals! Does he take
their life and eat their flesh! If so Is he
less murderous than the spider and tiger?
If ao is not the act psrely on a par with
that ol the spider and tiger? In India the
tiger captures and Ings aw»y in his jaws to
his den and his young several hundred
people annually. He sees no wrong in
this. He wonld as soon eat a man as a
oalf. Ages ago when tigers were plenty
and man had no weapons of defense but a
olub they were no doubt eaten by thou-
sands. To us it appears appalling, awful;
but he takes them as food and by reason
of his weight whioh seems to be the law
or should I say rule governing all life not
excepting man. Man on the other hand
1B not content with slaughter for food
alone 'though his killing for this purpose
is something whioh staggers .even the Im-
agination and causes us to shudder. On
every farm In all our land slaughter of
various animals takes plaoe while la. a sin-
gle packing house of the many In the
west five thousand cattle, sheep and
swine are dally driven to the blook. If
you oannot go to Chicago to witness that
awful slaughter or do not wish to do so,
you oan step into any of the thousands of
meat shops in all the villages of this land
and get a little idea of the fearful taking of
life that 1B going on. They are dumb we
say and do not mind being killed. Dumb
they maybe, that is they cannot speak our
language, but thoy have utterances of af
feotlon for their young, of fear for their
enemies and of anger.' Dumb they may
be, but they, at least the cattle, know as
they are forced and prodded with spikes
in the end of poleB up the gangway to the
butoher that something terrible at least
awaitB them. .How some of them bellow
and struggle to turn baokl Even the
thought of so muoh slaughter is horrifying
to moBt women »nd to|aome men. It 1B to

ma and I could not do. it unless possibly I
was starving and I think I would starve
rather than to kill a lamb with a knife
Many ploturea of Jesus have him with a
laoib in tit» arms or with lambx following
him. Wh> ? Because' they are so gentle
and. dooile and look to man for protection
and broanse they are the common prey of
all voraoionB animals,

I confepB, perhaps I might say regretfnl-
ly that I eat meat myself, but seldom
since I was grown up without miBg'vtng.
as to my real rights to do so. When I aek
myself what abstract right I have to take
other lives/to feed my own I cannot an-
swer, except the-ev-er handy.pn .̂of might.
And yet J. do It as do all those ^ about me.
That does not' make it right, 'but it is a
migh'y help to those whose consciences
are pricking them. I know I oould live
and live Well, that is, thrive and prosper
without it for I have known people who
did. As fine a family of father, mother,
son, and daughter aslhitva known for
size, healthful appearance' and endurance
lived on an adjoining farm and never ate
mea£. There are many others soattered
here and there over the country- who do
not, some of whom are athletes.

More than half tho people of the world
do not lti'I other animals for food. The
sacred books of the Buddhist forbid the
eating of meal, which isreiigiousfyfollow-
ed by the vast numbers of that faith. The
Japanese, who arc fast reaching a first
class power position in the world, if they
have not a'.rtady done so, are not. a Theat
eating people Thus we see and know
that meat is not a necessity for physical
vigor or national growth Is it not con-
soling and comforting to find one of the
great religions of the world disapproving
and forbiding murder by man for food ?
Do they nnt in so doing honor and glorify
man by taking him out of the list of . ani-
mals most of which live only by killing
another and place him on a higher plane ?

Viewed in any way we please thiH bilter
and eterual warfare going on amongst all
animals from the Ant up to the lion and
eveli man. is more inexpMcable as to man
than it is as to any or ail other forms of
animal life. With him so*highly .gifted
and endowed beyond that of any other
species of animal, I cannot keep back the
thought that he ought 1>r "Should in some
way live differently ijom the lower animals
and practice a different means and mode
of living On the contrary ho does not,
And is in the melee of murder xvith the
others and the worst'butcherer of all. Not
satisfied with hilling as they do for food,
unlike them he wantonly kills for what he
calls sport' and amusement Notwith-
standing hejs the only one in the lot cre-
ated In the image' of the Father and the
only one possessing .ap, immortal soul, as
the most of us believe,- yet, strange and
singular as it is, is the only one -that de-
liberately plan,s and wages systematic and
organized warfare on his own species. No
other anirnal, so far<as I rea'd, does this
They seem to have too much respect or
love or whatever it may be called for their
own kind to«lo this. But man*, apparent-
ly, has none, with all his endowment, di
vine and mental,he orpani2es vast armies,
invades another people's territory and
with torch and gun robs and steals, dc-
"sfrovs.and kills, not directly for food but
for glory, territory and cussedness. It
would seem as a plain proposition that
civilized men atlea*st with their glorious
endowments should be above such-brutal-
ity.

If the great fund»menia! principle got em
ing animal life is might, then to the victor
in the struggle belongs the spoils - and
there is no place for pity. He who can kill
another by skill, strategy or superior
power, it that be true,, has a moral right to
the body of the defeated as food To some
the mere thought nf such a doctrine as a
moral principal is revolting If it be.
sound then there is nothing wrong in the
life of the spider or in the tiger rushing
away over the hills with a woman or child
in its jaws. If it be not sound why should
there be so many fierce and voracious ani
mals who cannot live except they kill and
why so many weak and .defenseless ani-
mals? If it be not sound how can we
justify this fearful and awful slaughter by
man C. E. S.

Columbus, O., Jon. 11.—Governor My-

ron T. Herrick was inaugurated here
today. Following the ceremonies, which
were held in the rotunda of the capltol,
there was a military and chic parade,
in which It is estimated that 8,000 men
participated. The death of former Gov-
ernor Charles Foster tinged the Inaugu-
ral ceremonies ,wlth sadness. The car-
riage in which he was to.Uave ridden in
the parade appeared in its appointed
place vacant and drapfd in mourning.

Professor Langiey Not Discouraged.
Washington, Jan. 11.—Professor Lang-

ley and his assistants expect to be
able to complete the airship, twice
launched and twice wrecked, in time
for its entrance in the flying machine
competition at the St. Louis exposition.
Although Professor Langloy and bis
coi'rj'l of experts have repeatedly de-
clined to discuss the tnnttqr, it has been
learned that the Inventor has decided
to enter the contest for the prize of-
fered.

Live Volcano In Kentucky.
Owingsvlllo, Ky., Jan. 11.—A volcano

on Sugar Loaf mountain 'in Rowan
county is assuming alarming propor-
tions. There are five fissures on the
side of the mountain, from which
smoke pours In considerable volume,

^accompanied by a deep rumbling noise.

He was born near
Tiffin, in Seneca county, O., on April
12, 182S. In 1878 Mr. Foster was elect-
ed governor of Ohio and re-elected in
1881. In the latter part of February,
1891, three weeks after the sudden
death of Secretary Wlndom, Mr. Fos-
ter was appointed by President Harri-
son to be secretary of the' treasury, a
position which be filled until the end
of the Harrison administration.

General Jqfen B. Gordon, last of the fa-
mous military commanders of the Con-
federacy and commander In 'clilef of
the United Confederate Veterans. He
was bora In Upson county, Ga., on
Feb. 6, 1832, and his life always had
been identified with his native state.
He was graduated from the University
of Georgia In 1852 and admitted to tb,e
bar In 1858. At the outbreak of the
civil war he raised a company of sol-
diers known as "the Raccoon Roughs"
and^olned the Confederate army. -̂ He
-saw severe fighting aricPSTnnvounded
eight times in various battles. He was
in tbe United States senate from 1873
to 1880 and again from 1891 to 1897.
He was governor of Georgia from
1887 to 1890.

Jean Leon Gorome, the painter and
sculptor, died In Paris Sunday morn-
Ing. He was born at Vesoul (Haute-
Saone) on May 11, 1824. M. Gerome
was present the previous night at the
dinner of tlie members of the Institute.
He conversed gayly, but his friends
noticed that his features were drawn
and advlijed him to retire early. At 9
o'clock in the morning his vulet en-
tered his bedroom and found him dead
In bed.

In Rome, Wednesday, the congrega-
tion of rites, charged with tbe process
of the canonization of saints, performed
the first of the series of ceremonies pre-
vious to the' canonization of Joan of
Arc—namely', the official proclamation
of the virtues and herojc deeds of the
Maid of Orleans. All the members of
the congregation were present except
Its prefect, Cardinal Cretoni, who has
been ill since the conclave.

Four men were killed and several
were injured by an explosion at the
nltroglycerin department of the Na-
tional Explosive works, eight. miles
from Penzance, England, on Tuesday.
The whole district was enveloped in a
cloud of black smoke, and nearly every
window at St. Ives, three miles, from
the scene of the explosion, was sliij't-
tered by its terrific force. .

A detachment of ninety-five marines
from the United States steamer Vlcks-
burg, lying at Chemulpo, were landed
on Korean soil on Tuesday to act as
guard for tbe American legation at
Seoul. This was made necessary by tbe
violent demonstrations of the Korean
army, which threatened an outbreak.

Five Chief Howe was killed and four
firemen named Gray, Robinson, Robert-
son and Seccombe were injured In a
five which destroyed the wholesale shoe
factory and warehouse of Sterling
Bros, in London, Out., on Wednesday.
