Lou.s as a part of the New York State ed-
ucational exhibit and for that reason it
was shipped U> the Hon Delanry M. Ellis
at Rochester to be bound uniform with
other exhibits. The work sent comprises
neatly six hundred sheets ranging in size
from 3xio inches to 22x28 inches, illus-
trating the written an.d-—jfraphrc" work of
the students, and covers- 'the subjects of
chemistry and chemical engineering, phy-
sical and electrical laboratory work, work
in home science, elements of mechanism,
mechanical • drawing, machine drawing
and design, descriptive geometry, electri-
cal charts and diagrams, and shopwork
exercises The work of the school will
a,lso be further exemplified by catalogues,
circulars, photographs and a complete
set of administrative blanks. Nine theses
embodying some of the original research
w-irk in civil, electrical and mechanical
engineering dune at the school were also
sent. The theses are those submitted by
former students, and are a part of the
regular work required for a degree. The.
preparation of such an exhibit means the
expenditure of a vast amount of time and
labor, but Clarkson will feel repaid for it
by the creditable showing she will un-
doubtedly make among the other schools.
The school now has an unquestionable
status among the other engineering insti-
tutions of the country, and is steadHy
gaining more and more recognition.

A SENSATIONAL
TRAGEDY.

Howard «»rfl«ld Commits a
Double (Erimo In Mtnnaapolla

Frees dlnpitohea from Minneapolis (jive
the following tiorj of the mnrder and su';
oide committed by Howard Garfield form
erly of Fotudam.

"Bold tbe line and listen. There Is go-
Ing to be something doing,'" telephoned
Howard Qarfield, from hUfl.it in the third,
story of thfi Winfleld Blook, opposite the
West Hotel In Fifth street, to G. L. Hart-
sook, a saloonkeeper in Second avenue.

Hartsook listened and heard over the
wire a woman's scream, followed by re-
ports of three shots from a revolver* He
knew Garfleld and his wife qqarrellnd,
and oonjectared she waa being murdered.
He qniukly notified the police,^and- a rfot
alarm was sent in.

Patrol wagons from police .hekdqgarters
carried half a dozen patrolmen. No time
was lost in breaking down the door and
entering the flat. On the floor in the din-
ing room lay 'Gatfleld guping,hia last.
He had pieced the mnzzle of~-»-revolver iff
his month and pulled the trigger, the bnl
let lodging In his brain.

In the sitting room his wife was found
dead! She had been phot twice, both bul-
lets entering her head. Garfield.-lived
only a few mlnntes. •

The woman, who was a vaudeville
actress, was known on the stage as Fearf
Guyotte.

She fonght hard for her life. The land-
lady in the hall heard the hoBband B y:

''I've had enongh of this, and >onVe
got to die."

He went to the telephone and called for
a certain number, and, after telephoning
his friend Hartsook to listen, left the re-
ceiver hanging.

Taking off his coat he proceeded with
his bntohery, first locking the hall door.
Hia terror strioken wife ^ Bhriekfed and
pleaded. He chased her from^room to
room, revolver in hand, and finnlly oangbt
hold of her. In their fierce straggle tables
and chain were overturned.

He finally snoceeded in dragging her
near the telephone,. evidently wanting
that his friend at the other end of the line
should hear the report of the revolver.

The first, shot produced only a scalp
wonnd, bui the second entered below the
left ear and oansed instant death.

Garfield shot himself while standing
directly in front of the telephone, hia
body falling across the threshold of the
door of an adjoining room.

Hartsook the saloonkeeper says:
"I thought Garfield waa joking when' he

called me up, but I could bear their voices
as if they were talking lond, the screams
and three shots, one after the other, which
sounded as if some one had beaten a dram
that number of times. - - .

I realized in a moment that murder
was being committed and 'phoned to ths
Central Police Station at onoe."

Garfield met Ills wife while she was
playing at the Central Theater at Hurley,
Wis., where he tended bar. He deserted
his wife and child and after a divorce mar-
ried the aotreea at Besnmer, Mich. He
was known at Hnrley as James Jennings
He oame to Minneapolis recently, where
his wife had been working at the Colum-
bia Theater. Pearl Guyotte was known
in vaudeville resorts throughout the North-
west.

It was jealously, not anger, that prqb*.
ably led Garfield to telephone George
Hartsook to listen at the telephone so he
could hear the revolver shots that killed
Pearl Guyotte.

Friends think that she had told Garfiold
that she Intended to fonake him for Hart
sock, and Garfield's scheme for revenge
npon her was to kill the, .woman and have
his rival listen to her aoreame of terror
and pleading)' for mercy- as well as the
revolver shots that killed her.

This explains why he dragged her olose
to the telephone reoelver, whtoh he had
left hanging so that the transmitter, would
be open. ~

Garfield "told friends he had $7,000 in a
nationaVbahk in Brooklyn, N. Y., which
he had brought from South Afrioa, where
he was daring the Boer war. Garfield
was a son of the late John Garfield of
Potsdam and left here a few years ago,
since whioh In has had a varied "and rov-
ing oareer.
