A Good Ottoman*
A good ottoman Is a most useful

piece of furniture for any house, and It
is one that can easily be made at home
at little cost. Begin by getting a stout
packing case of suitable size and shape
and fitting it with strong hinges and
a lock. This done, proceed to cover It,
but before you can begin Its outside
adornment you must pad the lid and
sides and keep the padding In place
with a covering of hessian or strong
unbleached muslin, nailed on firmly
and neatly to the box. One thickness
of wadding will be sufficient padding
for the, sides of the box, for you merely
want it to soften the hard edges of the
wood. But the lid, which is to be used
as a' seat, will need a good, tblck pad-
ding of wool, such as is used for mat-
tresses^ Be careful to distribute this
wool evenly, and, If you like, you may,
[when you come to putting on the cre-
tonne cover, "tuft" ths seat part In
ma'ttress fashion to prevent the wool

* from shifting outofplace. The tufting
Is not necessary, but it is liked by some
people, and It is easily done, the stitches
being taken, right through the box lid,
which Is first prepared by having holes
drilled or burned with a redhot skewer
at proper Intervals. The sides' of the
ottoman may be plainly covered or
adorned with a frill of cretonne, set
on neatly In plaits with strong tacks>»
The bottom of the box should be made
neat with a covering of hessian, nailed
closely at th(Tedgej»,- and then casters
should be screwed on. The casters are
important, for the ottoman will prob-
ably be leather heavy when filled with
clothes, and dragging a casterless piece
of furniture about is not only bad for

' the housekeeper, but also for the car-
* pet. If the box chosen be of unpinned
' wood, it would be well to paper the
inside before lining it with sateen or
glazed calico.

Method In Housekeeping:.
How many housewives make their

brains save their feet? ,
Very few, It is to be feared. How

many trips up and down stairs might
be economized by just stopping to
think of everything wanted Before
starting off! Previous to Betting about
a certain task, such as making pastry
or Ironing, it is well to collect all the
materials which will be needed; other-
wise there will be repeated trips over
to the kitchen dresser, down into the
cellar and out Into the back shed. Use
the same method when "tidying up"
and Instead of running upstairs with
half a dozen things separately collect
and take them all at once.

Ahove all. do not "rush." ns the mod-
ern slang expression gora. It never
yet accomplished ^anything. Go about
your work deliberately and rrnective-
ly. Use method; plan your work.

The getting up of the dally menu Is
not hard If you keep ,a scrapbook of
good recipes classified as suitable for
breakfast, luncheon and dinner. The
buying of supplies Is simplified by
keeping a neat list of all necessaries.'
You can then cheek off what Is needed
instead of being compelled to rack
your memory. • Half an hour each
morning spent in laying out the work
of the day will make everything go
easily. Work should never' be donfl
haphazard. A certain definite amount
ought to be averaged so as to occupy
the time available without overcrowd-

ing «.
Do not trust to memory In anything.

Business cannot be so conducted, and
housekeeping ought not to bo. Keep a
pencil and paper handy and rely on
memoranda.—Philadelphia Ledger.

Profeaaor Farrlnartnn Anawera a
(location Which la Often Aaked.

In answer to a correspondent ns to
the cause of .so much variation in* the
tests of cream, Professor. E. H. Farrlng-
ton In the Country Gentleman replies
as follows:

"Cream often contains considerable
air mixed with It, either that which
is forced into it when milk Is skimmed
by a cream separator or from the guises
formed when cream sours. On ac-

"cdunt of these gases a pipette full of
such cream will hold a certain amount
of air, and consequently not the full
volume of cream. Cream is so much
thicker than milk that more or less if
it adheres to the inside walls of the
pipette when it Is emptied. The' glasB
does not drain so thoroughly as when
milk is measured, and there is left con-
siderable fat In this cream adhering to
the walls of the pipette. This adhering
cream Is. not of uniform quantity.
More of It may be left In the pipette
from eome creams than from others.
The amount which sticks to thejjipette
depends a great deal oh the richness
and ripeness of the cream measured.
Cream bottles and pipettes may not
be accurately graduated. One person
may test cream by measuring into tho
cream test bottle with a 17.6 c. .0'.
pipette, and another may test by
weighing the cream [after it is meas-
ured into the test bottle. There is a
difference in the testB made by weight
and by measuring the cream. A thin
cream containing, about 15 per cent
fat may be measured with a pipette
and fairly correct results obtained, be-
cause a pipette full of such thin cream
will weigh nearly eighteen grams. But
a jrrpette full of rich cream containing
40 or more percent will weigh some-
where about sixteen grams, and when
this Is measured into a test bottle the-
result obtained will not be nearly so
accurate as may be the case when a
.thinner cream is measured and tested.
On account of the effect which the fat
and the air bubbles In cream may. have
on Its weight it is always safest in
testing cream to use_a scale for 'weigh-
ing the quantity tested in each bottle.
In cream testing as well as to milk
testing It is necessary that acid of the
proper strength should be used, that
tlie tester should be rtm at full speed
and the required length pf time, and
that the test bottle chamber should be
kept warm during the whirling. The
temperature of the bottles during test-
ing may be regulated in steam turbine
testers by the arrangements now pro-
vided on the modern mnchines^of this
type. If a hand tester is used the
cream bottles should be kept warm by
placing them In hot water and by add-
ing hot water to the tester while they
are being whirled. A difference in
temperature of twenty or more degrees
win affect the length of the fat col-
umn arid consequently the per cent of
fat read on the neck of the bottles."

World'a Fair Dairy Barna.
The barns for the dairy department

of the world's fair at St. Louis are be-
ing constructed, and they will be ready
to receive their occupants before the
first of the year.~TTheir location is at
the north end of the live stock site and
just -west of the proposed live stock
forum or main amphitheater. The
barns will be uniform octagons 100
feet In diameter. Each will have thir-
ty-eight stalls arranged in a semicircle
with a rear promenade twelve feet
wide to accommodate visitors. Eight
box stalls 8 by 12 feet will be provided'
for the cows at calving time, nnd two
box stalls will furnish quarters for
bulls.

Fighting OleomaLfgaurine

The state dairy and food department
of Ohio has been in receipt lately of a
number of protests from traveling men
against the utter disregard by certain
hotels of the oleomargarine law. lu
response to these protests warnings
were sent to the proprietors. A circu-
lar letter will be sent to every hotel
beepe.' in the state calling attention
to the provisions of the law regarding
this matter, together with the intima-
tion that the department intendB to
use repressive measures. The law on
the' subject prohibits the use of artifi-
cial butter that contains any coloring
matter not natural to the product. The

'.Btatute also prescribes the display of a
card, nst less than 10 by 14 Inches in
size, upon which are.to be shown in
letters not less In'size than one and a
half Inches square, In black Ink, the
words, "Oleomargarine sold and used
here." , This must be shown in the eat-
ing room where the substance Is served
and must be In n place therein where It
can be easily read. The penalty for
falling to observe .the law is a mini-
mum fine of .$100 for the first offense
and a maximum fine of $500 and nine-
ty days in jail for subsequent offenses.
—Dairy and Creamery.

Beef Trnat Violate* Law.
According to statements by several

of New York's most prominent butter,
poultry nnd egg dealers, the internal
revenue Department at Washington, as
well as the revenue- officers of New Jer-
sey and New ' Yprk,' will1 Shortly be-
called upon to arrest and prosecute,
certain alleged agents of the beef trust
who for several years have been sell-
ing and delivering oleomargarine in
New York and Jersey City in violation
of the state and national laws. The
step has been decided on by the lead-
Ing commission houses in retaliation
against the beef trust for invading the
New York poultry, butter and egg mar-
ket because farmers and butter men
of the state dared to oppose the trust
In having the tax Increased on oleo-
margarine. The, oleomargarine is
brought east, they say, In the bottom
of refrigerator cars under the beef.

A French chef, 'who prepared the dish
for the Due de Chartres In 1774, Is said
to have made the first Ice cream. Lord
Bacon was aware of the process of

' congelation by means of snow and salt,
but to him it was a scientific fact of
greater or less Interest, and he had no
Idea of the delightful possibilities of
this process on various eatables.

Iced drinks and water Ices were
known to the Parisian epicures n cen-
tury and a half earlier, the dainties
having .probably come from the far
east by the hand of some traveler who
had tested sherbet The English knew
er cared nothing for such artificial re-
freshment till the present century.
Even now they do not regard the "Iced
pudding" with especial favor.

The Orlarln of Mexaotlnt.
Colonel von Slogen, a Dutch artist of

Oerman extraction, holding an ap-
pointment at, the court of the land-
grave of Hesse-Cassed, was the in-
ventor of mezzotint, that branch of
engraving which comes nearest to na-
ture, though it is far from being the
host means of artistic expression.'

It dates from about 1611 and Is said
to have been suggested by the rust on
a weapon which a soldier was clean-

• Ing. The first fruits of this newly dis-
covered process consisted of a picture
of the landgrave's mother, the dow-
ager landgravine, which Slegen pre-
sented at court, stating, that no copper-
plate engraver or artist could explain
or Imagine how it was done. „

Evelyn, in his "Sculptura," 1662, at-
tributes the invention to Prince Ku-
pcrt. Anr original letter of Siegen's
still in existence proves this to be an
error, for Slegen met Prince Rupert In
Brussels In 1654 and disclosed the proc-
ess to him then and ^he.r,e,-'knowing
that the prince bad already practiced
etching. - •

More than a hundred engravers In
mezzotint did for the pictures of Sir
Joshua Reynolds what line engravers
had done for Raphael.

The Seuae of Smell.
That we have -not entirely lost the

animal basis^of judgment, the sense of"
smell. Is proved by the [ fact we do
tell ourselves very much of other peo-
ple by the nose, often unconsciously.
The blind distinguish their friends by
the smell of handkerchiefs or coats.
Unconscious sensations and uncon-
scious judgments have their field. We
know far more by smell than is sup-
posed. Some classes have apparently
become degraded in senses as well as
habits, for their basisjof social judg-
ment Is below that of the animals.
Those who have had their senses keen-
ly educated are accustomed' to judge of
persons by odors. Australian children
possess the doglike sense of trailing
people by scent, and experiment re-
veals that this is to some degree pres-
ent In every one. Strong attachments
are not so rigidly Ideal as we like to
suppose. There is a physical basis' to
all onr likes and dislikes. It is this
which underlies the! demand of refined
people that their friends shall be clean-
ly.—Open Court.

Tbe Mammoth Cave Rat.
The cavern rat, found to the Mam-

moth cave of Kentucky, Is of a-soft,
bluish color, with white neck and feet.
It has enormous eyes, black as night,
but quite nnprovlded with an iris. These
eyes are perfectly insensible to light,
and when tbe experiment has been
made of catching.a cavern rat and
turning It loose in bright sunlight It
blunders about, striking Itself against
everything, Is unable to provide itself
with food and finally falls down and
dies. In its native depths, however,
It is-able to lead a comfortable enough
existence, as its^enormously long whis-
kers Are so extremely sensitive that
they enable It to find its way rapidly
through the darkness. Tbe principal
food of the cavern rat consists of a
kind of large cricket of a pale yellow
color and, like most other cave dwell-
ers, itself perfectly blind.

No terms would be strong
enough to express the degree of foul-
ness in this milk. The thought came
at once, What an Injurious effect such
milk is likely to have on the quality of
butter If it were allowed to be used lu
the factor}-, together with the remain-
der of the milk! This klpd Qf milk Is
evidently one of the causes of poor
butter that are likely to steal in on a
creamery operator.

These two 'salty samples had a fat
content of 1.8 and 1.0 per cent respec-
tively. It is interesting to note that
both came from cows that calved this
spring. They were both in good condi-
tion and about se,ven years of age. The
owner of the cows told the writer that
they never used to "go dry," but gave
a good .quantity of milk the whole
year round. "And now," he declared,
with special emphasis, "as soon as tfiey
start to give this kind of milk the
quantity decreases to about one gal-
lon daily, and this occurs soon after
calving. They have been out of pas-
ture and fed on dry food without any
change in the milk." Both cows were
allowed to dry'up. What the quality
of milk.will be when they calve again
remains to be seen. ^

It is likely that the cow, having been
milked so long without any rest, might
have been the cause of the secretion of
this abnormal milk. — C. Larsen in
Creamery Journal.

A picture of another cow has 'been

going the rounds labeled "Hayes Rosle."
Herewith Is shown an excellent like-
ness of the real Hay«s Rosle. This fine

Guernsey cow is the property of T. L.
Ames of Boston. She has a record of
6,872.2 pounds of milk in five months,
producing 812.26 pounds of butter fat.
Need of Improvement Xn the Dairy.

The larger part of dairy products Is
produced In such poorly kept and In-
sanitary dairy barns, dairies, cream-
eries and cheese factories and they are
of such inferior and uneven grade that
it not only discourages the use of all
dairy products, but keeps the price of
first class products much below what
it should be.

It is largely owing to the present in-
sanitary practices in dairying, causing
tbe poor quality of milk, butter and
.cheese, that people are reducing the
amount consumed, even in these pros-
perous times, when money 1B1 spent
freely. On account of this increase in
demand the price is not so high in pro-
portion to the price of other foods as it
should be.—Cor. Chicago Tribune.

Homemade Starteira.

A homemade starter can be made by
saving one or two quarts of milk from
some healthy cow, as near freBh as
possible. The milk should have a good
flavor, be well aerated, placed' In a
sterile vessel-, covered with a cloth and,
allowed to develop tjie required acid
naturally. Tills is used instead of the
commercial1 culture, and from this
point tbe treatment would be the sam'e
as with the culture. When the starter

,is added to cream it should be thor-
oughly strained through a small enough
mesh strainer to insure a thorough
breaking up of the coagulated parts.
Na arbitrary rule as to the length of
time a culture or starter^wlll retain
its purity can be given, but t6 a great
extent it Is In the hands of the opera-
tor to prolong* or shorten the time.—W.
B. Griffith in American Agriculturist.
