Protectins Manure.

The best meth-
od is to use plenty of bedding to ab-
sorb all the liquid manure and keep
the stable dry and sweet. This manure
may be hauled directly to the field, but
since it is not possible to get.upon th»
land at all times and may be incon-
venient for other reasons the most de-
sirable method Is'to stare the manure
undercover until it can be convenient-
ly placed on the land. The writer a
few yearB ago constructed"a- shed "for
the double-purpose of holding the ma-
nure prdweed by forty cows and
twelve horses and to serve as shelter
for the cows, during the stormy days
wherfthey were turned out for wate1^
sunshine and exercise. This shed was
28 by 96 feet, being closed on three
sides and open on one long side which
faced the east The cattle could stay
under the shed or out In the open yard,
and somewhat to our surprise the£
usually chose to stay out in the open,
enjoying, the Bunsbine, but sheltered
from the west and north winds.

The Hena Tint Give Winter E m .
Poultry houses should be put in

shape for winter. Mend the windows
and clean the glass. Coat felt roofs
with hot coal tar and sprinkle with
fine, sharp sand. Bank the walls out-
side with earth and leaves covered
with boards. Store a few loads of
gravel and dig earth. Arrange to make
the roosting place extra warm by lining
the walls-and use of curtains. Hens
which roost warm by night and keep
dry and busy by day will lay winter
eggs.

The exports of wheat
for the twelve months ending June,-
1903, were nearly 155,000,000 bushels
and the exports of flour nearly 18iOU0,-
000 barrels. The principal countries
which took wheat from the United
States, in their order as to quantity,
were ,the United Kingdom, Germany,
British North America, Africa and
France. The principal buyers of flour
were the United Kingdom, Holland,
Germany, China, Cuba and the West
Indies, Brazil, Japan and Africa. The
total valueof the exports of wheat and
flour exceeded $178,000,000. Previous
to 1872 the largest crop of wheat raised
in the United States did not equal the
amount exported thirty years later.

Commercially the millers of the Unit-
ed States outrank all others. Their
mills are the largest and have the great-
est capacity. The development since
the Introduction of the purifier and the
rolls has been such that American flour
now competes successfully In all for-
eign countries from which it is not de-
barred by prohibitive tariffs.—"Story
of a Grain of Wheat."

A. FEED RACK. notch it well.andnotch it well.and
spike It down. Now lay poles all along,
resting the foot of each under the bot-
tom log on the inside and leaning the
pole on the top log in the middle. Then
lay one from the opposite so as to make
an X, using the log in the center as a
rest and the bottom log as a foothold.
Fasten the end poles, and the others
will stay in place as long as the straw
is kept in there. You can make them
any length desired. The poles being
laid alternately give space enough to
admit the horses to the straw,-and by
having the poles ten feet or more long
the rack will hold a good load of hay
or—straw for about twenty feet h\
length of crib.
