A new
receiver has been appointed, and he has
found an inventory taken ih 1901 showing
the company's appraised assets to be
about $̂ 0, 000. It is -feared that the com-
pany's financial affairs are in such a wreck-
ed condition that the stockholders who
have claims for $240,000. will recover

TO PREVENT
FOREST FIRES.

Bills A»»«;»«ln« th« Sort ori
I ta t .

How to prevent the recurrence of such
forest fires as those which devastated large
areas in.ihe Adirondack: last summer Is
one of the most serious questions that will
be brought before the Legislature.

Those-..fires have been increasing in
frequency in recent years, and » large
amount of property has been distrdyeiLby.
them annually. IriformaUbn has been
brought btfoie the special Legislative
committee appointed* on the recommenda-
tion of Governor Odell at the last session
to study th: entire subject of forest preser-
vation that tends to the conclusion thst
(fopny of the forest tires that have pro> ed
so destructive were started by men who
hoped as-a r< suit* to obtain. employment
from the state as fire wardens.

These wardens rrceive $4 a day, which
is a desirable sum In the Adirondack / re-
gion. It has been suggested that the most
effective way in which forest fires could
he checked, would be to reduce the com-
pensation of wardens to $2 a day.

Animosity against the wealthy owners
of private parks in the forest region, it is
also believed', has much todcr with the
starting of forest fires.

More than seven hundred thousand acres
of Adirondack lands w'.thin the lines of
the state forest preserve are in the hands
of .private owners, who have established
their "camps" there. Hundreds of men
who formerly made their living as guides or
bv shooting and fishing in the woods are
now driven, by wire fences and 'rho tres-
passing" signs, to seek employment either
from the stale as tire wardens or from t'le
summer residents as guards.

It cost $77.ouo last year to fight. Adi-
rondack forest lires. The present law
provides that half the expense shall be paid
from the state treasury and half by the
localities where the fires take place.

Senator Malby and Asemblyman P'ank
of St Lawrence County, have prepared
(ills cutting down the proportion to be paid

by the towns to 15 per cent., leaving the
state to shoulder 85 per cent, of the cost

They contend that fires are increasing
so rapidly and the outlay for fightinfrthem
is so hea^-that-the towns can n,q,|pnger
afford to pay fi'ty per cent

Ministers and "Calls,"
It is quite common for people to impugn

the motives that actuate ministers in ac-
cepting or-declining calls If they accept
calls wKich promise them larger salaries
than they are at present receiving they a'e
sometimes charged with being mercenary;
if they decline them a "lack of business
sense" Is alleged against them. Tho sal-
ary is an important consideration, especial-
ly to a minister who has a family to pro-
vide for and to educate; but if he be a
truly conscientious and devoted minister-
as ministers very generally are—the size of
the salary is not in his judgement the
moat important question. With him the
question of duty Is paramount. That is
the standard rule which influences his de-
cision. It is not for "theloaves and fishes"
that true and faithful ministers serve the
Lord. The all controlling question with
them ivhen invited to a new field is: "Will
it increase mv influence and enable me to
do more effective work for the master? "

However true it may be of some men, it
is not true, as a rule, of ministers that " the
voice of the Lord is on'the side of the big-
gest bank account." Our conviction
agrees with that of The Herald and Pres-
byter that "taking ministers as a class
they average higher, both for unselfishness
and for business ability, than any other
class of an equal number of men.1—The
Christian Intelligencer.

Disastrous Fir? In Wheeling, W. V«..,
Wheeling, W. Va., Jan. 18.—In one of

the most disastrous fires ever experi-
enced in this city an entire block in the.
heart of the city's business district was
within the space of an hour reduced to
ruins, entailing a loss of nearly $200,-
000. The fire originated in the boiler
room of the Wheeling Dally News and
spread rapidly, entirely consuming the
newspaper plant, which was one of the
finest and most complete In the state; a
wholesale liquor hovue owned by Shae-
fer & Drlehbrat and the extensive plant
of the Locke Bros.' Shoe company. Sev-
eral otter buildings caught flre, but
were saved by the prompt work of the
fire department and volunteer citizens.

ft HITCH ON TWO POINTS
Russia and Japan Lack So

Much of Agreement.

(TO MEANS OF COMPROMISE FOUND

.While th»'Question of P«ae« or War In
the Far East Trembles In th« Bal-
ance Muoh Is Still Hopsd For In the
Czar's Influence.
London, Jan. 18.—In what it claims

as an authoritative statement the Daily
lirnphic this morning announces that
the negotiations have arrived at a stage
leaving two points upon which neither
Russia nor Japan Is Inclined to yield
and as to which no means of a compro-
mise have yet been found.

Both these points concern Manchuria,
and their acceptance would not in the
slightest modify the legal status quo or
change the administrative situation in
Manchuria, but Japan Insists "thnt
they be embodied In a treaty between
.JjiJMU'.. and Russia, while Russia as a
matter of amour propre refuses to ac-
cgpt such 'dictation at the hands of Ja-
pan. Much, however,' Is still hoped
from the czar's influence."

The statement adds:
"Of course any attempt of Russia to

increase very largely her naval forces
in the far east by moving her Black
sea or Baltic fleet would make war- a
question of only a few hours."

This statement seems to be borne out
by dispatches from Tokyo yesterday
thnt Japan had received Russia's com-
munication snylUK that Russia would
respect the rights and privileges al-
ready acquired by the powers In Man-
churia under the existing treaties with
China except in the case of the estab-
lishment of foreign settlements, which
shows that negotiations are continuing
on the question of Manchuria.

At tlu> Japanese legation it was said
thnt no fresh news had been received
and tluit the situntion remained, tin
changed.

The Times' Tokyo correspondent says
that in recent speeches by publicist^
the clnlm was mtide that Japan N
tightlng for Anglo-Saxon ideals in
isin instead of military despotism and
hat several Tokyo journals rejoi'-i-

that "America is now in the-snuii'
camp with Japan."

- British Influence For Peace. •
The Russian correspondents of tin1

Times hear that a special council pre-
sided over by the czar arrived at the
conclusion that war should be avoided.
Tile inference, they' say, is that the
speech of Premier Ralfour at Manches-
ter on Jan. 11, In which he sa'tdv-£No
one can' contemplate hostilities between
two great civilized countries without
feelings of misgiving and of depres-
sion" and added that Great Britain
would carry out to the fullest extent all
her treaty obligations, greatly influ-
ences this decision. It, is reported thnt
as a result of this conclusion Russia
intends to open ports in Manchuria,
withdraw her pretensions with regard
to. Korea and possibly even not retain
Port Arthur as a military stronghold.

The Daily Mall's Port Arthur corr*-
Bpondent estimates that the.total nun)
ber of Russinn troops now In Manchu-
ria, is 200.000, half of whom are guard-
ing the railway. The correspondent
says:

"China's firm stand since the renccu-
patlon of Mukden has compltattecl-tne-
Russian arrangements in Manchuria
for defense and doubled the difficulties
if guarding the long line of communi-

cations! between the boundaries unil the
coast line. The council of war is sit-
ting dally. The port of Newehwnng
and ports on the Yalu river arc Ice-
bound."

Japan la Ready to Fight,
Tokyo. Jan. 18'.—Japan does nut an-

ticipate Russia's rejoinder for at least
one Week. In the meantime the nation
is prepared and- grimly reconciled to
\i'ar. Political and otner distinctions
have disappeared, and the country is
patriotically united. The Japanese peo.
pie would welcome an honorable peace,
but are resolved' to fight before reced-
ing from their position in 'oriental af-
fairs. They fear the aggression of Uus-
sia and believe if it is not stopped now
it will never be stopped. They arc con-
fident that their demands are fair and
moderate and that their diplomacy,
which has been patient, has gone to a
reasonable limit. They expect the
world's sympathy in the struggle.

Mammoth Cav* Visitors In Parll.
Louisville, Ky., Jan. 18. •—Eighteen

delegates to the convention of the Na-
tional League of Commission -Mer-
chants were thrown into the icy water
of Echo river, which winds through
Mammoth cave,- and were saved only
by the coolness of the guide, John Nel-
son, and the heroic work of Charles A.
Muehlbronner of Plttsburg. The boat
occupied by the party sank in eight
feet of water. •

Bonier Co'rtvicted of Murder.
Buffalo, .Tan. IS.—Charles Bonier has

been found guilty of murder in the first
degree for killing Franz and Johanna
Prehr, an old German couple, In their
little home In Jefferson street. The
verdict carries the death sentence with
It. Bonier, who is seventy-four years
old, took the conviction coolly, lookin;
calmly at the foreman as he announced
the result of the jury's deliberations.

Mustaches and Hats Wreck Church.
Greensburg, Tu., Jan. IS.— An at-

tempt to enforce laws against the
wearing of mustaches by i'uen and of
hats by women has caused a rebellion
In the German Baptist church at Ja-
cob's Creek. The congregation, once
one of the strongest in western Penn-
sylvania, has practically been dissolv-
ed, more than 7."> per cent of the mem-
bers having been excommunicated.

Chicago Convention Called.
Washington, Jan. 18.—Senator Han

na has issued the call for the next Be
publican national convention. The call,
which follows the lines set by prece-
dent, summons the delegates to convene
in Chicago at noon, Tuesday, June 21.
Senator Hanna took occasion to deny
that any special slgniflitance attached
to his delav in Issuing the call.

BECHTEL MURDER TRIALS.
Both Wtlstnbargsr and Eekataln At>-

' quiittd Quickly.
The Bechtel murder trials opened at

Allentown, Fa., Tuesday, with the ar-
raignment of David Welienberger,
charged with being-an accessory be-
fore and after the fact of the murder
of Mabel Bechtel, the pretty silk mill
girl who Was mysteriously killed In
October last. 'Welsenberger was freed
from the charges without hearing any
testimony and inside of fifteen minutes.

Alois Eckstein, Mabel Bechtel's
fiance, also charged with complicity in
the crime, was then called to the bar of
the court.

On Wednesday afternoon, Indignant
at the conduct of the prosecution In
the Bechtel murder trial, Judge Trexler
suddenly adjourned court after he had
Instructed the jury to acquit Alois Eck-

"steiij of complicity in the crime both
before and after the fact.

Tiio judge's impatience with District
Attorney Licntenwalner began soon
after the case was called, aud it grew
until he stopped all proceedings aud
asked the prosecutor if he himself In-
tended to direct the hearing for the
stute or leave it to his assistant. On
the statement that the district attor-
ney would not give the case to his as-
sistant Judge Trexler instantly ad-
journed the hearing. In ordering the
end of the-session three hours" before
the regular time the court said:

"It Is sad indeed if we have come to
such a pass that the question of guilt
or innocence of people accused of mur-
dor depends on the drunkeimess'or so-
briety of a prosecuting officer."

The third chapter in the Bechtel mur-
der cast1 ,was begun Thursday when the
lirst of the trials that are to be accord-
ed thy members of the girl victim's
family-was i-nlled. Mrs. Bechtel, the
aged mother of Mabel, is the first to go
through the ordeal.
' During tlu> impaneling of the jury
Mrs. Bechtrl, overcome- by her emo-
tions, gave way to a violent fit of weep-
ing and was led from the courtroom.
Her breakdown was caused by refer*
i-m-e to the suk'idc of her son, which
follnwed Ills arrest for alleged complic-
ity in the murder of his sister: Two
witnesses only wei-e examined during
the day.

Mrs. Beehtel is no longer in danger
of the sallows. The worst thivf caffTie-
fall her is a conviction for manslaugh-
ter. The district attorney, Lichtenwal-
npr, announced at the opening of court
that he had abandoned all the indict-
ments for murder and that all he wo.uld
now press were those charging Mrs.
Bechtel, her daughter, Mnrthu', and her
sons, John and Charles, with being1 ac-
