It ia aome time alnoe I have seen any-

thing In our local papers about good roada
For a while the road question waa the all
absorbing toplo, bat Barge Canal, Kunlpl
pal Lighting,,water power and dams came
to the front and roads wore neglected.

About a year ago I, with many others,
•voted to Chang* from the day's works
plan to paying out tax in cash. Tha cash
plan waa adopted, and now after ayear'H
-trial could a vote be taken, without donbt
the people would obange back to the'day's
works plan again. If any who voted for
the cash payment do not like the way It
worked the past year. They say that the
road* In town aa a whole were never so
poorly attended to before They admit
that aome good woik has been done and
aome good road made, that is aa good as
-could be made with the machinery and
tools provided, bat complain that many of
the worst rc**rtave not been looked at,
ar repaired and are now in a very bad con
dltion, and when spring comes will be al-
most impassable. Now I think this in the
main ia true, bnt I believe the fault Is not
In the plan of cash •payment of the road
tax, bnt In the practical carrying out of
the earns. "Before we find too much faqlt
let us remember that this has been the
first years trial of the, cash plan, that the
commissioner entered npon hla duties with
little experience In that line and h u
donbtlew learned many things that will
help him to act more efficiently the coming
year. With his yea«> experience "i
double the amount of monev to help him
we may look for more and better work.

I will mention some things that seem to
need attention. Of oourse the commission
•r did not know the condition of all the
roada in town, and conld not without go
ing over the town and consulting the past
road masters of the different road distrlota
In every road district there are sections
that need special attention such as hill
and springy places where a few boors
work In time would save days of bard
labor later. These place* are known to
the local road masters. If the commission
er wonld take the time (and I believ* It
would be time well spent) to go over the

..town, find these places and appoint some
one near by to watch them carefully and
do a little work in time for which h
•hou d be paid, onr roada would be b- ttel
oared for. I do not believe we oan evei
make good crashed stone roads without
the use of a heavy iron roller, one that la
heavy In itself or can be weighted with
stones while in i « , Notwithstanding all
the fanlt finding I am still in favor of the
cash plan, and ready to pay an additional-
tax tor the purpose of buying a first olasa
heavy iron steam roller for flse on onr
town roada.

Prominent St. Louis Citizan Ends Lif*
In Florida \lndar a 8hadow.

Bt Louis, Jan. 18.—The announce-
ment of the death of James L. Blair in
Eustis, Fla., whither he went recently
in search of health, was a shock to bis
many friends In this city. I t was gen-
erally supposed, that Mr. Blair wa» on
a fair road to recovery. Indeed, it was
so reported by hla physician, l'he
change lor the worse came very Bud-
donlyTlt seems.

James1 -Lawrence Blair, -whose life
closed nnder the shadow of two indict-
ments for forgery, was for a long time
one of Missouri's most prominent citi-
zens. Hla pulSlic life apparently waa
always of a high character, and he was
a prominent figure In the recent po-
litical reformation movement which
has been going on in S t Louis.

Mr. Blair was bora In this city in
1884, his) father being General Fran-
da Preston Blair, and received his ed-
ucation at the S t Louis High school
and at Princeton, where he was grsd1'
uated In 1875.

The charges which made Mr. Blair
a physical and mental wreck were
made before the "St. l *u ls grand Jury
in October by Attorney James T. Rob-
erts, a t one time an employee in Mr.
Blair's, office. Roberts testified that
Blair was a defaulter to the amount of
$403,300.

When seen at his beautiful < home
near Kirkwpod on the evening of p e t
24, the day that Roberts made tbe
charges, Blair protested bis innocence,
saying:

"The grand Jury investigation Is be-
ing made at my request, and after all
the witnesses have-been examined I
Will produce to that body my book*
and make a statement. I have so
notified ttie circuit attorney of my de-
sire."

As he concluded thlp statement Blair
collapsed and fell headlong down a
flight of stone steps. He was carried
Unconscious into the house, and his j
nervous system never, recovered from
the shock. '

The grand Jtlry on Dec. 3 returned
two indictments against Blair. Each
Indictment was based on the alleged
forgery by Blair of a deed of trust to
secure a loan from the Blow estate,
of which Blair was trustee. The ac-
cused man was placed under bonds of
*10,000.

His health, already shattered by t'ae
nervous strain under which he v. as
suffering, became worserfmd-flnslte on,
Dec. 11, as a last resort to nave his
life; Blair was taken to Florida, by U s
wife, son and family physician.
. If all the life insurance policies car-
ried by Jamrs L. Blair are-paid, bis
widow -will receive' Jibput $500,000 in
cash. Blair's policies aggregate $1.-

A bill' linn been Introduced in con-
gress, in the senate by Mr. Dolllver of
Iowa apd In the house by Mr. Calder-
head of Kansas and backed by the
Orand Army of the Bepubllc, which,
If enaoted Into law, will give a pension
of $12 a month to, every-soldier who
served ninety days in the Union army
during 4he eivB war, who was honora-
bly discharged.therefrom and who has
attained the age of sixty-two years. A
like pension will be given to the widows
of such soldiers in all cases where the
marriage took place prior to June 27,
1890.

According to orders heretofore an-
nounced by the war deportment, Major
General Corbln on Friday assumed
command of the: new Atlantic dlviBlon,
with headquarters on Governors Island,
In New Yorki, harbor. On the same
date Major General John C. Bates for-
mally assumed command of the north-
ern division of the United' States army,
with headquarters in St. Louis, and
Major General Arthur MacArthur took
command of- tha division o t the Pa-
cific.

Ratifications of the Amerlcaa-tJhlnese
commercial treaty were on Wednesday
exchanged at the state department by
Secretary Hay and Sir Chentung Llaiig
Cheng, the Chinese minister at Wash-
ington. The treaty provides for tbe
opening of the ports of Mukden and
Autung, in Manchuria, to the world's
commerce. Late in the day the presi-
dent issued a proclamation putting int,o
effect tbe treaty.

A volcano on Sugar Loaf mountain in
Rowan county, Ky., is assuming alariri-
ing proportions. There are five fissures
on the side of the mountain, from
which!'smoke pours in considerable vol-
ume, accompanied by a deep'rumbling
nolae. All th? trees in tbe vicinity are
blaatejj and splintered. The people lnr
that section are terror stricken and «r6
preparing to move.
