any audience than the one which eat upon
the stage of the Lafayette Opera House in
this city on the 12th inat, when the great
min meeting of the National Arbitrations
Conference was In Beseion. The great an-
thorlty on internation law, John W,
Foster, presided with hair and whiskers
as white as the new fallen snow, and
blnshing at the complimentalieaped upon
him. At his right was Cardinal Gibbons,
wearing a scarlet .skull cap, 'and looking
qnite delioate; next'to him was the Jeŵ -
inh Rabbi, Dr. Sllverman from New York,
a tall-well-groomed man, inoisive and out-
dated; by his side eat the vigorona and
eloquent Southern lawyer, H n. J. II.
/Dickinson, la the prime of life looking

/ too young to have oarrled a rifle in the
Oivil war. At the left of the chairman
sat Pr. Edward E. Hale, Chaplain of the
Senate, as rngged, and shaggy as to hair
and whiskers as a lion. Then came An-
drew Carnegie, pale and bald headed but
with a keen look in his dark eyes, and
full of life. Last in the row" was Gen.
Miles, the gigantic, well-preserved fighl-

r ing man, who has seen.as many battleB
as any one living. Each of theBe men as
they arose to speak, 'was greeted with
abundant applause. The speeches were
all In favor of pntting an end to war by
the means of * international arbitration,
and especially advocated a treaty^of, arbi-

. . tratlon between America and England.
The- resolations adopted were presented
to Congress and the President.

Arbitration appears to be the order of
the day, and may prove to be the solution
of the Columbia-Panama problem. The
feeling is rising that Columbia has been-
rather nnklndly treated, and ' Senator

'Bacon has caused more than a ripple of
excitement in the Senate by offering a
resolution proposing arbitration of Col-
umbia's claims on account of the revolu
tion In Eamana. A lively debate follow-
ed the proposition' and Senator Hale of
Maine practically agreed with Mr. Bacon,
There is an unwillingness on the part of
many Senators to Interfere with Exeou-
tlve action. The' debate was oontinued
through Tuesday and Wednesday, the
13th inst., and was partiolpated in by
many Senators on both aides.

Senator Cnllom has introduced a bill
the object of which is to. seonre national
arbitration of great dispnt'S between
capital and labor. Publicity is the key-
note of the bill. He would bare a tri-
bunal appointed by the President, eaoh'
member to receive a large salary.
; Much speech making has been made in
both Houses regarding^ an investigation
of, the Post Office frauds. Meanwhile the
trial of Maohen, the Groff s and the Loren-
zes of Toledo, 0., is in progress in this
oity before Juilge Prltchard. While the
public, takes but little interest in "the mat-
ter the eourt room is filled with lawyers
who study the legal proceeding. Both
sides have a numerous array of counsel,
and rapid progress 1B being made.
. Among the bills now being considered

in Congress are rellec legislation*for Al-
aska, inoludlng good roads, and the pro-
pagation of salmon; the promotion of
Gen. Wood; the bringing of 600 school
teachers from Porto Rico to attend sum-
mer schools in the United Staten; the
adoption of the legislative, exeoutive and
judicial appropriations; the establishment
of a corps of trained nnrses for the navy;
the constrnotlon of a large hospital in
Washington and publio buildings in
Hawaii; the removal of incapacitated
olerks from the rolls; and the establish-
ment of an extensive forest preserve in

' the Southern Appalaclan Mountains. NDie
debate upon Gen. Wood's promotion n
annonnced for the 18th. inst.

The National Democratic Committee
has held a harmonlons meeting in this

•" oity and selected St. Louis as the place
for tbe nominating convention to assem-
ble on the>6th of next July. For seven

-months-St. Louis Into be,the capital of
the world, and the - oity promises to ac-
commodate 100,000 guestB.

Mr. Bryan has paid his respeotn to
Washington and held a reception in the
lobby of the HOUBO. Prof. Langley pro-
poses^ to add to the gayety of nations by
sending to St. Louis a inodel of bis Hying
fish maohine which is now nesting in the
mud of the Potomac Gen. Adolphus W.
Greeley of the Signal Corps haa been in-
formed that if he will reBign he may go
on the retired llBt aa a Major-General. He
declines the proferred promotion.

ABlde from legislation, sooiety and snow
have oconpled attention of the town.
The heaviest fall of snow in many years
oocurred early in the week, and Borne of
the most brilliant receptions took place
at the same time The White House is
always the center of social life during the
season and the President announoeBC a
number of receptions and state dinners
for thiB month and February. He recent-
ly gave a musioale whloh was largely at-
tended, the songs consisting of Indian,.,
Negro, and American melodies. The an-
nual dance for Charity and the children's
Hospital took place on the 11th hint, in
the big ball room of the New Willsrd
Hotel. Guests Inoludlng Miss Alioe Roose-
velt, arrived at midnight. There was a
supper and a cotillion. On the 18th inat.
the Dlstrlot Daughters of the American
Revolution will give a oolonial ball at the
Arlington, for which many beautiful cos-
tumes have been prepared. The Sons of
the Revolution will also be present, and
Gen. Greeley and Mrs. Fairbanks will re-
view the grand procession.

The wives of cabinet ministers and the
members of the foreign embassies con-
tinue to give dinners, luncheons and re-

eeptions; while the Senators are doing
eaoh other in turn. Wealthy people wbo
are not in official oirolea keep tbe ball
rolling. The new Walsh palace havhad
a houae warming with 600 goesta to help.
A reoeption in the grand saloon, smoking
for gentlemen In the billiard room, a ball
on the top floor, a buffet aupper in tbe
great dining hall, and all the other acoe«-
sbriea of a princely entertainment. The
past week the oity has been crowded with
college' presTdentBand eminent men from-
all the states in the Union, and number-
lees dinners and entertainments have
been given.

AFFAIRS AT ALBANY.

/Legislative Work Now Under
Headway at the, Capitol.

The Legislature is .duly organized and
ready to proceed to business and although
little real work is ever accomplished during
the first two or three weeks, the machinery
is all in running order and ready to get
nnder full headway at any moment.

The Senate of oonrse Is to hold over in
its organization and officers, but the houae
haa acquired more or less new material,
some of it good and tome indifferent. The

(..Speaker has a not inconsiderable task on
hia hands eaoh year in making up the
numerous oomm.ittees, eaoh member think-
ing himself entitled to the best there is,
but the majority having to be content with
the beet they can get. Speaker Nixon,
however, haa had long experience and is
a past master in the work of running the
machinery of the house. He makes few
mistakes and the committees are generally
well constructed.

St Lawrence county has no reason to
to complain in this respect, its two mem-
bers having received the recognition that
their ability and servioes deserved. Mr.
Merritt gets the important poBt of chair-
man of the committee on General Laws,
and he is also a member of the committee
on Forest, Fish and Game. Mr. Flank is
chairman of the Exolae committee and is
a member of the important and much de-
sired Committee on Ways and Means Mr.
Merritt, although only in MB third year,
has beoome one of the recognized leaders
of the House and should his dUtriot be
wise enough to retain him, as has Speaker
Nixon's dlstriot, he will have a brilliant
future in Legislative life. ' -

Speaker Nixon, on the opening day, fook
occasion to make some very sensible re-
marks on the subjeot of our state libel
law*, as they affect newspapers, and sug-
gested some very important and needed
reforms in these statutes. The only
troublswlth,,. the,whole, .m»tter is _that a
few of the larger newspapers of .the state
are so malicious, mendaoions ,&nd thor-
onghly jriolona in their .treatment of men
and measures that most people think that
the libel laws are not half eUoolem as they
stand, and the publio generally refuses
to believe that any injustioe can possibly
be done to such disreputable journalism.

Over in the staid and generally-dignified
Sanate the sometimes turbulent tide is as
yet unrlppled, but whether the calm
presages good or evil we wot not. Like
the war olond that hovers over the Bal-
kanB there la a possibility of some repeti-
tion of the not altogether creditable
scenes, of last winter, but after all it is not
a probability. Senator White, who'was ill
and absent last winter, is baok at his port;
Senator Amblei who temporarily wandered
from the path of duty last winter, will un-
doubtedly refuse to do it again; and Sena-
tor Carpenter of Westchester, who fills the
seat occupied by a democrat last winter,
makes the necessary twenty alztb man.
So that whatever may be the plans of Sen'
ators Braokett, Brown and Elsberg, the
business of the session may proceed.along
proper and orderly lines.

It will be remembered that last winter
Gov. Odell sent in the nomination of
Frank Baker of Tioga county, as railroad
commissioner to sucoeed himself. Owing
to the situation that then existed, Mr.
Baker was ruthlessly turned down, not be-
cause of any unfitness but solely because
of his friendship with Senator Platt. It
was not a creditable performance, and it
ie therefore now confidently expected that
the Governor will again Bend in the nomi-
nation of Mr. Baker and that the Senate
will promptly confirm the nomination.

The gifted orator of Tammany Hall,
Senator Tom Grady, is still supposed to be
the leader of the democratic contingent in
the Senate, but it is occasionally whisper-
ed, in dark corners, that the imperturbable
and mysterious HcCarren, will sit closet
to the steering gear. Senator Grady is
greatly charmed by the mnsloal cadences

*-~^4-of-h4s-own--voicer-and.i64iey6r thoroughly
contented unless he is ripping rents in the
ambient utmosphere. He is rarely withont
a pretext for his vocal pyrotechnics, and
as his fund of information is really re-
markable, he oan talk for hours on any
suggested subject. On the republican side
the moBt forcible talker is the Senator
from St. Lawrence. But as Senator Malby
never rises to his feet unless he has some-
thing worth saying on the topio under diB-
oussion, the Senate always pays him the
compliment of listening.

The fact that Senator Malby would make
an exceptionally strong-- candidate for
Governor noxt fall is now . being generally
reoognlzed, and his eminent qualifications
for thiB distinguished position have been
the subject of muoh discussion of late. It
is recognized that an no-state man would
be the strongest In the gubernatorial battle,
and St. Lawrence oonnty with its superb
possibilities in the way of Republican ma-
jorities, has claims worthy of considera-
tion entirely apart; from the faot that Sen-
atorbfalby would'be a pre-eminently strong
candidate throughout the entire State.
Senator Malby himself has had nothing to
Bay on thiftsubject, but his absolute avail-
iblllty as a oindldate and his thorough fit-
ness for the nigh effloe, have compelled a
spontaneous recognition whioh is most
gratifying not onjy to his friends but to
thoae who have the success of the party at
heart. . E.
