There bus unqueitlonably' bcon
JgrosB and In many instances criminal
faulty in the enforcement of laws and
ordinances tor the protection of the
people at places of public assembly not
only In Chicago, but other cities and
towns throughout the country, and the
Iroquols theater tragedy calls attention
|to this laxity in such a startling' and
terrible manner that Its leBsan can
luudly full to bo deeply Impressed' upon
the public mind. Throughout the coun-
try there is a universal disposition to
texnmlne local conditions In the light of
the Chicago disaster and to begin agi-
{tatlon which will render our theaters
safer in the future. Papers -«very-

• where echo the statement made by the
'Blttsburg Dispatch that—

The ,fearful example a t Chicago should
' cause every city In the lapd to Inspect Its

theaters, and If any of them fall short of
the requirements of safety, to make them
conform to the standard In every respect

In several cities theaters have been
closed and managers arrested because
they have not complied with the,, build-
ing taws. It develops, as might be ex
pected, that all our cities have In the
main adequate laws, the aim of which
1B to render public places of amusement
as safe as possible, but that every-
where, with possibly a few exceptions,
these laws are obeyed in a perfunctory
manner If at all, that exits are con
stantly kept locked, that "asbestus cur-
tains" are often made of- painted bur-
lap, and that In many cases stages and
auditoriums are separated only 'by

<* wooden partitions.
More effective means of emptying

playhouses is", in the opinion of the
Boston Transcript the improvement
that should be especially sought. H
says:

What, we want Is not "fireproof" thea-
ters, but panic proof theaters. We can-
not prevent panics, but we can build so
that they shall be without reasonable ex-
cuse and so that resultant dangers shall
be reduced almost If not quite to the van-
ishing point. .

The Philadelphia Ledger agrees with
this opinion, but admits that—

--even If theater exits were larger and"
more numerous It would do. little good,
because people remember only the way
by which- -they came, and all rush' In-
stinctively toward the one main entrance.
That audiences should be regularly dis-
missed through all the different exits to
acoustom the public to their u*e Is sug-
gested.

In the opinion of the New York Even-
ing Post, "the one point"* from which
the public munt not be diverted" 1>
that a theater fire, however started, has
tons of combustible matter to feed on.

Managers will put such matter Into
theaters ao long a s the law permits them
to do s o with Impunity. They, a re not
men-of murderous intention, yet In their
recklessness or Ignorance tfltr may be
Almost- a* dangerous as an lnsatie person
With homicidal proclivities. But al l the
responsibil ity does not rest upon* Ihem.
The public can defend Itself If It c f lewes
through the legislatures. If It carMot
be roused on such a n occasion a s this to*
.uemand tha enactment and enforcement
of penal laws compell ing the proper-chem~
leal treatment of al l s tage trappings, It
must take the consequences.

That Chicago 4B taking to heart the
lesson of her overwhelming disaster Is
-apparent in the rigid Inquiry which Is'
being made Into the cause and respon-
sibility for the Iroquois catastrophe
iand the precautions being taken to pre-
Ivent its recurrence. The Chicago Even-
Ing Post approves Mayor Harrison'*
lactlon In closing nil the other theaters
in Chicago pending their absolute com-
pliance with existing laws, but It adds
that "It Is a bitter reflectlop that hun-
ldredsvof lives had to be, sacrificed to
bring; ubouOhls simple result." The
•Post further says:

Public Schools and Moral Character.
The New York Outlook lately submit-

ted to the college presidents of the
country this question:

Is any difference noticeable In the moral
character'of young men who come from
the public schools and that of those who
com* from the denominational, - church
fend other private schools? w

Nineteen presidents responded, and
tbelr testimony was almost unanimous
that the morale of public school JJO.VB
1B quite as high as that of boys from
other schools. President Jacob Gould
Schurman of Cornell university gives
figures to Bhow that the public schools
actually produce a larger percentage of
church members than private schools.
He says:

At the beginning of each year the Uni-
versi ty Christian association la in the
habit of asking each member of the fresh-
m a n class to ' s ta te hla .or her religious
affiliations, and they have Informed me
that of the present freshman class 574
'have rfported on the question, of which
number 363 have stated that they are. :
members of some recognized church. On
consult ing the university records we find
tha t of these-574 students 460 came to us
from the public schools, while the 'remain-
ing 118 pursued their- preparatory studies
in private or in denominational schools,
and by checking up these two lists by
means of tho data which the Christian
associat ion haB furnished us we find tha t
of the 450 from the public schools 297, or
65 per cent, declare themselves to be
church members, whi le of the 118 from the
prlvatei and denominational schools only
66, or 56 per cent, make such declaration,
the remaining students In each category
answering the question In the negative.
The ^fact that practically two-thirds of
our freshmen w h o come from the public
schools are church members 1s a conclu-
s ive refutation of the allegation that the
public schools a re breeding an Irreligious,
Immoral and anarchical c lass of citizens.

President Charles W. Eliot of Har-
vard university says:

We observe-that the students who come
oio public schoaJs cannot be distinguish-

ed from the students from other sources
on any morar-tfrttutids.

In similar vein President Arthur T.
Hadley of Yule* university observes:

We feel Justified in saying that we have
not noticed any adverse effect of the pub-
lic schools upon the moral character of
our students, taking the public school pu-
pUs as a body, on the one hand, and com-
paring them with those of private, church
or denominational schools on the other.
We get a good class of boys from both
kinds of institutions..

President David Starr Jordan"of-ie*
.land Stanford university writes;

W e dp not find in general that the moral
character of s tudents coming from church
or denominational schools Is superior to
that pf students coming from the public
schools. On the average, the character
o f graduates from the public schools is
rather higher, but that is In part or whol-
l y due to the fact that idle sons of
weal thy parents are often sen t to church
schools because of thfllr supposed greater
rlgtdlty of disciplined Wi th all their de-
fects and l imitat ions our public schools,
from the primary school to t h e state uni-
versity, are send ing out a body of sturdy,
•e l f reliant, c lean young people, who hav«
in the main the essent ials of sound life.

The concurrent testimony of these
college presidents is a strong vindica-
ion of the high moral character of our

public school*. As nearly If not qnlte
all of them anT members of Christian
churches, they Kill not be suBpected of
pecial pleading in behalf of public

schools.

Growth of Electric l ight ing.
There Is much of Interest In a late

bulletin Issued by the census bureau
of the department of commerce and la-
bor, which shows the growth of the
electrical industry during the last fiscal
year.

Electric lamps were first used com-
mercially, to a limited extent, in 1S76,
but the first central electric light sta-
tion supplying current to such lamps
wag not Installed until 1879. Incan-
descent lamps were Introduced com-
rhercially during 18S0 and 1881, and
the llrst central station commenced
operations in 1882, but during the in-
terim a number of Isolated lighting
plants had been installed for lighting
buildings and vessels. Electricity has
been used commercially less than twen-
ty-live years, yet during thte compar-
atively short period the industry had
outstripped many of importance which
were much older. The urban popula-
tion Is now largely and In some locali-
ties absolutely dependent upon it for
transportation facilities, artificial light
and power for manufacturing. Of the
1,802 places reported at the twelfth
census as having a population of 2,500
and over, 1.SJ1 had one or more central
electric stations operated either inde-
pendently or in connection with an elec-
tric railway, and there were 1,0(10
places with a smaller population hav-
ing similar stations. The present mag-
nitude of the Industry'Is indicated by
tho following table:

The report gives some significant In-
formation aa to municipal ownership
as compared with the contract system
of electric lighting. The municipal
plants number 815 and supply S.7 per
cent of the electricity for Incandescent
lights and 13.2 per cent of that used for
are lights. The average cost of public
electric lights Is placed by the report

"at J8330 per lamp, which may serve
as a guide to municipal authorities In
providing for illumination.

An Awakened Civic Conscience.

two Illinois men who have lately dis-
franchised themselves. At a recent
county election these men sold their
rotes. It is now stated that "remorse
over the fact that they bad violated the
law so weighed on their minds that
they decided to plead guilty and ask
the mercy of the court and accept the
penalty." The punishment assessed
against taem is dlsfmnchisement for
fire years, this being tbe minimum
penalty, and posting their names In
their precinct* at every election held
during that period. In consequence
they ate i» nod i tbe M n position as
"the man wtthMft a country."

Whatever may be the outcome of the'

tense and complex, situation! In. the far
east; It Is apparent that political forces-
air at work which, are likely td-produce
at new alignment o£ title great powers of
Ih* world. Two Bitberto Important Eu-
ropean alliances are- already, .breaking
up. The old triple-alliance between Ger-
many, Austria anjli Italy, which was
formed by Bismarck, to give Germany
time and chance to>strengtheniltself, has
practically cease* to'be a focoo in inter-
national politics. Tbe.otbex.tWteworthy
alliance—that between Russia and
France—is illogical, and seems* likely to
yield to more natural Influences; Prance
Has now little sympathy with.the course
•f Russia In the- orient and would un-
doubtedly be glad to be absolved from
any obligation to. help thC'Eusslans In
their oriental enterprise.
' There is now coming Into.piny anoth-

er and more logical grouping of the
powers. England and France and Italy
have as a bond "a common love for
democratic institutions," as King Ed-
ward expressed it, and these three na-'
tlons are drawing together. Tills Is-
shown by tbe exchange of visits bo*
tween tbe president of France and tb»
kings of England and Italy, the frnmi-
Ing of arbitration treaties between
these countries, while- on the other
hand the fraternizing *t Austria and
Russia and of Russia aad Germany In-
dicates tbe rapprochement of tiktse
powers. '

France- and Italy appreciate tb» Im-
portance of determining In sympathy
the future of north, Africa and ttte des-
tiny of the Mediterranean. This pur-
pose- England, both by reason of her
large African ambitions and of tbe ne-
cessity of Safeguarding the- route to
India, lias peculiar cause to encourage.
There are also prevailing arguments
based on racial kinship between tbe
Italian and French peoples, while there
has loDg existed a unique mutual ap-
prcclatlo* between the- Eogltah and tha
Italians.

Similar coincidences of Interest and
racial sympathy are operating ta bring

about the alliance of llussla, Austria
and Germany, though it Is not these
considerations a|one that are readjust-
ing the International relations of Eu-
rope. Speaking of" this readjustment,
World's Work says: .

What we are wi tnessing In tho assem-
bling of these two new groups of powers
Is a response to the tendencies wh ich
broadly divide the modern nations. On0
Idea seeks the national destiny through
the development in freedom ot the peo-
ple's bent and aspirat ion; the other con-
ceives It resident in t h e will pf absolute
rulers. One type of national policy i s
concerned to open the way to the pro-
duct ive effort of the people: the other is
anxious to advance Interests which cor-
respond to the personal ambit ions of
rulers. There can be no question aa to
how, wi th re'TnT"' to these Ideas, the na'-
tlons of Eu t5t*oup themselves—Eng-
land, Franco anil I ta ly ; Russia, Austr ia
and Germany.

It Is highly significant that these
things should be happening when the
thunders' of war may roll around the
world from the sea of Japan.

Uniformity In Dlvorco Laws.
Tho movement which has been Inau-

gurated by various church organiza-
tions for the suppression of the divorce
evil should give fresh Impetus to the
effort to secure uniform laws govern-
ing marriage and divorce. "The lack
of uniformity in these laws Is general-
ly recognized as a menace'to the social
and mora'l well.bjMhg of the nation.

An attempt wiW made in 1889 to se-
cure a fitvorable vote of congress on a
constitutional amendment which would
permit congress to enact a marriage
and divorce law for the entire nation,
but the effort faired. Desirable and
advantageous as such a. reform would
be, tbe states Beem likely to retain In-
definitely the power of making mar-
riage and divorce laws to suit them-
selves.. - -

If the people Interested In the present
movement should find it Impracticable
to pursue the reform along this line,
however, they still have the slmplei
and probably more practical alterna-
tive of bringing pressure to bear upon
state lawmaklng assemblies to adopt
uniform lawsi' governing this subject
In 1889 Governor Hill of New York rec
ommended that a conference of repre-
sentatives of all tbe state government!
be called to consider such legislation
Though tbe plan was not carried out,
It still appears to be as feasible as an;
that has been proposed.
