In order to begin right in rearing our
own dairy stock calves should be se-
lected whose grandflatas on both sides
had a good record afthe pall or churn;
then there will be a reasonable hope
that the calf will evolve into a profita-
ble member of the dairy, If we are
in the dairy business for inilk then the
attention is drawn toward the animal
which will turn her food\ and energies
into furnishing an" abundance of milk,
but if the aim of the d\iryman be
cream or butter be does-not-canr-lf-
{be amount of milk be large or small so
it yields a proper amount of-butter fat.
But If the dairyman" deems the rear-

, ing of calves ,only a "side issue" and
as a result gives only Indifferent treat-
ment he might just as well buy his
cows, for a stunted calf Is a pitiable
object and will never fulfill its des-
"tlny, -no- mattter what its after treat-,
menfmny be. Extravagance in the
feeding of t ie calf is pardonable—par-
simonlousncss, never! Extravagant

• feeding—it w.ould be called by many—
means milk fresh from the cow or new

.— milk for .at least three weeks after tbe
birth of the calf, and the calf that is

- not worth what new milk it can con-
sume during the first few weeks of its
life is not worth the rearing. Let me
emphasize that the first weeks of the
calf's existence determine its value
later on. - ,•

Cost of Running; » Creamery.
The total cost for running a cream-

ery and marketing the product, includ-
ing interest on the investment and
provision for a sinking fund, ought not
to exceed 3',£ cents for every pound of
butter made. Under favorable condi-

..Uons this cost ought to be reduced to
"' 3' Or ey.en as low as l',i cents. The

smallest practical creamery cannot be
operated for less than $4 or $5 per day.
It becomes evident, then, that the dai-
ly product should be over 150 pounds
as a safe... minimum; consequently no
creamery should be put Into operation
unless having control or a promise of
about 300 cows.—Oscar Erf, Unlversi:

ty of IllinolB.

Importance of the Farmer.
Let us bear in'mind that In the

creamery business the farmer, the man
who furnishes the milk, is the most
important factor. This Bhould be had
in view when shaping the policy of
conventions.

Inside tho creamery the buttermaker
is the most Important factor. There
he is pretty much tho whole thing.
But the buttermaker and his factory
don't amount to much without a good'
ly supply of milk or cream. The farm
er is the foundation—yea, the founda-
tion plus tho four, walls of the institu-
tion. If" the farmer docs not make
money—that Is, get a profit from hia
labor and his investment—the -Dream
er? cannot long succeed, and the but
termaker cannot hope to be long In
business.

Dou't excludo the farmer from your
convention programmes. Let him tab
part in all the discussions it Is posslbl<
to get him to take part in. It will re-
sult In good 'to the creamery and to all
connected with the creamery.—A. B.
Anderson in Creamery Journal.

Butter Scoring at World'a Fair.
Scoring butter at the world's fair,in
t. Lduls will be on an entirely new

basis. The Hon. P. D. Coburn, chief of
the live stock department, has sent
out officially tho basis for judging
points as follows:

Per cent. Per cent.
FlavorT 30 Salt 10
Aroma : .15 Package 05

rain- .25.
Color 15 Total 100

The old basis which has been univer-
sally adopted by the different dairy
conventions had forty-five points for
flavor and twenty-five points for body.
Co,Ior, salt and packages are unchang-
ed. The new score card has been ap-
proved by each of the representatives
of the Cattle Breeders' association, and
it is believed tbat the advanced meth-
od which gives fifteen points for aro-
ma will meet with tbe approval and
hearty co-operation of every butter-
malier exhibiting. Since the new ba-
sis was adopted Mr. Coburn has cor-
responded with the various secretaries
of buttermakers' associations through-
out the east and west, and replies of
the most favorable character have been
received.

THE CHEESEMAKER

Ottawa Inspection of cheese is at last
to be given a trial. This matter has
been a bone of contention in the Otta-
wa cheese .board Cor some time, and at
the meeting recently it was brought-up
as usual, with the result that a number
of the buyers agreed'to have the cheese
brought to-Ottawa and inspected at the
rooms of the Ottawa Cold Storage com
pany immediately after the sale. The
trouble in the past has arisen in a
grievance on the part of the manufac-
turers. Tbey claim that after their
cheese is sold at a certain price, shipped
to Montreal and there inspected the
buyers often inform them that It is no
ut> to,.standard and refuse to pay the
price'of "fjie bid. Rattier than have H
returned-"for the sake of a fraction of a
cent per pound' the sellers usually let
the cheese, go at "whatever is offered
By having it inspected in Ottawa this
difficulty, they think, would be over
come.

Paraffin Coating; For Cheese.
The experiment station at Geneva

N. Y., has made some tests to illustrate
the value of coating clieeso with paraf
fin. The results show a great saving hi
weight and preservation of flavor.

By paraffining, the cheeses much of
the loss in weight was prevented, espe-
cially at the highest temperature, and
the quality was improved in some in-
stances, never lowered.

Half of the cheeses in one lot were
dipped Hn melted paraffin when a few
days old and were distributed in the
curing rooms at different temperatures
to compare with the other half of the
cheeses, which were untreated. The
operation of paraffining, which is a sim
ple and inexpensive one, leaves each
cheese coated with a thin layer, almos
air tight and water tight, of a material
upon which molds will not grow. Evap-
oration Is thus checked, and the cheeses
are kept free from mold.

New York Ital ia* Cheese.
The manufacture of Italian cheese a

Ellisburg, N. Y., is an Interesting proc-
ess. After the milk has been coagulat-
ed and the whey drmvn off the curd Is
manipulated by hand like molasses can-
dy. It is finally worked Into jug shaped
pieces, put In brine for twenty-fou
hours and then hung up to cure. The
cellar under the main building has been
cemented and will be used lor a curing
room. Pot cheese 4s made from tb
whey and shipped every day to New
York. • ' ''.

Our Attitude In the Orient.
. There Is no ociiislun for the European

press to concern Itself actively either
with the landing "f a marine guard for
the American legation at tfeoul or with
the movements of Admiral Evans'
squadron, now in mid-Pacific headed
eastward. Our state - department has
given assurances that the United States-
will maintain strict neutrality in the
Kusso-.Tapanese quarrel, though it will
see to it that American Interests are
safeguarded. It is for this purpose, and
this only, that tnrp companies of ma-
rines have been landed at the Korean
capital. The situation being critical,
prudence demands certain precautions
on our part. Our legation at Seoul and'
our citizens elsewhere iu the kingdom
may need protection, and there is the
further danger of trouble and insurrec-
tion in China as concomitants of a
Russo-Japanese conflict

The attitude of the United States has
not undergone any change since Rus-
sia first disclosed her intention of mak-
ing herself at home in Manchuria. As
has been said a hundred times, the
whole far eastern problem is summed
up for us In one word, "trade." We
are committed to the open door prin-
ciple and mean to defend it with all
the resources of .pacific diplomacy.
Further than this we tannot consist-
ently go.

The present situation involves Man-
churia only incidentally, Korea being
the real stake in the game which Japan
and Russia are playing. As in Man-
churia, American interests In Korea
are purely commercial. While the sym-
pathies of' the American people are
doubtless with Japan, there is nothing
to Justify our participation in the quar-
rel. The sending of American war-
ships into Korean waters has no such
significance.

Unquestionably Japan and England
wpuld like to enlist the United States
as a practical ally against the czar, and
they^nave a great deal to say regarding^
the folly of trusting Russia regarding
the "onon door" in China. It is hArdly
to be doubted that our Interest there
might be in bettor bands than tho Mus-
covite's. However, that does not war-
rant a departure from our position of
neutrality anil nunfiitorferorn'O. What-
ever bridges tills Kovoruuii'iit niny even-
tually linvi» to rm** III the far oast, at
this juncture at least it will remain
passive and ui'Utrul.

FINISHING FOWLS.

THE CRAMMINa MACHINE..

have gained considerable information
from reading his articles )fcs well as in
/.•onversation with him.

The process of finishing fowls in the
manner we shall describe Is largely
carried on at present by the great pack-
ing houses of the west. The fojvls are
brought in in large numbers and con-
fined fn crates like that shown In the
illustration. Two, three and ofttimes
five chickens, according to size, are
confined in these pens. They are fed'in
troughs entirely with mash or mixed
feeds. No water to drink is given them
while they are being finished for mar-
ket. It usually takes three weeks to gei
them in the best condition. They are
fed the mash food in the trough as Ion
as they will eat in sufficient quantities
to make them talie on flesh. As soon as
they hesitate to eat the stuffing ma-
chine Is brought into use, and the fowl
are stuffed in this way until properly
finished..;.

The cramming machine, shown iu the
illustration, is something like the sau
sage stuffer and is filled with the Same
mixture .of soft food that has been fed
in the troughs. The rubber tribe Is in-
serted into the crop of the fowls, and
with geritle pressure of the foot upon
the lever the crop is filled completely
tall of food and -the fowls returfled to
the coops.

The food used for, this purpose li
made up largely of a mixture of gronn
oats, corn1 and buckwheat, with som
low grade flour and wheat middling!
mixed in with them. The flour and th<
middlings are largely made .use of foi
holding the mixtures together in
mash. Tieae materials are cooked in

steam heater and made into a mash o:
about tho consistency of a thick battei
that would be used for buckwheat
cakes. This is fed, as above stated, first
In the troughs and finally through the
use of the stuffing machine. The strict-
est care is observed in scalding th
troughs thoroughly whenever needed.

Plenty of grit must be provided, am
the one In charge must be thoroughly
acquainted with the work as well as
experienced in knowing when the fowls
are finished and ready for market.
