The report states
also that on September 30,1903, 488 miles
of "Stato aid" roads were in use In 27
counties, that funds to bnild 481 miles
had been appropriated by 31 counties, and
that 48 counties had petitioned for.2,880
milee. The State, In the last six years,
has appropriated' $2,065,000 to this work.

During the oalendar year of 1903 the
total value of imports at the port of Og-
densbnrg was $17,251,981, upon which
tbe duties collected amounted to $294,-
266 89.

MINISTER ALLEN'S REPORT.

Mob Started by Killing, of Native by
American Line Trdlley Car.

Washington, Jan. 25.—The state de-
partment has nwlved information
from Minister Alien, at Seoul; of an
attack by a mob of native Koreans on
an ('luli-tric tar on the trolley line own-
ed by Americans in the city of Seoul
because of the fact tbat it had billed a
Korean. •

Although there have been previous
reports of disturbances in Korea, this
Is the first mob attack- made thus far
on property of Americans, The vail-
roail is owned aud operated by Ameri-
cans. • H. H. Bostwlc-k of San Francis-
es and II. Collbi-an aTe its principal of-
ficers. It nins through the heart of Se-
oul, the Korean capital.

The guard which made the rescue
came from the American legation. It
consists of 100 marines, who were sent
there some time ago to be on hand for
the protection of Americans-and their
property. The re-enforcement of this
guard has been urged and could bo
made In a week's time by details from
the Philippines, but nothing has been
decided; on this potat Conditions in Ko-
rea are recognized to be critical, and
the state department is keeping in close
touch with the situation.

No fresh instructions have been sent
as yet as a result of th'e"fiiob'9 attack.
The Korean legation has \ received no
advices concerning the matter.*'
