AFFAIRS AT ^LBANY.

Som*> e f t h « Do ing * a t O u r
S t a t e Cap i ta l .

The Irrepressible conflict between the
Department ot Publlo Instruction and (be
Board ot Regent*, wbioh has so long agi-
tated educational otnlee, is receiving vs-y
serlons consideration by the Legislature
and it seems probable that some solution
of the dirScultles will bereaoned during
thla session. The Regents, who havejong
harried ana antagonized the Dtputment
of Publio Instruction, have glamored for
a unification of the twobranobm provid-
ed they could be it. But now, ttaange to
s»y, they are advocating a line of d
atlon between the duties of the rival
organizations, and have not expressed any
favorable sentiments toward the plan for
nnlfloatlon whloh Snpt. Skinner advises,
This plan, whloh ut embodied in a bill in-
troduced by Assemblyman L. L. Pavle,
abolishes the Department of Publlo In-
struction and reduces the number of
regents to nine. A commissioner of edn-
oation shall be elected to nerve during the
pleasure of the Board of Regents, at a
salary of $7,600 » year, and he shall per.
form the dutlea now devolving upon the
Superintendent of Publlo .Instruction and
the Board of Begem a. In order that there
may be no partiality or I unfairness in the
selection of this commissioner whloh might
keep alive any old troubles in onr ednca-
iional system, the bill further provides
that neither the present state Superintend-
ent, or any member of the Board ot
Regents, or any employee of eitherdepait.
ment shall be eleoted as suob commission-
er of education. This of course bars
Snpt. Skinner irom the office, but fc" Is
willing that this shonld be done, in order,
that the best interests of education' may
be conserved. Of course thla plan may
not be adopted by the Legislature and If
not, Superintendent Skinner stands a fair
chance of being re-eleoted.

Senator Foley,. one of the Tamany sen-
ators from New York, has again introduced
the Jerome Sunday opening bill, as it is
called, which was lost in the shuffle last

r. The bill pr .-rides that saloons may
open on Sundays between the hours of 1
p. m. and 11 p. m. In introducing the
bill Senator Foley had this to say: "The
present Sunday dosing law.hasnot the
sanction of the people, and its repeal
would please the vast majority of oltizens
of New York city. Many leading oitizens
have endorsed the Jerome bill, and it is
now up to th* Republican party to act
squarely on tha question, either by pass-
ing this bill or killing it onoe toe til, and
thus making It plain th.aXtb.ey ar« against
Sunday opening no matter what may be the
lioun-spcoi&td. Of oours* we anticipate
great opposition bom minister* and W.
O. T.'U. and kindred organisaUons.bat we
propose to make the fight to the very fin-
ish this year." Of eouiae th*re Is no good
argdment, human or divine, in favor of
allowing metropolitan drink shops to dis-
pense their booze on Sunday and Mr.
Foley can rest assured that hie bill will
rots with the moat strenuous opposition.
Bat Inasmuch as New York city.haa shown
its willingness to again lapse Into a slate
of corruption, It is just possible tha* it
might be bnllding well for the future if It
was'Allowed all the rope necessary with
which to hang itself. The wilder it*
orgies, the sooner will the reckoning come.

The. representatives of the various coun-
ty and town fairs met at Albany last week
in their annual seeslons. One of the
principal snbjects diHnised was the mat-
ter of a change in the rules of the-Nation-
al Trotting Association whloh wonld ap-
ply more advantageously to country fairs,
and the members all agreed that some ac-
tion should be taken. The members of
the Association were urged to give proxies
for the coming meeting of the 'National
Trotting Association in February to men
who would vote for a shake-up in the
board of control. The present members
seem averse to modern reforms and have
disregarded the claims of the country
fairs. Practically, all of the fain .are
members of the trotting association, and
each organization will have one vote.
New York State controls 25 per cent, of.
the vote*, and concerted action, shonld
bring about the desired changes. George
I Wilbur of Oneont* was re-elected presi-
dent of th* Town Fair Association; Hon.
8'. A. Merrltt Jr., was eleoted as a mem-
ber of th* Eieontlve oommlttes, and Hon.
Oeo. B. ICalby a* • member of ths Legis-
lative oommittee. Ths Association com-
pleted their session by calling nponGov.
Odell. Ths Governor told th* agricultur-
ists that owing to th* Increased surplus in
the Bute Treasury b* thought that there
was a chanoe for a greater expenditure
this year for good roads. He said that the
oanal enlargement was thamost import-
ant matter before" the Legislature this
year, and that plans could be evolved to
make unnecessary any taxing tor the canal
work of the property of the farmer, the
small tax payer and the rent payer. He
asked the delegates to impress upon their
representatives in theLegislatnre (he need
for the enactment of snch plans. In oon-
oluBlon the Governor said he favored ao
oording greater opportunities to farmers'
sons to secure scientific fanning edncation
in this state, referring to the bill pending
in the Legislature appropriating $25,000
'or a State agricultural college at Oornell
University.

Assemblyman GraefE of Essex county,
has introduced two amendments to the
constitution relative to the forest pre-
serve. One of these permits the sale by
the state of several Isolated pieces of Adi-
rondaok land which are outside of the
park limits and. hence not partlonlatly
valuable to the state. The other permits
the Bale ot. fallen and burnt timber, of
whloh there Is a large quantity In the
Adirondack park. This timber, if out
within a few year*, is of great value and
could be readily sawed up into lumber. It
left as it is it will not only be utterly
mined and wasted, but It will be a menace
to the balanoe of the forests. There it no.
donbt but that it would be a good thing
to cut this timber and turn the proceeds
into the state treasury, but It is v*ry
doubtful if the bill will pass owing to the
fear that snob, a measure would not be
honestly' carried out, and that the ulti-
mate rssult would be a series of timber
depredations whloh would be disastrous.

Washington Letter.

(From Oar Regular Correspondent).

Th* blowing of. anti-Roosevelt soap
bnbbles continues on tha part of snper
aefvioable and eonwaled sosmle* of (he
President. There has already been a
month of tomfoohnr sad th* end la not
yet Senator rfanna haa been somewhat
annoyed at the constant reflections made
upon his loyalty to the President, but
those who kntw' him have the fnllesr-
faith in his fidelity and integrity. He has
returned to Washington and entered with
enthusiasm into the great questions of
the hour. The President is constantly re-
ceiving assurances from all parts of the
country that there Is no serious intention
among Republican delegates to Chicago to
present any other than hta own name to
the nominating convention. Advloea from
Indiana are to the tjfeot that that state is
"nailed down" for Roosevelt. Gov. Cam-
mine of Ipws, aays bis, state is as solidly
Republican aa.over. Senator Warven/of
Wyoming, in a recent trip to Oregon,
found the people of the far Northwest
unanimous in their loyalty to the Presi-
dent. On the 18th inst. the President re-
ceived at the White House a' delegation
of one hundred prominent men from
Michigan who invited htm to attend at
Jackson, on the 6th of July, a celebration
of the 60th anniversary of the birth of the
Repnblioan piuty, Gov. Bliss and Sena-
tors Borrows and Alger were present.
There Is no disaffection in the Republi-
can ranks of that state. The President
said he wonld go If he oould. He is • over-
whelmed with invitations for the summer
from all parts of the land-, and his desire
to pass a quiet vacation at Oyster Bay is
not likely to be real'zsd. The University
of Vermont, at Burlington, want* him
for its commencement in June, when the
new one million dollar endowment fund
will be oompleted.

As legislation In Congress progresses it
becomes more Interesting and important.
The new Army appropriation bill, as re-
ported, oalls for $75(000,000. Thegeneral
debate on Panama' continues in open
Senate, and speeches have been made by
Senators Teller, Quarts*) of Wls., Platt,
Patterson, and others. The treaty is now
before the Senate In executive sfsslon and
it is nUted that Senators Clay of Georgia,
Simmons of North Carolina, and Kallory
of Florida, will make speeches in favor of
ratification.

A r'eselutlon calling for an lnveetlga-
ion of the Post Office'department has
brought out speeches from Senator* Hale,
and Gorman. Senator Hale said the in-
vestigation by Mr. Briatow had .been
'ruthless and thorough." H« thought it

a good omen that the publlo la interested
and maintained that the Republicans have
no disposition to prevent or still* inves-
tigation. Th* Commltte* on Post Offices
will decide to what extent Congress shall
follow up the search for wrong-doers. A
blUis before she1 House to estate a fore
food bureau in the Dept. of Agriculture,
with the doty of istsptctiog foods and
drugs and the prohibition of Interstate
commerce in mis-branded or adulterated
articles' No poisonous or deleterious mat-
ter* are to be allowed, and each paokage
must shpw its exajt contents. Congress
will be ,nrged to pass a bill favoring a
deep channel at low water mark in the
Mississippi river from St. Panl to Cairo, a
distance of 1,000 mileB. This gigantio
work, to be finished by the time the Pana-
ma canal is completed. The cost is esti-
mated st $15,000,000. The House Judi-
ciary committee is considering an impor-
tant bill known as the Dollver-Hepbnrn
to regulate the liquor traffic between the
states. It provides that those who ship
liquors from one state to another shall be
subject to all the laws of the state . into
which the liquor is shipped. There is to
be no exemption in favor of original
packages. It is proposed to put oigar-
ettea under Inter-state commerce regula-
tions. Hearings on the Qroavenor anti-
injunction bill will begin on the 21th of
February. The National Grange commit-
tee la opposed to labor bills. Speaker
Cannon ha* announced that there will be
no legislation in this Congress on great
commercial questions.

The Supreme Court ha* decided that It
is unconstitutional to exolude negroe*
from the jury box when one of their own
rice is on trial for a orimmlnal offence.
The question whether a soldier'* widow
must aotuallv reside upon the land allot-
ed to her under the homestead grant law,
as ruled by Sec'ty. Hltohoook of the In-
terior Department, in to be 'argued in this
city on the 5th of February. The Ma-
ohen-Groff-Lorent trial make* rapid pro-
gress. The prosecution will be required
to establish a prlina fade case of conspir-
acy. The government expects to show a
state of facts from whloh the jury will be
justified in presuming • oonaplraoy exist-
ed.

tions whenever opportunity offered or
could be made. However, the miners
deserve great credit, and there is good
reason for believing that their action is
the beginning of a practical temper-
ance movement of great significance.

When bodies of meS can bring them-
selves to a full realization of the fact
that the use of stimulants vastly cur-
tails their powers of earning, a liveli-
hood more will be accomplished In the
way of practical temperance than any
amount of academic discussion or the
enactment of sumptuary laws.
