The Signboard Nuisance.
It is gratifying' to note that Governor

Murphy in his annual message to the
New Jersey legislature vigorously ajt-
tacks the advertising signboard nui-
sance, advising the lawmakers to pro-
hibit top increase of these unsightly
placards and so far as possible remove
those already- in existence. He says:

New Jersey la > bountiful «tate, with
an attractive and varied lajulKa*/. Till*
la gradually being ahut out from The view
of the traveler. On the leading line of
railway between Jeraey City and Trenton
there wer«, in the early p«rt"af 'December,
by actual count, 1,601 signs. They are dis-
figured by all aorta of effiglea of irapossl-
ble men and women, and they advertlae
remediea for all the ilia that human fleah
la heir to, aa well aa foods and drink* and
the varloua contrivances born of human
Ingenuity. If they Increase it la not diffi-
cult f« imagine the day when the trav-
eler will pass through an unbroken lane
of algnboarda.

Governor Murphy suggests that In
"taxation, made so high as. to be effec-

tive, may lie a remedy for this sign-
board nuisance, which Is'particularly
obnoxious, along the railway approach-
e s to the eastern metropolis. In New-
Jersey and some other states It is for-
bidden by law to paint signs on nat-
ural objects. Possibly an extension of
the law.would prevent the obliteration
.of natural attractions by tho erection-*
•of huge unsightly signboards. While
perhaps In lesser degree than NeV Jer-
sey, • the whole country has to endure
these advertising monstrosities, which
are becoming more and more common
along the lines of travel leading to
the larger cities and towns.. It Is de-
voutly to be hoped that some wny may
be found by. which they may be regn-
lated It 'not wholly abolished. Xta
whole country will therefore watch
•with considerable Interest M Jersey's
legislative attempts to abate the nnl-
sance. ,,',-•.•

Apropoq-of the widely quoted state-

pent of H. JT. Newcomb, made.-ln an
addreM tofbte the American Aaeocla-
tion For the Advan.cenient of Science,
to the effect that -voluntary arbitration
was a "dangerous makeshift'/ and that
compulsory arbitration wa> "utterly to
be condemned," Public Opinion pub-
llahos a timely symposium of.tho v^ewi
of leading labor leaders and economists
touching the practicability of the arbi-
tration of lndustriltl disputes. The rea-
soning of Mr. Newcomb Is sirmmartad
In his statement that— '

Aside from the fact that arbitration
leaves, the determination of mUttera of
primary industrial importance to persons
who will neither gain nor loae by the suc-
cess or failure of the Industry, it is evtl
In its consequences because when there is
reason to rely upon its being arranged
for that fa6t constitutes an incentive to
making and- insisting .upon unreasonable
demands.

John Mitchell, president of the Unit-
ed Mine Workers oIAmerlca, sayss •

The objections to voluntary arbitration
as pointed out by. Mr. Newcomb do not
appear valid to me.- However, there are
objections whloh appeal to me with much
greater force* the principal onepelng that
In the arbitration of a dispute ths decision
is often neither more nor less than a vic-
tory Of the stronger over the weaker fa r ty
to the contest, That Is to say,, the de-
cision Is frequently., given the a^de that
would have won and In -proportion to
what It would have; won had the Isbue not
been submitted ' to\ arbitration', but been
fought to the end by a strike or/a lock-
out. • • • Personally, I believe arbitration
to be preferable to either strikes or lock-
outs.

David M. Pnrry, president of the Na-
tional Association of Manufacturers
and of the Citizens' Industrial associa-
tion, says:.

Arbitration of labor disputes Waives
arbitration bi bl'lmal rights. The consti-
tution of the Vmililt State* guarantees to
every man the rfgtit io control ittid dis-
pose of. his time, lfltKtf and .property as
he sees tit, so long as he does' hot infringe
on the equal right's Qf othms. Must this
right now be submitted to arbitration?
Either an employer has' the ritrtit Jo run
his own business or he has not, Acaip,
the employee has or haa not the Titt&t to
work where he pleases and foriwhftf he1

pleases. The constitution *pf th^ country
presumes.to grant these rights/i f it pre-*
sumes_to grant any rights a t all. Aa there
never was a proposal to arbitrate in a la-
bor dispute that did not Involve a denial
of these rlghta It becomes clear that those
who favor the artlftolal regulation' of ln-
dustry"throua;h arbitration tribunala are
In favor of repealing the American con-
stitution.

Joseph R. Buchanan, author of "The
Story of a tabor Agitator," who was
for many years prominently identified
with-the labor movement In the west,
says:
