Two of Uncle Sum'B High Private*
Private Young, Company K, Twelfth

Pennsylvania volunteer infantry, presents
his compliments to Private Chaffoe, Troop
K, Blxth United States cavalry, and asks
him to accept this pair of lieutenant Skn-
eral's shoulder straps.

With this felicitous expression Gen-
eral Samuel B. M, Young retires from
the command of! the army of the Unit-
ed StatesVTjequeathing to his successor!
General Adna R. Chaflee, the Insignia
of the high rank to which botb have
risen from tue'faiiks. Neither had.the
prestige und influence of West Point
training, and both have climbed ''to
military eminence on the ladder of
merit.

Entering the service at about the
same time and at nearly the same age,
there has been between these high pri-
vates a "spirited 'but friendly rivalry In
the race for the' supreme .distinction.
Young enlisted in the Tttelf th Pennsyl-
vania infantry on April 25, 1861, and
Ohaifee joined the Sixth (regular) cav-
alry on July 22 of that year. Both
fought valiantly through the civil war,
Young -coming, out as a colonel and
Ohaffee as a second lieutenant. But
the war over, Young found that his
rank as colonel of volunters counted
for little when he sought a commission
in the regular service, and he had to
be content with a «econd lieutenancy.
Meanwhile Chaftee had risen- a -grade
to first lieutenant. Young forged ahead
again when In 1868 he was made a cap-
tain, a rank which Chattee did not at-
tain until a year later. Young was pro-
moted to major in 1883; but It was five
years later before Onaffee reached this
rank.

In June, 1898, both were in the same
regiment, the Third" cavalry, Young aa
colonel and Chaffee as lieutenant colo-
nel. Oh the Bttme day, May 4, 1808,
they were made brigadier generals of
volunteers, assigned to service In the
war with Spain. Young was the first to
get into action, engaging the Spaniards
at Guaslmas', but was later stricken
down with fever, which, prevented hjs
presence on the field at Santiago, thus
giving Chaffee opportunity to even up
the score by gallantry at Bl Oaney.

By getting an assignment in the Phil-
ippines, where there was opportunity
for actij$ service, Young took the lead
again, Chaffee having to be content
with the prosaic department work at
Havana as adjutant general. But Chat
fei's tarn cattle again In th» China
campaign, when b« w o i sji> Internation-
al reputation. He had nearly caught
up with his old colonel, and honors
were fairly even. The dates'of their
promotion to major general were only
two days apart Though Young1 was
first to reach the goal of the soldier's'
ambition, the command of the army,
Ohaffee will have the advantage of
holding the rank and enjoying the hon-
ors several months longer than was the
fortune of his predeceBBor before he,
too, will be retired under the age limit.

How Well* Clock Strikea.
The great clock of Wells cathedralin

England was built in 1322 for Glaston-)
bury abbey and ran 250 years before
it was removed to Wells. ' .

The striking mechanism of the clock
Is very curious and elaborate. Above
the dial is a little battlemented turret
with four knights on horseback, armed
with lances, standing guard round i t
A t some distance from the clock Itself,
near the end of the transept is a life
size painted figure, quaintly ugly, with
a battleax in its hand, While outside
the cathedral is a second large dial,
guarded by two-Tall figures of knights
to armor.

When the gilt stars point to the hour,
the painted figure (Jack Blamlivir, as
he is called by the country people about
Wells, no one knows why) strikes the.
quarters by striking his heels against
two bells behind him and then tolls the
great bell of the clock by striking it
with his battleax. The two standing
knights in armor strike the outside bell
with their halberds, and at the first
stroke of the great bell the four knights
on horseback over the inside dial start
at a gallop and rush round and round
the turret in a mimic tournament hi
which oner knight Is thrown from bis
horse, and regains bis seat in every
revolution.

Notert Civil W»* Survivor*.
The death of the foremost surviving

soldiers of the Confederate army. Lieu,
tenant General James Longstreet and
Lieutenant General Joliu B. Gordon,
leaves remaining but about a score of
the "leaders who held Important com-
mands In the field or distinguished
themselves by brilliant service.

Longstreet and Gordon were the last
of the corps leaders with Lee at Appo-
mattox. Two of Grant's corps com-
manders at Appomattox are now living
—General Nelson A. Miles and General
Wesley Merritt. They were both com-
paratively young men in 1865 and are
still in active life. Fpur of Sherman's
corps commanders in the campaigns of
1864-03 are now living—General J. M.
Schofield, General O. O. Howard, Gen-
eral Greniille M. Dodge and General J.
H. Wilson. O< the Confederate corps
commanders, who fought against Sher-
man dt Attarita but two survive—Lieu-
tenant,, general S. D. Lee and Lieuten-
ant General A. P. Stewart. „

Longstreet outlived all of the corps*
commanders who fought- against btfif
on the great battlefields of the war
with one exception. That exception is
General'Daniel E. Sickles, the doughty
antagonist who kept Longstreet from
seizing Little Round Top at Gettys-
burg. ' '

Merrttt and Wilson were noted lead-
ers of Federal cavalry. On the south-
ern side three noted cavalrymen sur-
vive—Lieutenant General Joseph Whee-
ler, Generaf Basil .Duke of Morgan's
command and General Fitz-Hugh Lee,
one of the brilliant leaders of Jeb Stu-
art's cavalry corps.

Two conspicuous actors at Port Don--
elson are still llvjng—Lieutenant Gener-
al Simon B. Buckner, co'tmnander of the
garrison a'ffhe- surrender, tfnd General
Lew Wallace, who led one of Grant's
divisions In the decisive charge. The
victors at Fort Fisher are represented
in the ranks qt survivors by General
Adelbert A. Ames and General N. M.
Curtis, while the survivors of Cedar
Creek include, besides Wilson and Mer-
ritt, already mentioned, General T. L.
Eosser, one of Jeb Stuart's briga-
diers, and J. Warren Kelfer, who com-
manded a division under Sheridan.

Among the subordinate heroes of
Gettysburg still living are General E.
S. Bragg of' the Iron brigade; General
Roy Stone, commander of the Pennsyl-
vania Bucktalls; General Joshua L.
Chamberlain, one of the defenders of
Little Round Top against Longstreet's
assault; General D. McM. Gregg, one
of the sturdiest horseback fighters In,
the Army of the Potomac, and General
Carl Schurz, who In a crisis of the bat-
tle commanded the Eleventh corps and
fought against Gordon.

Longstreet's death was preceded but
a few weeks by that of the three dis-
tinguished Maryland soldiers ' who
fought in the war, all on the Confeder-
ate side—General H. I>yd Dqnglas, Gen-
eral Bradley, T. Johnson and General
George H. Steuart] Three Federal
L-orps commanders died within the past
year—General W. F. ("Baldy") Smith,
General W. B.-Frankta and,General
Alexander McDowell XlcCook. These
generals confronted Longstreet on one
or more of the great battlefields of the
