The old maxim "Uneasy lies the head

that wears a crown" bag been found
to be only too true by the new Servian
king, Peter Karageorgevltch. Treated
with contempt by the powers of the
continent because of his failure to pun-
ish the assassins of his predecessor and
threatened with extinction by these
same assassins If he does attempt to
punish them, it Is no wonder that he
sighs for the boulevards of Paris.' His
turbulent army is now talking of Join-
ing hands with the Macedonian Insur-
gents, and Russia and Austria are mak-
ing diplomatic representations to him
in which his. finish, If be does not quell
this dangerous movement, Is clearly
portrayed. It is reported that he
sleeps, like thejate Alexander, with a
revolver under bis pillow and distrusts
his royal bodyguard even more than
the husband of Drnga did.

It costs money to keep up the dignity
of a king in exile; otherwise Peter
would probably hare fled to "that dear
Paris" long before this. South Ameri-
can presidents hare been able to lay
up a nest ejrR for a rainy or a bloody
day. but they uare been dictators,
while Peter la little better than n pup-
pet monarch. It is unlikely that tie lias
been permitted to dip very deeply into
the Servian strong box. As it is, he
seems doomed to be forced out of big
Job cither by lit* loving subjects or by
bis fellow sovereigns and to end his
days in porerty and disgrace. The day
has gone when 'a man could, wade
through slaughter to a throne and stick
there. -

The Status of Porto Kicaas.
Though the United States supreme

:oourt has decided that' citizens of. Porto
Blco are not aliens of the United States
and are therefore entitled to enter this
country without abstraction, their pre-
cise status has not yet been Judicially
determined. The' decision referred to
was rendered, ln-.thc jMse-of., Isabella
Gonznles, a young Porto Bican woman,
Who in 11)02 was refused admission to
the port of New York on the ground
that she Was an alien, likely to become
a public 'Charge, in the opinion ren-
dered Chief Justice Fuller says that,
according to the act of 1900 creating a
civil government in Porto Rico, (he
woman ia a citizen of Porto Rico, and
that there was nothing expressed In the
act "to indicate the intention of- con-
gress that citizens of Porto Rico should
be considered as aliens and the right
of free access denied to them." The
court did not agree with the counsel
for the government that the. test of the
plaintiff'slights was citizenship and
udded:

••.~.\£e. are not required to discuss the power
of congress In the premises or the conten-
tion of Qonzales' counsel that the cession
of Porto jlloo accomplished the naturalisa-
tion of the people, or thut of Commission-,
er Degetau that a citizen of~Porfo Blco'
Is necessarily a. cltlsen of the United
States.

The^questlon Is the narrow one whether
Gonzales was an ftllen within trie meaning
of that term as used in the ~;act of l&jl.
We think It clear that that aot relates to
foreigners as respects this country, to per-
sons* owing allegiance to a foreign govern-
>ment and cltlsens or subjects thereof, and
that citizens of Porto Rico, -whose imma-
nent allegiance is due to the United States,
are not aliens and upon their arrival by
water at the ports, of our mainland are
not "alien immigrants" within the Intent
and meaning of the act of 1891.

If,' ns the United States supreme
court has decided, Porto Rica.ns are not
aliens or subjects of any foreign sov-
ereignty, "what are they?" asks the
Philadelphia "Record, which refers to
the fact that the Gonzales woman hits
since married an American, and she/is
now therefore an American citizen. Ît
says:

Suppose an American girl should wed a
Porto Rlcan, what nationality would she
acquire? What would bo the status of
the children of such marriage? Congress
will have to fish or out bait. The tangle
will not become, simpler by persistency
in nonactlon. ffiie transfer of population
by conquest from one sovereignty to an-
other effects a transfer of nationality just
,as..the-natlona]lty of a female Is changed,
by wedding a foreigner. This Is a law'
universally recognized, and in obedience
thereto the Inhabitants of all territory
annexed by the United States previous to
our Insular acquisitions wer>e regarded as
having become American citizens unless,
within a period limited by the treaties of
cession, they chose to declare their con-
tinued- allegiance to their former sover-
eigns. ', t i

The New York'Evening Post thinks
that the decision "injects into the body
politic a great class of people who' are
neither citizens nor aliens," and "the
logic of the situation is to prepare our
'nationals' for citizenship with all ex-
pedition, or, should they seem undesir-
able as citizens, to restore them to their
real status as aliens."

The PittsburK Dispatch says:
The decision does not bring us any near-

er a judicial solution of the much vered
question whether the benevolently assimi-
lated natives of that Isle are oltizens, sub-,
jeers or possessions. As a decision upon
the direct question involved the opinion is
clear cut and- decisive, but it leaves the
more Important underlying principle un-
touched. A resldentof Porto Rico has eo-
qulred the right to land upon these shores,
but whatever other rights ne may have
absorbed Is left for the future to deter-
mine.

The New^Sork-euthJotedrjeB not see
htffl^Justly, any other decision could
have been reached and adds:

The Porto Rican Is not a citizen of any
other nation. If he is not a citizen of the
United States he has no citizenship any*
where. He is a waif and an estray, hold*
ing allegiance to no government and hav-
ing a right to call on none for protection..

The Chicago, .Inter Ocean calls the
decision "good law" and "good political
sense" and says': •

The fact is, ot course, that the Porto
Elc»ns have., all the personal, civil and
political. rights of other Americans,
though npt all their political privileges.
Practically they are- In the political con-
dition of the inhabitants of our other ter-
ritories. They cannot vote for president
and congressmen, but they are protected
by all our constitutional guarantees.

The NeW fork Mail and Express re-
marks similarly:

The United States supreme court now
decides that they are not aliens and can-
not be treated as such. Its decision does
not directly confer American citizenship
upon them, but it does so by Inference
and will go far toward doing so in fact.
If they cannot be treated as aliens thejr
are in effect treated as American cltlxena.

But with all the comment and eluci-
dation of the federal court's ruling the
Porto Rlcan does not at present know
precisely "where he is at,!' The essen-
tial question "of suffrage Is not defined,
Not being an alien, he cannot be nat-
uralized and thus v '1 right to vote.
Whether a Porto r coming' to any
St the .states of t je Union and living
therein a year can rightfully claim to
be entitled to cast a vote is a matter
which has not been settled. If con-
gress does not legislate on the subject
in the meanwhile some citizen of Porto
Rico domldledln one of the states may
raise the question and ask the supreme
court to determine.
