Old Adirondack guide* pronoonoe (his
the co'dest winter they have ever experi-
enced says the Post Standard. Deer have
been driven well into the heart of the
woods by the cold and only an occasional
animal is seen in the open

In ordinary winter the deer come out on
the ice floes every afternoon. Last year
the Syracuse party counted as^many as i.
in one half day, while this year they were
able to catch sight of not more than three
or four during their entire stay, of nearly
* week

While looking out on the ice from a
window of the club house Monday one of
the Syracuse party-was attracted by the
sight of a dark object moviutr about some
distance away loo far off to be made, out
distinctly.

In New York, Tuesday
after a brief illness,
Mrs. Annie Chambers-
Kctchum. well known

as a writer of war songs and of books.
Mrs. Ketchum was eighty years old.
"The Bonnie Blue Flag," one ot the
most inspiring war songs of the Con-
federacy, was probably Mr*-. Ketch-
nin'« beat known work. She also wrote
"A Battle Calls" another, favorite song.
When Memphis was occupied by the
Federal troops, Mrs. Ketchum refused
to take the "ironclad" oath of alle-
giance and was banished from the city
by tbe Federal authorities. Late in
life she became a Roman Catholic and
after the death of her SOB from Asiatic
cholera spent much of her time in Eu-
rope.

George Thompson Garrison, eldest
son of tbe late William Lloyd Garrison,
died on Tuesday at West Newton,
Mass. He was born ln Brooklyn, Conn,
ln February, 1836, four months after
his father's Ufejwas threatened by the
jjoaion—^roshrrary' mob. Hd served
with honor throughout tbe civil war.
