Our Sympathies In Russo-Japan Wat
While the press of tuts country, ap-

parently without exception, favors strict
neutrality on the part of the United
States in tlio dispute between Russia
and Japan, the great majority of out
papers would like to see Jtipuu win in
the fight. Many American newspaper*
ridicule Russia's "traditional friend-
ship" for the United States qnd eon-

_ de.mn her civilization and government,
particularly "affaeKIrig" her trade pol-_
Icy in the far eagt as a menace to' ofif
commerce there. On the other hand,
Japan is generously praised by 4m e r >

lean journals, some of which recall
•with pride the fact that it was an
American commodore, Perry, who open,
ed Japan to civilisation. Many of our
papers look upon Japanese ascendency
as the hope of'Asia. With Japan para-
mount, It is believed that American
trade and Influence In Asia would en-
joy a rapid growth, while with Eussla
paramount It is believed that our mer-
chants would ttnd the "door" slammed
In their faces.

"If the case is correctly outlined" In
the dispatches, "the civilised world
must sympathize with Japan," gays the
Indianapolis News, and the Seattle
Post-Intelligencer not only expresses
the belief that Japan,will win, but adSir
that "it is to be sincerely hoped that
she will." "Most of the American peo-
ple would rejoice at a victory by Ja-
pan," declares the St. Louis Globe-
Democrat, and the New York Mall and
Express says that "there is no sign of
any other feeling here." A war be-
tween Japan and Russia, the Baltimore
American thinks, "would be a struggle
of the right against the wrong, with
the right on the side of Japan. A Rus-
sian triumph would mean a defeat and
a setback for those,principles of gov-
ernment which are founded upon the
rights of man." The New York Jour-
nal of Commerce, whose comment on
the commercial situation In the far
east has been notable for its anti-Rus-
sian tone, says: "

Japan la n<tt only fighting the battle 61
progress ana" civilisation in placing herself
athwart the path of RuMlan advance In
Asia, but she Is standing as the cham-
pion of commercial rights In whose main-
tenance no nation Is so vitally interested
as the United States. Nothing But culpa-
ble blindness to our own Interests coul*
explain anything approaching to Russian
partisanship among th* press and psopl*
o( the United States in a war with Japan.
Were Russian friendship for the United
States in the . past as genuine and per-
sistent as it has been proved to ba hbflaw
and evanescent there could b« no JustlftQ*>
tlon for any stlmd-on the,$aiat ot mis
country in regard to the pending conflict
111) the fa» east other than thatWrhich has
been taWn with much deliberation and a
reasonable' apjl|«aesrjp unanlnlty.

Turnttg t* the other side, the Detroit
News Aoes sot blame Russia for occu-
pying -nrlth ttpopgiCtttnulcnt province
like Manchuria, Mete It lias «pended
hundreds'of thousands of dollars In im-
provements, and It believes that almost
any other power would do the same
thing under the same circumstances.
It says:

* China appears to be the stake of a
game of selfish interest, and if Russia
does not put certain barriers against the
'encroachments of other nations the other
nations will begin to put up barriers
against Russia. There Is no moral ques-
tion at issue.

The Chicago Evening Post questions
whether "Japan'would be friendlier to
the western powers as master of Ko*
rea than Russia" and adds;

The** art students of far1 eastern poli-
tics who asttrt that Japan's ideal and
motto is still what It was before her
"conversion," Asia for the Asiatics—under
Japanese hegemony. Even now leagues, it
is said, are being formed in the mikado's
empire for the purpose of expelling the
western intruders ajnd liberating the orl-
•nt from the yoke of the Occident This
is hardly compatible with the open door
principle for which Japan is supposed to
stand In the present crisis. An ambitious
oriental power cannot look with indif-
ference on the appropriation ot the far
eastern "spheres" by western nations.
Russia, after all, Is a wwtern power, with
mtfr'ti'th'an one window mto~~Europe, Japan,
which has shown contempt for other ori-
entals and-Is not loved even by the 'Ko-
reans, can never.have real and profound
sympathy with western conceptions.

Representative Haskini of Vermont
has introducOd a bill In congress which
provides that any person who alter his
election fo or while a member of con-
gress or an officer or agent of the gov-
ernment accepts consideration from the
government or an individual or corpora-
tion for procuring any government con-
tract shall be guilty o£ a misdemeanor
and, if convicted, shall be, punished by
imprisonment ot not more than two
years and a fine of not mole than $10,-
000. There Is no good reason why the
bill should not become a law. In this
connection it would be wise also to ex-
tend the statute of limitations.

NORTHERN *NEW
YORK CONFERENCE.

Sam* Pacts of lnt«r**t Con-
cerning Its Approaching

8«s>lon.
'the thirty second session of the North-

ern New York Conference -will convene
in the First H. £ . Church at Illion.N. Y
at nine o'clock a. m. April 6th, 1904.
BishopS. M. Merrill, D D. L L D of
Chicago presiding. There are one hun
drcd «nd twenty four Annual Conferences
and twenty two Mission Conferences in
the Methodist Episcopal church, each of
which has an annual session, presided over
by one of the bishops, of whom there .are
at present sixteen regular bishops and-
three missionary bishops. These bishops
are elected by the/ genera) Conference
which meets once in four years, and tlinir
term of office i s for life, except they become
physically disqualified for the performance1

of their duties. Fottr of the bishops have
died during the last quadrenniam, R, S
Foster of Roxbury, Vast., William X,
Ninde of Detroit, l l ich , John F Hurst,
of Washington, D. C , and Edwin F. Park-
er of Lucknow, India,-* missionary bishop
One ofthe cm'ef duties of a bishop is to
preside in the annual Conferences.
. The Northern New York Conference is1'
one of the large and Important Conferences
in the church. Geographically it includes
all of the counties of Si; Lawrence, Jeffer-
son, Lewis, Oneida and Herkimer,.all of
Oswego except Phoenix, so much of the
county of Madison as l ies an and east of
the New York, Onturio and Western Kail-
road, together with Cherry Valley, Spring-
field and Richfield Springs in Otsego Co.
St. Johnsville in Montgomery, Lassell-
st l l le, Oppenheim and Stratford in Fulton
Co., ind s o much of the county of Frank-
lin as is not in the Troy Conference, and
represents one hundred and ninety three
pastoral appointments with nearly twice
that namber of "preaching places.

The conference Is 'divided into six sub-
divisions, known as Districts, over each
of which a presiding elder, who Is appoint-
ed by the bishop from year to year, has
supervision. The present preiiding elders
are Adams District, W. H. McClenthen;
Heiklraer District, Charles E. Miller;
Oswego Distirct, Steven T. Dibble; St.
Lawrence District, Olin B. Coit; Utica
District Jonathan B. Hammond; Water-
town District, Albert C. Dinforth. Then
men have the supervision of the work on
their districts, are expected to visit * »
c h a r g e j u often ai expedient dot ing t»e
year, told the quarterly conferences, and
aid the bishop in arranging, the appoint-
ments at the annual session of the confer-
ence. Their term of service is limited to
six years, and two of the present incum-
bent* will retire at the coming session of
the conference by virturo of h iv ing lerved
their districts the full term, Chas. £ .
Miller of the Herkimer Districtand Steven
T. Dibble of the Oswego District. Of the
one hundred and ninety men assigned to
pastoral work-at the last session of the
conference "sixty-nine went to new fields
of labor, sixty-one were returned for their
second year, thirty-two for the third year,
sixteen for their fourth year, eight for the
fifth, two for the sixth, one for seventh,
and "iiu for the eighth. As the freshman
class Is always the Urgent in college so the
one year appointments always outnumber
all others. The man who has the honor of
having served his present charge the long-
est of any pastor in the conference is W.
G. Wilmshnrst, now on his eighth year as
pastor of the Centenary Church in TJtlca,
and which is said to be the most prosper-
ous Methodist Episcopal Church in Utica.
Next to h im in length of pastorate comes
S. ] . Greenfield, now oh his seventh year
at pastor of Rome First Church. In spite
ofthe removal o f t h e "time limit" it is
quite, apparent that Methodists are still
quite inclined to frequent change of pas-
torates. It is now reported that there will
be,^number of important changes at the
coming session of the conference,

There is a strong sentiment in favor of
reducing the present number of Districts
and it i s quite probable that when the com-
ing session of the conference adjorns there
wlll.be at least two less presiding elders
thin are now employed. Should . (h is
occur i t will necessitate quite a goneral

re-arrangement of the work. >
.' At the last session of the conference
there were on the roll two hundred and
eight members, divided as follows; one
hundred and fifty in the effective relation,
seven In the supernumerary relation and
fifty-one in the supernnuattd .relation.
There have^been several deaths during the
year. A large number of the ministers
are organized luto a Clerical Life Insur-
ance Association which yields to -their
families in case of death about one thou-
sand dollars. .Two members of this associ.
ation nave died during the present confer
ence year, Charles E. Hawkins and Wil l-
lam C. Davidson, neither of whom were
In the effective relation.

The coming session ofthe conference
will be one of unusual interest for various
reasons. The General Conference wi l l
hold i t s quadrennial session i n Los Ange-
les, Cal. next May, and both ministerial
and lay delegates will be_ele£lsd-at~the
coming'sesslon to represent the Northern
New York conference .at this aujj
body. It is probable that the conference
will be entitled to five ministerial and five
lay delegates, and from present Indication
it appears that there-will be quite a strong
tendency to' send mostly. new men, that
is men who have never enjoyed this honor.
That there will be plenty of willing mater-
ial goes without saying, as to enjoy a trip
to Califotnla^with. all expenses paid is a
privilege that many ; would enjoy, Then
the proposition to reduce th* pftwnt num
ber of Districts [will doubtless provoke
considerable discussion, and help to make
the coming session one of unusual inter-
eat. "
