Though nominally an autocrat, the

<aar of Uussin Is practically powerless
to carry out lils pacillc Intentions. The
system of bureaucracy which prevails
la Russia Is more powerful than the
czar himself, who la officially helpless
In the grip of (he reactionists, and bar-
barous official machinery of whleh he
is nominally the master, but actually
the slave. A man of greater courage
and force of character mlRht break the
bonds of tradition and environment,
take the reins of government into his
own hands and give Russia the liberal
and enlightened administration whleh
the present czar professedly desires.
But Nicholas II. is neither1 forceful nor
courageous. There was, it will be ye-
niombered, a .report current that when
as a young man he made. In company
with bis kinsman, the son of the king
of Greece, a tour In the east oa n cer-
tain occasion when his personal courage
was put to the test it proved to be sad-
ly wanting, and It is, sold that he has
never since been a friend of ills royal
companion who was at that time the
witness of his cowardice.

There Is little of the"herole blood of
the Romanoffs in the Veins of Nicholas

'II;, ami. while he possesses many qual-
ities superior to those of Ills warlike
ancestors, he lacks their courage and
thus becomes a mere figurehead of gov-
ernment, Impotent either tor the good
or- ill of the country over which he is
reputed* 1tv. he an absolute ruler.

It was'De Tocqflevllle.who said that
a tyranny of which a cowjiml.ia.lhfi-
hedd Is the worst conceivable tyranny-
This is the condition of Russia today.

The TMMC Treaties With'Chin*.
If Russia keeps her promise to re-

spect the commercial treaties made by
other countries with China regtirdini.
Manchuria the United States can have
little more than an academic interest'in
the situation in the far east The ob-
servance of the "open door" principle 1»
Hit that America asks at the rulers of
Manchuria, whether they be Husslan.
Chinese or Japanese, and this seems to
be guaranteed by the treaty with China
just ratified In Washington, backed op
by Russia's assurance that she will put
no obstacle in the way of it* fulfill-
ment. But, while official utterances
from St. Petersburg are reassuring, the
Russlin newspapers persist 4n looking
URDU the United States n» more or less
of an open enemy, and M. I'laneou, Ad-
miral AlexeiefTs diplomatic agent at
Port Arthur, has-sald unofficially tbat
the action of the United States to
tiatlngn commercial treaty with China
at this time Is "unfriendly and undip-
lomatic."

The president has appointed consuls
for Mukden, Antung and Dulny, the
chief trade cities of Manchuria, opened
by tile new treaty, and when they reach
their new posts Russia will have to
snow her band. The United States has
not been officially informed tbat Man-
cbnrla is no longer a portion of the Chi-
nese empire, and the exequaturs of tne
new consuls will come from Peking.
If Russia opposes their entrance into
Manchuria she will have formally to
declure that she has annexed the prov-
ince and to justify Hint annexation.

In China cannot be wiped out by the
general orders of a Russian local com-
mander. . • A

The Now York Klnnnrier believes that
the Steel corporation "is a menace to
tin- real prosperity _of the United
States." and It urges that the corpora-
tion be reorganized. It says:

Fresh evidence is afforded dally that
the United Suites Steel corporation, as at
present constituted, in a menace to the
real prosperity of the United States. We
do not mean by this that the existence of
the concern its a' corporation necessarily
Involves the future of the country, but
the affairs of the truflt are in such shape
that reports of its condition tend to ex-
nKserate tn the minds of people the cur-
rent impreSBiun that industrial matters
are in a bad way.
- When the sted trust was organized the
sane Judgment of financial experts was
thatjthe corpuratlon would go to pieces or
at least exhibit its inherent weakness at
the tlrst breath bl^nilvrcm conditions, and
this is exactly .what lias happened. The
company is not iTiirnmipt;—nor'W'ir/'nkely
to become so, hut It has already confessed
its helplessness in the matter of earning
promised returns on Its enormous capi-
talization. The load Is too heavy. '

A western view of the Steel corpora-
tion's transactions Is given by the Kan-
MR City Star,-which says:

A large share of the owners of Steel
stock have reason tn feel that they were
Induced to purchase because of misrepre-
sentations of the condition of the corpora-
tion. Through fiuch practices as these
have trust managers helped to inflame
public sentiment against-them. • • * If
the directors vote,] to pay dividends in or-
der to bolster up bad securities until the
public could be persuaded to buy. they
were morally guilty of an attempt to
swindle.

The Philadelphia Inquirer and the
New York American note that the
trust has accumulated a surplus of
$90,000,000 in throe years and suggest

"that the directors might better'have
used the small fraction necessary of
this to continue the dividend rather
than to go back on their own prospec-
tuses and give the whole enterprise a
doubtful appearance, while the Phil-
adelphia North American says that In
view of tht? history of the enterprise
mill the nii&lng of ihe dividend "S'.eel
common seems very much llko a com
mon steal."

The Uses-of Radium.
. Though little Is positively known
about radium, it Is reported to be used
to accomplish so many things that it
is difficult to keep track of its activi-
ties. A few days ago a New York
doctor told d professional audience
how. he had successfully treated can-
cer by giving the patient "liquid sun-
shine"—that is, how he bad bathed the
patient's interior with rays of sunshine
condensed into liquid form and liberat-
ed by the action of radium. Another
New York experimenter gives an ac-
count of some remarkable experiments
showing the effectiveness of radium as
a germicide. Still another physician
has discovered that lie can turn negroes
white by the X rays or radium—it does
not matter which, because one agent is
as good as another for advertising pur-
poses.

The Proposed Delaware Sblp Canal.
As the outcome of a recent banquet

In Wilmington, Del., in which many
ind varied, business Interest* were rep-,
resented, congress will be asked to
make a sufficient appropriation for the
construction of a ship canal across the
Delaware peninsula, a project that has
been-under discussion for more than a
generation. While i t is doubtful wheth-
er the present congress will do any-
thing in the matter, the proposed Im-
provement is quite in line with the pre-
vailing sentiment in favor of enlarging
and utilizing our waterways and Is
something that should in reasonable
time be accomplished.

The conformation of the Atlantic
coast furnishes ample argument for the
construction of such a canal. Nature
has provided considerable stretches -of
Inside channel for coast navigation, pro-
tected from the storms and risks of the
open ocean by Islands. This inside
channel is interrupted by a number of
projecting peninsulas. Canals across
these would give water communication
under the shelter of land for the most
part from Wilmington, N. C , to Bos-
ton. Probably these canals, deep and
wide enough for latge vessels, will be
made some day, but thus far only one
of the peninsulas has had a waterway
constructed across It. This Is the Del-
aware and Chesapeake canal, fourteen
miles long. Though shallow, it is a
useful artificial waterway and permits
the passage of small vessels from 'each
of these great bays to the other, but its
chief importance is the demonstration
that it offers of the facility with which
the two bays can be connected at this
point by an adequate canal and the
great value of such a waterway to the
Atlantic coast trade.

Built of sufficient size to carry coast-
wise vessels, this canal would bring
Philadelphia into near water communi-
cation with Baltimore and all the ports
of Chesapeake bay nnd the navigable
rivers which flow into It' nnd would
mean much to all the states touching
on both the Chesapeake and Delaware
bays as well as to the const states far-
ther south.

Aside from the advantages of such a
waterway to coastwise commerce, it
will greatly facilitate the movement of
warships from one bay to the other in
case of urgent need and would thus be
of Incalculable value in case of war. It
would enable a single fleet to defend

: both, bays and allow transports and
other vessels to move from one to the
other bay without being exposed to the
fire of the enemy. For this reason the
standard of size of the proposed, canal
should be the draft of the largest war
vessel. If the promotion of interstate
commerce is not sufficient to lead' con-
gress to make provision foe the canal
Its great value for national defense In
time of war should be taken into con-
sideration.

The Armies of the 'Czar.
The 'assurances given in recent dis-

patches from St. Petersburg and Tokyo
tUivt Russia will make such concessions
.to Japan aa will avert war tn Mie far
east may Weil be taken with some de-
gree of caution. Russia is a land of
mystery, the unknown quantity in the
European and Asiatic equation. Her
intentions are veiled, her diplomats se-
cretive even beyopd. most diplomats.
She seldom speaks of a proponed move
until it is accomplished.

This veil of rosstery extends to her
armies. . As .ft. result, her uUlltary es-
tablishment, though the greatest In the
world, at least in potentiality, is the
least known. The few facts Unit are~
obtainable, however, showj thnt the
czar, who. is supposedly for peace, yet
has at hit command n stupendous war
engine and that his empire is always
prepared tor war. Even on a peace
footing his armies contain over a mil- '
lion men, and these could be increased j
easily and rapidly to four or flv« miU
lions in aji emergency.

Thougli not the largest numerically, ]
the most efficient portion of the army is '
the cavalry Russia Is a land of horses •;
and horaoinMtk It is said that there
are 4,000,000 norses in the empire that
have! hkd actual military 'training.
Even in this day of big things the mere
thought of a cavalry of 4,000,000 Is
startling.

The most picturesque and terrible of
all the czar's soldiers are the Russian
"rough riders," the Cossacks. The ac-
tual number of these in the army does
not exceed 150,000, yet they have
spread terror through all the country
adjacent to Russia, and their fame has
circled the world. They shoot with ac-
curacy while riding like the wind and
from any position on their mount. It is
said of them that they can ride stand-
ing,.'like a circus athlete. They are
fearless, and kill for the love of i t

Every year over a million young men
become eligible'to enter the Russian-
armies."." Only about 300,000 are re-
quired, however; so a process of elim-

In a
World conflict they would constitute a
force the possibilities of which no man
can measure.
